Thousand-Year:Radium Clock.

The radium clock described some
mdnths ago by the Hon. R. J. Strutt is
now manufactured by a London chem-
ist. It consists essentially of a small
glass tube in which a twelfth of a grain
of radium is supported by a rod of
quartz ir an exhausted glass vessel,
the lower end of the tube containing
an electroscope of two aluminum films.
Treatment with phosphoric acid ren-
ders the surface of the glass conduec-
tive. The positive charge received
from the radium expands the leaves of
the electroscope until they touch the
gides of the tube, when they are dis-

‘charged to earth and the leaves fall to-

gether. This is repeated at intervals
of one minute, the estimate being that
action will continue several thousand
years.

Originator of Remark About “Forty,
Fool and Physician.”

DRY DOCK AT SEA.

Four Vessels Towing Big Structure to
the Philippines.

The luge floating drydock Dewey,
now on her way from the Patuxent
river to the Philippines, is proving her-
self a thoroughly seaworthy craft. Dis-
patches from Norfolk, Virginia, an-
nounce that mails received from the
naval fleet which is towing the dry-
dock tell of her satisfactory behavior
in a storm ‘off Cape Hatteras, and any
ship or drydock or other object built
to float which can weather a Cape Hat-
teras storm deserves to be marked O.
K. without further inquiry.

There certainly never was a stranger
thing seen on the waters than the
Dewey as she will appear to passing
vessels. A big red box of steel, 500
feet long, 134 feet wide, and towering
forty-two feet above the water with
straight sides and square corners,
towed by three or four vessels with
gigantic cables so long that there ap-
pears to be no connection between the
tugs and the dock—that's the way the
Dewey will look to the ships that en-
counter her on the high seas. In the
construction of this strange craft 11,
000 tons of steel, 2,000,000 rivets and
130 tons of paint were used. The cost
was $1,250,000, and she is not only the
biggest floating drydock in the world,
but so big that the largest and heav-
iest warship in existence could be
placed ir her and lifted high and dry
above the water. The capacity of the
Dewey is 20,000 tons, but the largest
warship yvet projected is only 18,000
tons.

If this drydock makes the voyage to
Manila in safety the United States
will then be prepared for any contin-
gency which may arise in time of war.
Under present conditions our warships
in the far East dock at Hong Kong or
Shanghai, but if war should arise be-
tween America and any other nation
those ports would be closed to Ameri-
can ships. It was to guard agalnst the
dangers to which we would thus be ex-
posed that the government ordered the
construction of the Dewey. The dis-
tance, 14,000 miles, is much longer
than a floating drydock has ever be-
fore been towed, but the immense size
of the thing is an element of safety,
and naval officials consider that there
is less risk in the undertaking than
would appear at first thought.—Colo-

rado Springs Gazette.

EXTINCTION OF ANIMALS.

Buffalo, Elephant, Lion, Giraffe and
Others Passing Away.

Recently published translations from
the German writings of C. B. Schill-

ings, the noted African traveler and
animal photographer, have been inter-
esting a good many people in this
country, says the Indianapolis News.
Mr. Schillings has an enthusiasm for
this sort of seientific investigation that
has earried him to daring lengths in
the achievement of his purpose. He
realizes that the larger animals of Af-
rica—the elephant, the lion, the giraife,
etc.—are rapidly becoming extinct—
that in a few more generations the
world will know them only as it now
knows the dodo; and for this reason
he has undertaken to make an accur-
ate and scientific record of their exist-
ence in their native habitat. To do
this he has gone into the wildest parts
of the dark continent and photo-
graphed these arimals in their wild
state, both at night by means of flash
light and in daytime with such sun
exposures as he has been able to ob-
tain. His work has been excellently
done, and the record 1s interesting to
us, and will be even more so to those
who come after us.

With its economic usefulness it is
likely that the elephant will, in the
course of time, take the status of the
camel in the Orient and never become
extinet. But the others are doomed.
The giraffes are almost gone, the rhi-
neoceros and the ‘“river horse” are be-
coming rare, and lionsg grow scarcer
yvear by year. And this is largely be-
cause of killing for “sport.” Some of
these animals, to be sure, are danger-
ous, but Africa is a large place. Un-
der fair and undisturbed conditions
they live to themselves and injure no
one; man goes “into their territory,
slaughter-bent, a good deal oftener
than the wild animals come to him.

Will Fly to Washington.

F. M. Mahan of Chicago, who is on®
of the many inventors of flying ma-
chines that have lately sprung up in all
parts of the country, announces that he
has perfected a machine in which he
expects to fly to Washington on April
23rd, his eightieth birthday,anddeliver
a message from the mayor of Chicago
to President Roosevelt.

The United States leads the World,
both in the present mileage and the re-
cent growth of its railways. This is
shown in a report on “the transporta-
tion routes and systems of the world,”
issued by the Bureau of Statistics of
the Department of Commerce of Labor.

It points out that of the total railway
mileage of the world, aggregating in
1904 543,000 miles, there were 211,074
t\:iles in the United States, 35,323
niles in European Russia, 382,967 miles
A1 Germany, 28,104 miles in France,
26,950 in India, 24,120 in Austria-Hun-

ary, 22,634 in the United Kingdom,

9,611 in Canada, 15,550 in Africa, 14.-
113 in Australia, 11,659 in Argentina,
10,356 in Mexico, 9,961 in Italy, 9,368
in Brazil, 7,697 in Sweden, 7,322 in Si-
beria, Manchuria and the other former
Asiatic possessions of Russia, 4,495 in
‘Japan and 1,176 in China.
