In the
matter of the road between Capi-
tan and Parsons, which Crockett,
Consbruck and Peters were ap-
pointed by the board as viewers,
the report on same was respect-
fully returned for further infor-
mation as to permission in writ-
ing from persons who owns the
land through which the proposed
road is to run; also to assess the
amount of damages, benefits if
any, aud report to this board at
the next regular meeting in Jan-
uary, 1908,

The franchises of A. H. Har-
vey and Wm. S. Bourne were ex-
amined and approved.

Whereas, A. H. Harvey, a resi-
dent of the county of Laucoln,
territory of New Mexico, has pe-
tioned this board for a certain
franchise or right to construct,
maintain and operate a telephone
system and an electric light and
power plant, lay pipe lines for
water works in the county of
l.incoln aforesaid; and

Whereas, in the opinion of this
board, the construction, main-
tenance and operation of a tele-
phone system and an electric light
and power plant and water works
systems will be of great benefit
to the citizens of said county of
Lincoln; therefore

Be it ordered that there be and
is hereby granted unto the afore-
said A. H. Harvey, his heirs, suc-
cessors and assigus, for the period
of twenty-five years from the date
of the passage of this ordinance,
a right of way over, under and
through all public avenues in said
county of Lincoln, including all
public roads therein, and all
streets and alleys of all cities,
towns, villages and additious now
sitnated therein or that may be
hereafter created; with the fur-
ther franchise or right to erect,
construct and maintain along such
avenues, roads, streets and alleys,
poles or posts of wood, iron, or
other ‘suitable material, under-
ground conduits, lamps, wires,
and-all other necessary apparatus,
and thereupon and by means
thereof to convey, conduct and
distribute electricity and electri-
cal energy, water through ditches
or pipe lines, for his own use, for
hire ahd for any other purpose

for which the same may, now or
Provided, |
1st—That the said A. H. Har-|

the passage of this ordinance,
commence the construction of the
proposed telephone system, elec-
tric: light and power plant and
water works system, and diligent-
ly prosecute such work until said
telephone system, power plant
and water works system are readp
for operation.

2nd—That the said A. H. Har-
vey, his heirs, successors and as-
signs, shall assume all liability
for damage to persons and pro-
perty which may arise from the
construction or operation of said
telephone system, power plant
and water works system, and
shall save the county of Lincoln,
its officers, agents and servants
harmless from any and all liabil-
ities that may arise or be incurred
from the construction, mainten-
ance and operation of the same.

3rd—That the said A. H. Har-
vey shall, within thirty days after
being notified of the passage of
this ordinance, file with the clerk
of the county of Lincoln his writ-
ten acceptance of the franchise
herein granted, subject to the
conditions herein provided.

Now comes Wm. S. Bourne and
his associates and files petition,
praying the honorable board for
a right of way and franchise to
construct and maintain a tele-
phone line from the mouth of
Rockford canon along the public
highway to the mouth of Nogal
canon, and thence by the public
highway westward to a point in
the town of Carrizozo, where con-
nection can be made with con-
necting lines to White Oaks,
Liincoln county, and Alamogordo,
Otero county ; and the board,
being fully advised in the pre-
mises did order and decree as
follows:

The'petition of Wm. S. Bourne
and associates for right of way
and franchise to construct and
maintain a telephone line from
the mouth of Rouckford canon
along the public highway to the
mouth of Nogal canon, near the
town of Nogal, and thence along
the public highway to a point in
Carrizozo, where connection may
be made with lines connecting
with the town of White Oaks in
Lincoln county, and the town of
Alamogordo 1n Otero county, the
board doth grant the prayer of
the petitioners, and it is hereby
ordered, and the order does grant
unto the said Wm. S. Bourne and
associates, a complete franchise
for the term of fifty years, to
construct, maintain and operate a
telephone line over the public
roads nereinbefore described; pro-
vided, nevertheless, that if at any
time, the said telephone line be
abandoned, the successors of this
board may resume and cancel this
franchise and that during the

TWO YOUTHS ARRIVE AT CHICA-
GO FROM BUTTE, MONT. AF-
TER REMARKABLE TRIP.

TAKEN TO JUVENILE COURT

Assert Lurching Was Fierce at First
—Coach Tops Give View of
“Swell Guys” Inside—Prison-
ers Are 16 and 15 Years.

Chicago.—Two boys from Butte,
Mont.,, who traveled the entire 1,500
miles to Chicago by clinging to the
tops of passenger trains as they
rushed along at 60 miles an hour,
were taken before the juvenile court
and told a remarkable story of long
“hike” which lasted 24 days. The
boys are Elmer Johnson, 16 years old,
and Emmet Burke, 15 years old. They

DISH OF MEXICAN ORIGIN.

“Chili Colorow” for Those Fond of

Highly Seasoned Viands.

A dish that cannot fail to delight the
palate of those who love highly seas-
oned viands, and yet, strangely
enough, will not induce an increase of
the body’s internal heat, is recom-
mended by Harry Leighton, whose tal-
ents as an amateur cook are quite on
a par with his ability as an actor. Thisg
is a Mexican concoction, called “Chili
colorow,” and those who care for such

dainties will find it a most delectable I

mixture. To make it, Mr. Leighton
takes a quart of boiled tomatoes and
one onion that has already been chop:
ped fine. To these he adds three ta-
blespoonfuls of granulated sugar, one
tablespoonful of the prepared ground
Spanish pepper—a condiment that
may be purchased at any first-class
grocery store—and a little salt. The
mixture is then permitted to stew rath-
er slowly for some 20 or 30 minutes,
when, if it seems too dry, a little water

is added.—The Bohemian.
\

Fruit Dumpling.

Sift one pint of flour, one-half tea-
spoonful of salt, and two teaspoonfuls
of baking powder; rub in one heaping
tablespoonful of butter and mix into a
stiff dough with three-fourths of a
cupful of milk. Toss the dough onto
a well-floured board, knead it slightly
and roll out one-third of an inch thick.
Cut into rounds with a large cutter.
Put half of a pared peach in the cen-
ter of each, draw the dough up over
the peach and roll carefully in the
hand until the folds have disappeared
and it is smooth and round like a ball.
Butter the perforated pan in a steam-
er, arrange the dumplings on it so
that they will not touch, cover tightly
and steam 20 minutes. Serve with
fruit sauce. Rub one-fourth of a cup-
ful of butter to a cream, add gradual-
ly one cupful of powdered sugar and
beat until light and frothy, then beat
in gradually one cupful of sliced
peaches. Set in a cool place till hard.
Serve the same as hard sauce,

Heap two tablespoonfuls of butter
in a saucepan. When it bubbles, put
in (all at once) two tablespoonfuls of
flour, and stir from the sides toward
the center of the pan until the in-
gredients are well mixed. Have ready
heated a cupful of milk; add to this
the “roux” gradually, and beat to a
smooth cream. Season with pepper,
galt, and beat into the thickened milk
the yolks of two raw eggs and a little
minced parsley. The white and yolk
of a hard-boiled egg chopped fine may
also be added.

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GOVERNOR CURRY VISITS LINCOLN

In accordance with the pre-an-
nounced coming of Governor Geo.
Curry to Lincoln, a crowd from va-
rious portions of the county at
the county seat Thursday to meet
him. He was to come by way of
Roswell, and a number of his eld
time friends went to Picacho to
meet him. He wasdelayed, how-
ever, and did not reach Lincoln
until Friday noon.

The disappointment of the pop-
ulace Thursday night over the
non-arrival of the governor was
keen, and when next morning it
was announced that he had reach-
ed Picacho and would at oace
proceed to Lincoln, the enthusi-
asm knew no bounds: buggies,
carriages, wagons and horses
were requisitioned, and the crowd
went enmasse down the river to
meet the governor of New Mex-
ico, whom Lincoln county claims
as her own. About five miles be-
low Lincoln the governor and his
party were encountered, and from
there back to town it was a tri-
umphal procession.

Along the route he was cheered
from every farm house, and when
reaching the outskirts of the
town, Mrs. Juanita Baca, anaged
lady and an old friend of the gov-
ernor, stopped the procession,
hugged the governor and pre-
sented him with a beautiful bou-
quet, after which the line of
march was again taken up. Ar-
riving at the court house, at
which point a large sign was
suspended across the street, on
which was emblazoned ‘‘Welcome
Curry,” a’large number of little
girls, all decked in white, were
marshaled on the court house
steps under the direction of Mrs.
W. L. Gumm and Miss Ruth
Tompkins, the teachers in the
Lincoln school, and while these
little girls were singing a patri-
otic song, many old friends of the
governor gathered around him
and gave him a hearty clasp of
the hand.

At 7:30 in the evening the
court house was packed, rooms

and hall, and some hanging to!

the railing of the steps, each and
all anxious to see the governor
and to hear what message he had
to convey. The hall was beauti-

ing and pictures, among the lat-
ter being one of the governor and
President Roosevelt. The arri-
val of the governor was the sig-
nal for cheers, and they were
given, long and loud. Attorney
H. B. Hamilton presided, and in
a few, well-chosen words intro-
duced Governor Curry, and when
he arose to address his old friends
the applause was deafening.

The governor began by touch-
ingly referring to his long resi-
dence in Lincoln county, which
began twenty-seven years ago, of
the many dear friends with whom
he had lived so long and known
so intimately, many of whom,
during his ¢ight years’ absence,
had passed to the great beyond.

He touched slightly his service
in the Philippines, telling of the
many trials that, at first, con-
fronted American authority in
that far-away archipeligo, the
hostility of the natives and the
difficulty to secure their confi-
dence; but that now this condi-
tion did not exist; that peace
reigns and contentment, ina large
measure, prevails. The mostim-
portant feature of his address
was his reference to statehood.
He announced that the President
now stood ready to aid New Mex-
ico in her fight for statehood, and
that by a united effort on the part
of the people, he believed that
congress would this winter pass
an enabling act; and the matter
was presented in such a manner
that the immense audience was
convinced of its plausibility, and
the sentiment was cheered to
the echo.

Responses were made on behalf
of the people by J. B. Blea, Geo.
B. Barber, Jno. A. Haley and
Martin Chavez. The hall was
then cleared of all impedimenta,
except humanity, and the big ball
of the season began, lasting into
the wee sma’ hours.

Next morning the governor
came through Capitan, took lunch
with friends here and left in the
afternoon for Carrizozo where he
will be given another strenuous
reception on Lincoln county soil.

It was Lincoln county’s day,
and well did its inhabitants en-
joy it; and if the smile that
wreathed the governor’s counten-
ance, and the hearty clasp of
hand extended were reliable indi-
cations, he too enjoyed the occa-
sion.

DIET FOR INVALID

DISHES THAT ARE BOTH NOUR-
ISHING AND TEMPTING.

Hot Weather Is Period Most Trying
Both for Invalid and Nurse—
Cold Broth Sometimes Bet-
ter Than Hot.

The chronic invalid or convalescent
Is particularly an object of pity in mid-
summer. The appetite is less cap-
tious in cold weather than in hot, and
unfortunately for the housewife is less
inclined to put forth special effort at
the very time when the invalid is most
exacting. As the convalescence or
comfort of the ailing member of the
household depends so much upon the
diet, the effort to supply food at once
nourishing and appetizing must be
sustained. Daintiness is extremely im-
portant in serving food for an invalid.
Thin, undecourated china and glass-
ware, a liberal use of the inexpensive
paper doyleys, and garnishings of
fresh parsley, cress and slivers of
lemon will help along the good work
of tickling the jaded appetite.

Bread, the staff of life, is always a
problem in serving the invalid. When
tosst palls, try pulled bread for a
change. This can be made in connec-
tion with your regular baking day,
kept in a dry place and heated as
needed.

Pulled Bread.—Bake ordinary yeast
bread in the shape of long, narrow
French loaves. When cool, but not
entirely cold, cut lengthwise through
the center, then with two forks scoop
or pull the bread out of the crust and,
still using the two forks, pull it apart
in strips six or seven inches long and
an inch, or an inch and a half in width
and thickness. Line a large ‘baking
pan with brown paper and arrange
the strips of bread on this, rough and
crinkled edges uppermost. Set in the
oven with the door partly open until
it dries out thoroughly, then close the
door until the bread turns a golden
brown. Warm each time before serv-
ing. This is much like Zweibeck, but
its odd shape appeals to the invalid.

If broths must be served as nour-
ishment, try them ice cold instead of
hot. The nutritive qualities are there
just the same and, if properly sea-
soned, iced broths are just as good for
the patient as the hot ones, and in-
finitely more tasty. Herewith are
recipes for chicken and clam broth.
Serve either in a dainty cup, topped
off by a spoonful of whipped cream:

Clam Broth.—Buy a dozen small
clams in the shell, arrange them in a
pan or tray and pour boiling water
over them. As fast as they open turn
clam and liquor into an enameled stew
pan. Add as much water as you have
clam liquor. Stew gently for 10 min-
utes and skim off the scum that rises.
Season with a little butter and pep-
per. Use salt according to taste, but
sparingly, as the clam liquor is apt to
give a salty taste to the dish. Strain
through a very fine sieve and set away
to chill.

Chicken Broth.—Cut the fowl into
quarters. Lay in salted water one hour.
Remove and place in three quarts of
water, bringing it very slowly to a
boil. Boil gently until liquor has di-
minished one-third. Remove chicken.
Season the liquor, bring to a boil and
strain. Stir a cupful of hot milk slow-
ly into two beaten eggs, then add the
mixture to the broth, stirring slowly.
Half of this quantity is sufficient to
serve an invalid two or three times a
day.

Cheese Sticks.

On a day when pies have been
made, take a piece of pastry dough,
roll it out very thin and cut into strips
as long and wide as a finger; spread
on each strip grated cheese sprinkled
with salt and pepper. Lay on another

strip, pinch together, brush with yolk |

of egg, and bake in a slow oven. If no
pie crust is at hand, it can be easily
made of a half-cupful of flour, a table-
spoonful of butter and a little icewa-
tey,

STRIKE BREAKERS RICH

TWO MEN WHO HAVE MADE FOR-
TUNE AT GAME.

“Jim” Farley Has Country Home and
Wall Street Would Honor Hisg
Check for $100,000 — Bow-
en Also Rolls in Wealth.

New York.—Strikebreaker “Jim”
Farley has made his fortune and is
paving the settled way for a life of
ease. He is a horse lover and spends
most of his time at his breeding farm
at Plattsburg, N. Y., and makes oc-
casional trips to Kentucky in search
of fine stock. Farley is still a strike-
breaker, but he has shifted the per-
sonally hazardous part of the business
to the hands of trusted lieutenants.
He is a sort of broad strategy all by
himself, is Farley, and he will prob-
ably be breaking strikes until he dies.

Farley is rich enough to maintain a
suite of rooms at the Hotel Astor, on

upper Broadway, in addition to his
country home at Plattsburg, N. Y. His
check is good in Wall street any day
in the week for $100,000. August Bel-
mont is quoted as saying that Farley
is a born soldier and capable of mas-
terfully handling an army of 150,000 in
the field of action.

Harry H. Bowen, strikebreaker, has
made his thousands by fighting all
over the country for corporations
against unions. He served the DBeef
Trust in Chicago; his recent campaign
against the warring longshoremen on
the docks of New York netted him a
tidy fortune. Bowen faced shots in
the famous collar and cuff strike at
Troy.

Like Farley, he has a beautiful
country home. It is on the Jersey
Highlands, and his city apartments on
Central Park West are as luxuriously
fitted out as those of a multi-million-
aire. He owns tenement houses in
New York and Brooklyn.

Farley and Bowen hold special in-
surance policies on their lives for
$100,000 each.

Strike breaking has
chiefs of corporations a recognized
business and they are in constant
touch with men like Farley and Bow-
en. Railroads, street car companies,
machine works and institutions em-
ploying large bodies of workmen keep
strike-breaker bosses on the pay-roll
even in time of peace. The instant

become to

the suggestion of a strike is made the
strike breaker boss is notified and

sends his secret agents among the
dissatisfied workmen. Then he be-
gins to enlist men capable of working
at this particular trade and holds them
in readiness for a call. They are un-
der pay while waiting orders.

The handling of strikes is not
planned in the offices of the corpora-
tion. Farley and Bowen each have
offices in big buildings on upper Broad-
way.

The profits of Farley and Bowen
come mainly from the increased wage
paid per man furnished to break the
strike. For instance, when the sub-
way tie-up began twenty months ago,
the motorman’s pay was $3.25 a day,
and the guards and train hands got
from $1.75 to $2.25 a day. While
breaking the strike Farley received
35 a day for each man he furnished,
in addition to $1,000 a day for person-
ally supervising and commanding the
strikebreaking force. He pays his
men $2.50 a day. In less than twenty-
four hours after the strike had been
declared Farley had 500 men at work
at an average pay of $5 a day.

A Wall street man whose insight
into the workings of big railroads and
car lines is unquestioned says Farley
made $130,000 clear profit breaking
the subway strike.

Farley got into the strike-breaking
business in a peculiar way. He ran a
small hotel at Plattsburg and while ill
with typhoid fever he wandered off in
a delirium and got rid of all his mon-
ey. When he recovered he found him-
self in Brooklyn, broke, while the B.
R. T. strike was on. He got a job as
a motorman and that suggested his
present occupation. He has since
broken strikes in Chicago, Cincinnati,
San Francisco, Waterbury and many
other cities.

GIRL RIDES WITH DEAD LOVER.

Discovers Corpse, Gets in Buggy with
Body and Drives Aimlessly.

Detroit, Mich.—Crazed at finding
her fiance, George Ott, sitting dead
in his buggy, a quarter of a mile from
the depot where he was to have met
her, Miss Rose Hogan was found driv-
ing aimlessly in the buggy beside the
corpse a short distance from the Ott
home at Indian Town. She is threat-
ened with a complete nervous col-
lapse.

Miss Hogan had gone to visit her
sweetheart’'s parents. Ott had written
that he would meet her at the depot
with a carriage and drive her to his
parents’ home—several miles out.
When she alighted at the station there
was no carriage in sight, and, after
waiting a few minutes, the girl started
to walk in the direction of the Ott
farm, hoping to meet him on the way.

Some distance down the road she
found the carriage motionless, the
horse quietly standing and the voung
man sitting back in the seat with the
lines in his hands. She called to him,
and receiving no answer, came close
to the buggy. Then she discovered
that he was dead and that blood had
streamed down his face from a bullet
wound in his head.

The girl climbed into the buggy be-
side the dead man, took the lines and
gtarted to drive to the Ott home with
the lifeless form. On the way the
sitnation temporarily unbalanced her
mind and when found by a farmer
near her journey’s end she was nearly
out of her mind.

Pigs’ Tails as Barometers.

Territorial Game Laws.

It is unlawful to kill, or in any
way injure, any elk, mountain
sheep, beaver or ptarmigan. The
offense is punisbable by a fine of
$100.

The 1905 session laws protect
antelope, pheasant, bob-white
quail and wild pigeon for a period
of five years from the passage of
the act.

Native or crested quail may be
killed with gun only during the
months of October, November
December and January.

Deer with horns may be killed
with gun only from October 15 to
November 30. This is an act
passed by the last legislature,
and it willed that the deer season

has been placed 30 days later than
under the old law.

Turtle doves may be killed
{rom July 15 to May 1, the closed
season being two and one-half
months.

Wild turkey, mountain grouse,
or prarie chicken may be killed
with gun only during the mouths
of October, November and Decem-
ber of each year.

The minimum fine for violation
of any of these provisions is fifty
dollars.
