The act of A no. 30, 1800, limits 

tiie amount of land subject to entry 
by any person under all the various 
land laws to 320 acres.

Anv leoal sub-divisional part or 
the whole of said 320 acres can be 
entered under the desert Land Law, 
or in such amounts as is prescribed 
by the Homestead, Pre-emption and 
Timber Culture Laws can be en­
tered us shall not exceed in the 
anrirrewiite 320 acres.

The Timber Culture Law has not 
been repealed; hut it is likely to 
he i ealeil during the next session 
of coujrross, which convenes in De­
cember.

Settlers living on the United 
States land prior to Aug. 30, 1800, 
and who have made reasonable im­
provements thereon will he entitled 
to enter said land and in addition 
thereto 320 acres more when de­
sired, under the act of Aug. 30, 
1800.

The usual exception obtains as to 
the Pre-emption Law, i. e., the en­
try man must not lie the owner of 
320 acres of land.

Public lands can now ho safely 
entered under any of the foregoing 
la ws; and settlers can he reasonably 
sure of receiving patent when they 
comply with those laws in good 
faith.

A lii applications for the entry of 
land, if complete, will he acted up­
on the same day they are received, 
otliee business permitting; and all 
correspondence relating thereto will 
receive prompt and courteous atten­
tion.

Settlers and all other persons are 
requested to remit all moneys to 
the I i  -ct-iver after Dee.-1st, 1S(J0;

'bins nut is susceptible of groat 
improvement by planting large, thin 
shelled nuts. W e can have an or­
chard in the same time one can get 
a bearing pear orchard and tho mon 
ey yield of a pecan grove xviil far 
exceed that of any pear orchard, 
with the advantage in favor of the 
pecan of being free from blight and 
like destructive diseases.

The pecan is one of the healthiest 
and longest lived trees in our forests 
and when wo consider the fact that 
the pecan nut is one of the most 
salable in our markets wo are sur­
prised that so few have planted 
groves. W e are gUd to note that 
jhis very valuable nut bearing 
tieo is beginning to receive 
the attention its merits «¡eserve at 
the hands of such wide-awake hor­
ticulturists as Col. W .

Dixon says it xviil generate unlimi­
ted power an 1 give any amount, of 
incandescent light. For illuminat­
ing business places and residences 
it xvouhl lie considerably cheaper 
than kerosene. In fact, after a 
building has been wired and batter­
ies prepared the cost xvould he 
merely nominal, and tho light would 
he equal if not superior to that pro­
duced by manufactured electricity. 
Tho making oi tho baiteiies is very 
si j e. The rock in the quantities 
desired is placed in jars containing 
a solution, the chief ingredients of 
which are salt and water. The cur­
rent is then complete and *he 
battery ready for active business. 
The inventor claims that one charge 
of four hundred pounds of rock xviil 
last and produce light or poxver for 
at least one year before losing its 
force, and that it is perfectly harm­
less, making insulation entirely un­
necessary.

li. G. Wilson, representing tlie 
Continental Oil company, a branch 
of tho Standard Oil company, visit­
ed Eddy during the past week. He 
came in by the way of Carthage, 
traveling through the valley, taking 
the Texas & Pacific at Pecos City. 
He expressed himself as greatly 
astonished as the result of tho extent 
of the fertile lands and the magni­
tude of the canal system of the Pecos 
Valley Irrigation and Improvement 
company. “ I have traveled,”  he 
said, “ over about the entire west 
and northwest, in Montana, Colorado 
and other northern states and in none 
o f them seen so largu a body of 
rich land underneath so perfect a 
a canal system. The great source 
of wealth here is the abundant and 

permanent water supply. The Pecos 
is one of the most reliable streams 
west of of the Rocky Mountains. 1 
have never heard of it going dry as 
the Rio Grande does, and the voluinn 
of water carried between its banks 
must, judging from its size and 
speed, be very great, and when it is 
once turned onto thousahds of 
acres of rich land which it covers, 
their product will bo simply enorm­

ous. I don't hesitat? to say that 
within ten years it will be one, if 
not the richest agricultural and fruit 
growing section m the southwest, 
and Eddy must necessarily be a 
growing and prosperous town. I 
admit I am very much taken with 
this section, more than any I have 
over seen and predict for it a great 
future.”

When the ijuern of England wills 
to take a trip by rail, the event is 
of no small importance. In prepar­
ation for her recent trip from Car­
lisle to Aberdeen, a distance of 
240 miles, instructions were issued 
to all road officials several days in 
advance, and a copy of the same, 
printed in gold, was presented to 
tlie queen, that she might ut *r- 
stund that every possihlo arrange­
ment had been made for her com­
fort and convenience.

Engineers on trains that awaited the 
passing of tho loyal cars were 
directed not to allow any smoke 
to escape from their engines or any 
sound of blowing off steam. The 
queen pays all expenses of losses 
or delays occasioned by her journey.
