A NATIONAL PARK.

United States Forest Inspector 
A. E. Allen, of Washington, and 
Forest Supervisor Geo. W. Lan- 
genburg, of the Pecos reserye, 
arrived in Santa Fe yesterday 
and left today with Forest Super­
intendent I. B. Hanna on an in­
spection trip over the western 
and northern part of the Pecos 
river forest reserve. Mr. Hanna’s 
plan is that should the Lacy bill 
become a law, transfering forest 
reserves from the jurisdiction of
the department of the interior to 
the department of agriculture and 
authorizing the transformation 
of forest reserves into national 
parks and game preserves, also 
giving the forest rangers police 
powers, to recommend that the 
Pecos reserve be made a national 
park and game preserve. This 
would mean the establishment of 
large fish hatcheries on the upper 
Pecos and the placing of elk and 
other game on the reserve, for 
which it is well adapted.—A. 
Citizen.

Washington, April 17. — Edgar 
J. Davis of Greenfield, Mass., ser­
geant of the Twenty-sixth volun­
teers, was before the senate com- 
mitee on the Philippines today, 
and testified to administering the 
“ watecure” in the convent of 
Igobars in November, 1900, to the 
president of the town.

He said the man, who was forty 
jeers of age, was stripped to the 
waist, thrown on his back in a 
water tank and a stream of water 
directed toward his mouth, which 
was kept open by means of astick. 
When the man was filled with 
water a detail of soldiers would 
empty him by rolling their fists 
over his stomache.

It was for the purpose of mak­
ing the victim give information 
of runners sent to inform insu- 
gents of the approach of scouts.

Witness said the police officers 
of the town were treated the same 
wav. He told of the burning of 
the town of Igobars, which con­
tained 10,000 people. Men, wo­
men and children were forced out 
indiscriminately.

All this was done upon ordeas 
of Captain Glenn, superintended 
by Lieutenant Conger and con­
tract Surgeor. Lyons.

Witness stated that all torture 
was conducted by the regular sol­
diers. He said the latter told 
him of the application of the 
“ water cure” in several instances.

After Mr. Davis was excused 
the committee went into execu­
tive session to consider the advis­
ability of summoning witnesses 
from the Philippines and other 
portion of tthe Orient to testify.
