the placing of the machinery and 
to see that everything eomes up 
to plans and specifications. This 
committee is eomjiosed of J. C. 
Wall. P. J. Martin and F. M. 
Phillips.

Mr. tjuinn, the contractor, 
lias wired for his builder who is 
expected to arrive tinlay />  be­
gin operations. Another com­
mittee composed of Messrs. 
Wall, Marsden, Phillips and Dut­
ton was appointed to make a can­
vass of the country and secure 
pledges of cows for the cream­
ery. In this work they will lie 
assisted by Mr. Guhin. It is 
confidently expected that not 
less than 400 or 500 cows will be 
pledged for the start off.

The plant will be complete for 
the production of creamery but­
ter and manufactured icecream, 
and will cost, complete with 
building and machinery placed 
ready f o r  ojieration. $4,050.

It is desired to impress upon 

the cow owners and farmers the 
necessity for patronizing the 
creamery. The plant can easily 
take care of the product from 
1000 cows, and the more cows 
secured the better for all con­
cerned. The creamery will pay 
the farmer for his butter fat at 
the rate of from 2c to 4c per 
]>ound less than the wholesale 
price of creamery butter as 
fixed every Monday morning by 
the Elgin Board of Trade, of 
Elgin, 111. This margin is al- 
lowed the creamery for profit. It 
means that if butter is quoted at 
31c per pound the farmer will re­
ceive from 27 to 20c per pound 
for his butter fat delivered at the 
plant. The amount of butter fat 
obtained from a gallon of milk 
depends upon the quality of the 
milk, of course, but roughly 
speaking the farmer will receive 
for his fresh milk about one cent 
per pound and will get his skim 
milk given back to him.

The soliciting committee will 
doubtless call on every farmer 
living close enough to Brady to 
patronize the creamery, and they 
hoj>e for a ready response. It is 
hoped to get the creamery built 
and in iqieration within 90 days.

We have clearly demonstrated 
on our farm that by the use of a 

| well planned hog pasture, sub­
divided into small pastures, we 
can produce pork at less than 
one-half what it cost us when we 

|had no pastures, writes W. C. 
Crook to the Southern Farmer.

Our tirst pasture contained 12 
acres under one fence. This we 

I found a great improvement over 
j no pasture at all, but soon found 
\ that our hogs were very wasteful 
| creatures and were wasting far 
more than they ate. We also 
found that we could not rotate 

|our crops,diversify them or have 
a variety of feed in one large i>as- 
ture. So we divided the field 
into four smaller pastures, con­
taining three acres each. By so 
doing we have very little waste. 

| We are also able to grow a vari­
ety of crops and also practice a 
very good rotation.

On lot No. 1 we grow corn with 
| cowpeas planted at last plowing.
I When peas are rijje hogs are 
I given access to both corn and 
| peas. On lot No. 2 cowpeas are 
drilled latter i»r t  of May and 

I tirst of June. This lot furnishes 
I ripe jieas three or four weeks 
j earlier than lot No. 1. loot No. J 
i usually goes to peanuts or rai>e. 
1 No. 4 is set to Bermuda, as it is 
somewhat hilly; yet this plot is 
about the most valuable we have, 
as it furnishes excellent grazing 
when tlie crimson clover gives 
out, which is generally about 
June 1 to June 10. From then 
until July 15 to August 10 our 
hogs reap great lienetit from the 
Bermuda pasture. After peas 
are eaten on lot No. 2, we take 
hogs from this lot and sow same 
to crimson clover. We find this 
to make a tine early spring pas­
ture. When com  and peas are 
eaten out of lot No. 1 we sow to 
rye. When peanuts are gone in 
lot No. J we sow either rye and 
crimson clover, or rye and veech, 
usually the latter.

T ic  second year we grow corn 
and peas on lot No. 2, peas alone 
on lot No. 1, rape on lot No. 3 and 
l>erhaps i>eanuts. We also have 
the pastures so arranged that 
pigs can have access to them be­
fore the larger hogs. This is 
very essential, as they are not so 
destructive as the large hogs and 
also require more pasturage than 
the larger ones.

A farmer can take a well ar­
ranged lot of pastures and clear 
expenses raising scrub hogs. 
But if he will stock them with 
pure-breds he will not only pay 
expenses, but make a handsome 
profit.

These hog pastures also come 
nice to turn calves and colts into 
during weaning periods.

KIND OF MATERIAL TO USE.

Nothing but the Beet Obtainable. 
Says Highway Conn mi set one.— Sur­
facing Is Also a Prominent Feature 
That Demands Strict Attention.
A well built road's chief characteris­

tic is not unlike a well construct ml 
bouse, at least in one respect Moth 
will have a similarity—nan/eiy, a tijrht 
roof and a dry cellar. Such a road 
must have the ability to sustain and 
bold up into position it should occupy 
the wearing surface of the road, 
whether it be two inches or two feet 
in dept h. Any yielding of the sub-grade 
will be fatal to the road. The whole 
questlou of dust laying and road pre­
servative requirements of the boor is 
simply relegated to a secondary posi­
tion when compared with this very Jm 
portaut feature of the construction, 
and the remarkable as;>eet of this im­
portant part of road building is that it

Slighting the sub-grade is sometimes 
practiced by contractors, with the result 
that they do not gain anytblug. for the 
contractor Inis to pay iu the end an in­
creased expense owing to the fact that 
there will be a greater shrinkage In the 
stone.

The wisest contractor Is the man who 
wl!l spend more time with his 10 cents 
an hour help in forming the sub-grade 
and thereby require less stone or grav­
el and orher incidental expenses This 
is often the reason why the tonnage 
of stoue per mile has been largely ex­
ceeded over the original estimate of 
the contractor. This is very easily 
demonstrated by taking the cost of the 
stone per ton. with freight, the haul 
from the cars, the time consumed la 
applying the stoue on the road, to say 
nothing about the expense of watering 
and rolling required to get the road 
into a perfect bond—firm and unyield­
ing.

But you will ask uaturally. "Is not 
the road better by reason of the fact 
that more stone has been nsed'?" Not 
at all. This would be true if a uni 
form depth of stone were on the road. 
But it Is an intermittent depth. In 
some places there may be four inches 
o f stoue. while in other places there 
may be eight Inches. The influence of 
the rol'er Is not uniform where the 
sub- wt Jo is not sufficiently hard and 
flrui Wherever there Is nn intermit­
tent depth of stone the road will de­
velop a weakness because the pressure 
o f the roller on tbe road has not been 
uniform.

As a general proposition, in accom­
plishing a well built sub-grade it is al­
ways well to remove all loam, roots 
and vegetable mutter from tile pro­
posed travel part of tbe road: also 
everything o f a springy nature or any­
thing found In excavating for said 
roadway that will be liable lo heave or 
settle and fill all such places with 
clean sand or gruvel.

Where it is necessary to fill to bring 
the sub-grade up to the height required 
1 have fouud lu my practice where the 
filling exceeds one foot iu depth that 

j tbe filling should be deposited in 
courses not to exceed twelve inches in 

i  depth, loose measurement, and require 
that each course- shall be extended 
across the eutire fill and completed be­
fore commencing another course, no 
matter If the fill t-e two or twenty 
feet. And this method should be fol­
lowed with each succeeding course un­
til the established grade is reached j 
Tbe coLstant traveling over each of i 
the courses by the teams employed in 
handling the material will remove the 
possibility o f ever having a cracked 
fill or one that wi.1 slide ufter tbe road 

tbe i has been constructed. This is a very 
i Important matter I tiud. and 1 have j 

used it in my work in my own state.
I also find that it, tbe cuts it Is well j 
not to plow down below that point 
that is to tie the finished grade t f the 
sub-grade, but to keep it a sufficient 
height above that so that when the 
roller is place,! on tbe work it will 
make a good solid foundation, and you 
will not have to resort to filling in the 
cut to bring the sub-grade up to tbe 
grade desired. These two principles 
of cut and fill will be found to work 
to great advantage In tbe proper con­
struction of a road.

Tbe shap* or contour, of the sub- 
grade has been somewhat a matter of 
controversy some engineers holding to 
tbe level line foundation and putting 
on an extra depth of stone or material 
in tbe center to make the contour or 
sbed from the center line o f tbe road 
to tbe berms, or shoulders, while other 
engineers hare given the sub-grade or 
foundation upon which the wearing 
material is t" be placed the same con­
tour as the finished road. I have used 
this latter method in my own work In 
my state by reason o f the fact I be­
lieve it makes a better foundation and 
that the uniform depth of stone at the 
shoulders will assist In bolding tbe 
crown of the road In shape and fur­
nish a sustainment at tbe shoulder 
line U-tter than to have a less depth 
of stone at tbe shoulders and a greater 
depth at the center of the road It 
also assists In ease of a breaking up of 
the r *d  or a fracture or other devel­
opments in draining to the side, or 
shoulder, of the road.

Tbe forming of the shoulders is a 
very Important matter. They are real­
ly tbe support of th road- It has al­
ways been roy practice when making a 
should*/ in tbe tills to lay out my road 
find put the newly added material ten 
or twelve Inches Into the new travel 
path, lamping it down firmly and then 
cutting l«ack to. the line, thereby mak­
ing a good, firm shoulder to work to 
and to bold in place the stone or g r a v  
el in the travel path of the road.

It is a difficult matter to treat this 
question as intelligently through the 
medium of the written word as It 
would t>e with charts, but If these 
principles are followed In building tbe 
sub-grade a good foundation upon 
which to put the wearing surface will 
result.—James II MacDonald.

This present is a novel pl|>e rack. To 
make the rack procure tour boards 
from a carpenter—two eighteen Inches 
long by six inches wide and two eight­
een Inches long by five inches wide, 
lu one of tbe latter pieces get a car- 
j-outer to bore four boles three-eighths 
of an inch in diameter and running 
lengthwise in tbe board. The two end 
holes are four inches from the ends of 
tbe board, and all o f tbe holes are two 
and a half inches apart. Tbe two 
larger boards are joined together by 
means of braces, which screw on the 
backs with very small screws. Five 
Inches from the top of the longer side 
Is fsstened the board with tbe holes In 
It. so that It makes a sbelf on the first 
piece.

The hardest thing Is to print 
above the first shelf. "A Man's Best 
Friend." Faint the letters with gold 
paint, which sets off the dark color of 
tbe wood and gives the raekn finished, 
decorative appearance.

To k*ep health; and thrive sheep 
should he provided with quarters suit­
able to their needs, it U essentia) 
that their quarters be separate from 
other stock. Sheep prefer seclusioD 
from other farm auimals. They get 
along with young calves probably I set­
ter than with any other stock, in dis­
cussing this phase of dock manage­
ment Professor Henry says:

"Above every other animal on the 
farm, the sheep to be profitable must 
be kept dry as to coat and feet, in­
attention to either of these essentials 
will result disastrously. With dry 
quarters sheep will stand a consider­
able degree of cold without inconven­
ience.) Indeed, their quarters should 
not be as warm as for other animals. 
One thickness of closely matched 
boards will make the barn or shed 
where the sheep are confined suffi­
ciently warm in the northern states 
except for wintey lambs.

Provide wide, shallow troughs for 
feeding that can be cleaned regularly. 
Don't ex|>ect the lumbs, whether range 
or native, to do well unless they have 
clean food nud clean water as well. 
Salt is also valuable in getting the 
lnuibs started on grain, anil it should 
be given throughout the feeding pe­
riod und always regularly.

The most successful lauib feeder Is 
the man who studies the needs of the 
lumbs closest. In short, this requires 
thnt a mau love to be among them, 
treat them kindly always and be ready 
to give intelligent attention to their 
needs at ail times.

Getting tbqjambs on a grain ration 
Is the most critical period, and a close 
watch should be kept. It has been 
said that lambs are the poor man's 
friends, but this does not Imply that 
they can be fed and finished on n field 
of weeds and an occasional feed of 
grain. The better the grazing and the 
more suited the ration the better price 
the lambs will bring on the market.

Sheep pay for extra care expended 
on them as well as any other kind of 
animals. They respond to feed and 
good management In a way that Is 
pleasing to every observing person and 
thereby keep more vigorous and 
healthy and produce more wool and 
stronger, .larger lambs.

Swiss Goats.
A herd of five Imported Swiss milk 

goats has Just been received at the 
farm of the agricultural experiment 
station at the University of Wisconsin 
for co-operative tests on the breeding 
and rearing o f milk goats to determine 
their usefulness, economy of milk pro­
duction anil relation to other classes of 
live stock. This type of goats, known 
as the Schwarzenburg-Guggesberger 
breed. Is noted for Its large milk pro­
duction, the milk being of particular 
value for Infants and invalids, since 
goats are practically immune to tuber- 
culosls. These goats are kept In Swit­
zerland as a chief source o f food for 
poor people There are very few In the 
United States, and this Is believed to 
he the first time a careful test of their 
usefulness has heen attempted In this 
country.

PROTECTION FOR SHEEP.
the Attack From Doge Is Injurioutand 

Detrimental In Many Ways.
An expert on the subject writes as 

follows:
“While r lie loss from dogs is report- 1 

*<1 as comparatively sm.ill. the dog 
nuisance is nevertheless rl gterit'TtWfi!- 
Went to the sheep industry lit mauy 
sections. The direct loss fr >m severe 
chasing und worrying Is often net so 
great as the loss that follows, ft reel­
ing ewes that have been badly worried 
and frightened rarely, 1/  ever, entirely 
recover. The result Is usually weak 
nud inferior lambs at the next lamb­
ing season, with some abortions and

many abnormal presentations o f the 
fetus. In fact, muny breeders of regis­
tered sheep consider .  their breeding 
flock almost ruined niter having lieen 
severely chased by dogs. Frequently 
a large number of ewes will not breed 
for some time after being chased and 
badly frightened.”

The remedy for this nuisance Is, of 
course, an efficient dog law rigidly en­
forces!. In the absence of this legal 
protection resort may be had to dog 
proof fences and like means of protec­
tion. At best, however, such fences 
are expensive. A dog proof fence con­
structed at the experiment station at 
a cost of «5 cents per rod is described* 
as follows: }

The woven wire fence consists of 
seventeen horizontal wires, the three 
lower wires one and one-half Inches 
apart, the width between wires gradu­
ally increasing to five inches at top 
The vertical stays are six Inches apart. 
The wire is fastened to posts set twen­
ty-five feet apart, the liottom .wire 1m*- 
ing three Inches from the ground. 
One barbed wire Is set midway be­
tween the t>ottom horizontal wire and 
the ground. One barbed wire Is fas­
tened to the posts three Inches higher 
than the top wire. Two barbed wires 
are attached eight Inches apart to 
pieces o f 2 by 0 scantling nailed to the 
tk*fs above the wire with twenty pen­
ny nails. These pieces are set out- 
whnl and upward with the posts.

The man who can 
grow corn successfully, whether for 
beef or milk, should not full to have 
one. Then If he can grow red clover 
or alfalfa well he is doubly blessed.

Right Use of Seperetor.
Every user of a cream separator 

should be careful to see that the ma­
chine Is not run at too low a speed 
Instances have been found where 
from this cause skimmllk has con­
tained butter fat to the amount o f 1 
per cent. This Is a costly mistake and 
one that can easily be rectified. It 
has been demonstrated that the sepa- 
tor run by a small gasoline engine is 
choajier than the one ntn by hand. In 
the business of dairying the small 
things count a great deal.

Skimmilk Is Valuable.
A well known breeder of Guernseys, 

when asked how he reckon<*d the value 
of skimmllk, answered ns follows:

"If fed to young pigs tess than 200 
pounds weight, when live pork is 
worth $5 per hundred. I count skira- 
mllk worth 50 cents a hundred pounds. 
If fed to grade Guernsey heifer calves.
I connt It worth from 50 to 00 cents a 
hundred. Thnt Is. I can sell the heif­
ers nt ten months of age and make the 
milk net me that per hundred. If fed 
to registered calves it Is certainly 
worth from ?1 to $2 per hnndred 
pounds, for 1 know of no other feed 
thnt will make up for a lark of skitq- 
mlll$ In securing a profitable growth 
on a calf. The only trouble I ever had 
with skimmllk was a lack o f It. Rut 
the way farmers usually feed It and 
handle It convinces me tbst they really 
know but little of Its value."--- ------------------- -------------- ----------

Around the stock yards and1 
the lacking houses it is no longer 
a matter of surprise when hog- 
fed solely on kaffir corn or milo 
maize top the market. t For a 
time after it was proven that 
hogs really liked milo maize and 
kattir corn, and thrived on the 
food , it was thought that Indian 
corn was needed as a finisher. 
But this theory is exploded.

A chemical analysis of each 
shows that Indian corn, milo 
maize and kaffir corn contain 
practically the same food ele­
ments in the same pro]>ortion. 
An approximate analysis will 
give each 'J [>er cent protein, 3 
l>er cent fat. and 3.5 per cent, 
crude fibre. When it is under­
stood that milo maize and kaffir 
corn contain practically the same 
elements in the same proportion, 
it is clear that they must be on 
level from the standpoint of food 
values.

Kaffir corn and milo maize have 
the advantage of Iteing d r y \ 
weather plants. In seasons 
when Indian corn is a total fail­
ure becacse o f drouth, farmers 
and hog raisers can harvest 
from fifty to seventy five bushels 
Iter acre of either kaffir corn or ! 
milo maize. For this reason 
Texas farmers have gone right 
on increasing the production,. 
while the farmers of the North 
have been forced to n n s t o  c k 
largely on account of the scarcity ! 
of corn.

Besides being independent in 
large measure of rainfall, kaffir j 
corn and milo maize are grown , 
and harvested at much less ex­
pense of time, money and energy : 
than is devoted to the Indian j 
corn.

Actual tests of the value of 
milo maize ami kaffir corn as j 
couqtared with Indian corn have i 
lieen made by Swift A Co., at 
great exj>ense, and the victory is j 
with the two former.—Ft. Worth 
Live Stock Reporter.
