HAD BLAZE.

Already 
many of you have burnt day­
light by letting the season go 
by without a furrow plowed, and 
then lay it all to lack of rainfall 
next spring if you do not make 
a good crop.

Just a few have taken advan­
tage of early fall breaking. A 
large majority could have done 
so, if they had just hitched up 
and gone at it. Of course, a few 
perhaps, were hindered from 
various causes and therefore, 
are excusable. Now, do not all 
of you try to excuse yourselves 
with the above excuse, just hon­
estly “ fessup,” be a good boy 
and a friend to every one and 
we will all be friends. But, 
gentleman, a moral is in it,“ It 
is to late to run for a train after 
it has pulled out.” We cannot 
make amends now for the ad­
vantages lost by not breaking 
our lands early. Then who is 
to blame? Your land would 
have been in better condition if 
it had been broken before the 
late rains. Yet many will won­
der why they cannot get results 
from deep breaking. The fact 
is simple— they wait too late. 
Now, we must resort to the next 
steps— break your land ordinar­
ily deep, not over six inches,

harrow and firm down well af­
ter each days’ plowing. Lis­
ten! Begin now to select your 
seed. Do not wait again until 
it is too late. Your cotton seed 
should have been culled in the 
field, and from well selected 
plants and bowls. But a very 
few did that. How important 
this part o f the business is!

J. M. Quicksall was in from 
the Nine community this week, 
reporting fine rains all through 
his neighborhood. He states he 
was surprised, however, to find, 
upon digging some postholes, 
that the ground was not wet ov­
er eight inches deep. Thinking 
that the water had probably run 
off from the old fence line along 
which he was setting the posts, 
he was still further surprised to 
find the same conditions upon 
digging a hole in black land in a 
flat. Some of his neighbors, he 
says, report the ground wet as 
far down as they could go. Mr. 
tjuicksall says that while not a 
great deal o f early breaking has 
l>een done, most of the farmers 
tried following the demonstra­
tion rules last year, plowing o f­
ten, and as thfere were no rains 
to pack the soil down, it is now 
in as fine shape as could be de­
sired for the rains. He believ­
es in the demonstration work, 
but says every man must use 
common sense in connection 
with the work, and adapt it to 
his own particular case if he j 
would make anything through 
it. He stated that he did not 
huve much faith in the efficien­
cy of the corn planter, but in­
stead dropped his seed by hand 
following a breaking plow set 
as deep as a team could pull it. 
By this method the roots get a 
good strong hold in the earth, i 
and as a consequence the wind 
never blows it down, as is the 
case when a planter is used, and 
the greatest damage done is 
the breaking off of the shoots.

Professor Tyndall used to explain to 

popular audience*, tvitb the aid of a 
brilliant exi>erlu)eiit. that the blue col­
or of the sky 1» owing to tloating par 
tides of invisible dust that break np 
and scatter the short waves, wbicb are 
the blue waves, of light. This occurs 
principally at a great elevation, where 
the atmospheric dust Is extremely One. 
while lu tbe lower regions of the air, 
where the dust Is coarser, the scatter­
ing utTecU all the rays, or colors, 
alike. Tbe brilliant fringes of clouds, 
seen nearly In the direction of the sun. 
are largely due to dust, which espe­
cially accumulates In the neighbor 
hood of dondt and refracts the eoa- 
llgbt around their edges.

ROAD BONDS APPROVED
FINAL APPROVAL BY AT- 

TORNEY GENERAL.

Money Received From Sale of 
City Water Bonds, and Coun­

cil to Begin Work.

As predicted by the friends 
of the mad bonds, the attorney- 
general approved the printed 
road bonds last Friday upon 
their presentation by County 
Judge Harvey Walker and S. 
W. Hughes. This is the final 
act, insofar as the attorney- 
general's connection with the

sale of the bonds to S. W. Hugh­
es & Co., representing the 
Northwestern Bond Buyers, of 
Cleveland, Ohio, conditioned up­
on this last act of the attorney- 
general. and all that now re­
mains is to make the formal 
transfer. The bonds were sold

commission, and the sale is one 
of the best made recently, be­
ing decidedly better than Dallas 
received for similar road bonds. 
Judge Walker has set a call for 
the commissioners court to meet 
next Monday when the transfer 
o f the bonds will be taken up.

Simultaneously with the news 
o f the approval of the road 
bonds, come the news that the 
money had at last been paid for 
the water bonds, the $40,000 
with interest amounting to $10,- 
223.33. This amount is exclu­
sive of the commission of the 
company making the sale. The 
City Council met Wednesday to 
take action in the matter of be­
ginning work at once, and it was 
decided to instruct the City 
Secretary to request Engineer 
Hawley to come to Brady at 
the earliest opportunity, and 
confer with the council concem- 
inng the taking over of the pres­
ent plant, and arrangement* for 
whatever work may be contem­
plated.
