A New Wrinkle in the Making
of Honey.

E. F. Seale, living three miles
west of McGregor, was in town
Wednesday and showed The
Mirror force a jar of honey
which was sent him from Bangs,
Brown county, by his brother-in-
law, W, V. Dunmire. The nov-
elty about the honey was the
manner in whigh it had been
placed in the jar. It was depos-
ited in the jar by the bees and

Mr. Seale explains that the hon-
ey raisers are now arranging

the bee hives so that the bees |
