COTTON GINNINGS.

Government Report Shows 1166 
Bales September 1st.

For the first time since the 
Department of Commerce of the 
(Bureau of Census at Washing­
ton has been gathering statis­
tics, have the census takers been 
permitted to give out the report. 
Heretofore this information has 
been kept secret by the govern­
ment and the local census takers 
have been forbidden to give out 
the information under penalty 
of forfeiting their appointment.

According to the report gath­
ered by John Duke, cotton cen­
sus enumerator for McCulloch 
county, there had been ginned 
up to September 1st a total of 
1166 bales of cotton in this coun­
ty. This total is nearly one hun­
dred bales short of the report 
made for a corresponding period 
last year, at which time 1265 
bales were reported ginned.

Will give you the calculation 
per acre of planters in the past: 
210 feet by 210 feet make an 
acre; rows .‘5 1-2 feet wide give 
sixty rows per acre; then 00 
rows 210 feet long equals 12,- 
000 feet. The stalks 10 inches 
upart and 15 bolls per stalk yield 
one bale per acre. 75 to 100 
bolls of seed cotton weigh 1 
pound. Cotton in checks of four 
feet wide make far more. Com 
planted in drill cotton every six 
or eight feet makes a good crop. 
Maize or kaffir corn the same, 
giving a good fodder crop. I 
[think many yields with four or 
five bolls per stalk this season 
will give one-third of a bale per 
acre. In some fields it will take 
ten to thirty acres to make a 
bale and some will have to be J  content with scarcely a hardly.

Now, this is the present sta­
tus of the cotton crop in West 
Texas, Every farmer ought to 
get 15c per pound and if farm­
ers refuse to sell for less they 
j will get 15c. The farmers are 
surely down in the mouth as well 
as pockets, and look ascant at 
the weather clerk and cotton 
buyers.

Next year will be the banner 
crop year if weather influences 
are like they were in 1882— the 
largest acre yield Texas ever 
produced. The moon will ap­
pear on its back in March and 
run through the summer, giv­
ing plenty of moisture.

The Signal is doing its very 
best to maintain the law of equi­
librium in our country’s com­
mercial affairs, believing that all 
will be well if production and 
consumption can be kept on an 
equal footing. Some years ago 
cotton was selling at four cents 
for the reason that the world 
had made much more cotton 
than the people could use. All 
that was needed then was the 
equalization of consumption and 
production, and we suggest that 
four inches be added to tht 
length of shirts, calculation hav­
ing shown us that such a supple­
ment would consume the sur­
plus of cotton.

But now the situation has 
changed ends. The cotton crop 
is very short, not sufficient to 
meet demands. As a conse­
quence cotton goods are going 
to soar above the reach of poor 
folks. Men of small means will 
not be able to buy all the shirt- 
they need. But the remedy is 
easy. Let the shirts be made 
six inches shorter. This will de­
crease the amount of cloth in 
the shirts sufficiently to meet 
the increase in the price of cot­
ton and shirts can be sold at 
present prices. The trouble with 
our economic system is that wo 
have allowed production to con­
trol prices; this is a great error; 
production should control only 
the length and width of gar­
ments; prices should be stable. 
In our opinion the greatest 
stroke of statesmanship that 
could be made now would be the 
appointment of an automatic 
shirttail commission, whose duty 
should be to ascertain each year 
the number of bales of cotton

Adjutant-General William P. Hall, 
who retired from active service last 
February, was a West Pointer and the 
holder of a medal of honor General 
Hall entered the military academy In 
1864. graduating four years later and 
being assigned to the Nineteenth In­
fantry as a second lieutenant.

1 he 
lieutenant and his little command 
circled through the mountains for 
several hours and In the afternoon 
they heard a succession of shots. 
They struck out for the spot from 
which the firing came. On rounding 
the shoulder of the valley Lieutenant 
Hall saw at a little distance across 
the open space a band of at least 
forty Utes The officer Saw that 
Lieutenant Weir and the acout had 
been aurprlsed and had taken to a 
rocky ledge Lieutenant Hall sent 
four shots Into the ranks of the T'tes.
