Proposition for N. & S. Line.

C. E. Clark of Velasco was
here Monday to confer with the

‘local Commercial club in an ef-
fort to secure a proposition from

the town as to what inducement

would be offered for the build-!

ing of a line of railway north
and south through the county,
the line running from Vernon,
in Wilbarger county, to Velasco
located on the Gulfcoast. Mr.

morning, on the advantages and
benefits to
the town and county in case the
proposed Nne came this way,
and stated that the line was go-
ing to be built, and if proper in-
ducements were offered that it
would come this way.

W. D. Crothers stated that
while the club was not in po-
sition to submit an offer to Mr.
