(Waterworks System Net Income 
About $1000 Per Month.

The board of Managing Trus­
tees of the Brady Water & Light 
Works, composed of Mayor A. 

JC. Baze, Judge J. E. Shropshire 
<and J. P. Sheridan, are to be 
congratulated upon the splendid 
showing they are making in the 
•successful operation of the mu­
nicipal plant, which not only has 
been placed upon a strictly bus­
iness and self-supporting basis, 
but in addition has been made 
to produce a monthly net in­
come of about $1 ,000.

The board has just paid up all 
interest and $6,200 on the prin­
cipal of the waterworks notes,

| leaving on the 22nd of Novem­
ber, 1915, a balance of $36,000 
principal.

The fir. t̂ payment since the 
making of the notes February 
22, 1912, was made on Febru­

a ry  1 1 th of this year, when, by 
i strenuous efforts all interest 
due up to Nov. 22, 1914, was 
paid, leaving a balance on hand 

i of n little over $500.00. The 
amount just paid, principal and 

'interest combined, amounted to 
$9,626.97, or in other words, 
since February 11th, a matter of 
nine months’ time, an average 

,t)f over $1,000 a month has been 
! cleared op the plant. The sum 
of $9,626.97 represents $9,338.- 
60 actual cash paid on the prin­
cipal and interest, and $286.37 
interest paid by the note hold­
ers to the city on advance pay­
ments made.

At the present rate, to quote 
Mayor Baze, “ the plant will pay 

, itself out in the course of three 
' years’ time, if we don’t stub a 
toe.”

In connection with comment 
upon the operation of the Brady 
Water & Lights Works credit is 
directly due Supt. Joe Lyle for 
the success attained. Mr. Lyle 
has proven himself efficient and 
capable, and in addition has ex­
tended courtesies to patrons 
wherever possible.

Within another year’s time 
the city will be enabled, if it de­
sires, to vote bonds to take up 
the balance of the notes, in 
which instance the city will re­
ceive the benefits of the inter­
est now being paid on the notes. 
This calculation is made upon a 
basis of a city’s bonded indebt­
edness being limited to 50c 
on the one hundred dollars’ 
valuations. In Brady’s case, the 
total valuations amount to $1 ,- 
600,000, which permits of bond 
issues in the sum of $80,000. It 
is estimated that a year hence 
the outstanding bonds will be 
reduced to $45,000, which will 
permit the issuance of new 
bonds in the sum of $35,000.

The only obstacle that now 
confronts this plan is the fact 
that Brady must build a sewer­
age system. The last legisla­
ture passed a law requiring all 
towns and cities to dispose of 
sewerage in some other manner

“Chaffwax" Waa Proud *f Hia Con- 
nection With England's Offi­

cial Stamp.

The treat teal, which Lord Haldane
handed to the king on realgning of­
fice, ta a more elaborate article than 
most people imagine. It coat about 
L700 to make, and conaiata ot two 
heavy allver plates, in one of which 
ia cut the impression for the front 
of the device; in the other that for 
the back. When the seat >s to be 
affixed, a lump of waa is softened in 
hot water, then cooled In cold, after 
which It is placed between the two 
plate* and pressed, emerging In the 
shape of a disk, with an impression 
on each side. This is put in a plated 
case and attached to the document 
by means of a tag embedded In wax.

At one time the great seal had an 
official attached to It who was quite 
as proud of his offee as the lord chan­
cellor was of his. This was "Chaff- 
wax," whose sole business it waa to 
melt the wax and take impressions of 
the great seal when required. And 
the writer remembers the last of the 
"Chaffwaxes," a rosy-cheeked old gen­
tleman, who lived long enough to en- 
'oy the pension which a grateful coun­
try granted him for bis important du­
ties. These are now performed by 
an unnamed official in the chancellor s 
office.— London Chronicle.

The faint red light, on the other band, 
will not be noticed at all until looked 
at directly, then It appears quite 
bright, but the instant the eyes are 
urned away from it It is gone.
