In London the question of employ­
ing women us street car conductors 
has been put forward by one of the 
tramway companies, but the police 
authorities refuse to issue to them li­
censes, saying that already they have 
issuer! an adequate number of li­
censes to men to fill the vacancies ow­
ing to enlistments.

While that fact should not dis­
bar women from performing the 
work, if they are capable of doing it, 
there is no desire to encourage the 
displacing of men and the conse­
quent trouble in the lalmr world. B**- 
sides, it is safe to say that all the 
men who have wanted to join the col­
ors have been able to do so, and it 
would not be fair to exercise a form 
of compulsory service on men of a 
certain calling by ousting them from 
their employment.”

PROUD OF HIS CITIZENSHIP
Will of John Paul Jonea Showed a 

Proper Appreciation of Hia 
Adopted Country.

It fs well from time to time to give 
special appreciation and honor to 
heroes who have given great service 
to their country. The centennial of 
Commodore Perry was fitly celebrat­
ed. Another naval hero who should 
be fitly remembered is John Paul 
Jones, the first to raise the Stars and 
Stripes on an American ship, the first 
to receive a salute to American inde- 
pcmlence at Quiheron bay. three 
years before Yorktown. John Paul 
Jones was the founder of the Ameri­
can navv. To it he gave much of his 
private property, paying sailors when 
the government could not, paying 
also for repairs and provisions. His 
victory in the battle of the Bon- 
homme Richard and Senyiis had 
much influence in the gaining of in­
dependence. After our Revolution­
ary war was over he served other 
c#untries. Titles were showered on 
him and he was gratified, but when 
he made his will he wrote: “ I, John 
Paul Jones, an American citizen.”—

1 swine will produce twice every year 
and usually eight to twelve at a birth 
one cannot help but wonder that the 
market price of pork should be as 
great as It is.

The tank is being placed three 
feet under ground and at a dis­
tance o f ten feet from the
