“Jupiter Jolt. It seems that

some astronomers at the
National Space Agency
(NASA) got to twirling their
computers, and they dis-
covered that sometime in
the year 1982 all nine planets
on the solar system,
including planet earth, are
going to be lined up in a row
like birds on a telephone
wire, on the same side of the
sun at the same time.

Amateurs like most of us
might tend to shrug off the
occurrence as simply ano-
ther rare, but interesting
event; but the experts say
that the Jupiter Jolt might
prove to be disastrous.

From the sun out, the
lineup will be: Mercury,
Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupi-
ter, Saturn, Uranus, Nep-
tune and Pluto. Of course,
the planet Jupiter packs the
biggest wallop. Eleven
times the diameter of the
earth, and spinning at a rate
of 22,000 miles an hour (as
against 1,000 miles an hour
for earth), with tremendous
gravitational power and
boasting a powerful radio-
active belt, the wrench and
pull may be so great as to
actually slow the earth’s
rate of speed through space.
And if that happens, we are
told, the tugs and strains on
the surface of the globe can
be such that massive
earthquakes will occur.

Another prediction is that
there will be an enormous
increase in magnetic acti-
vity on the sun, which in
turn will create huge
“storms’’ of sunspots; and
this, in turn, will greatly
affect weather and wind
patterns arourld earth, with
totally unforeseen but un-
deniably great changes in
winds and rains.

We think it wise that
Senator Frank Moss of Utah
has asked NASA Adminis-
trator, Dr. James Fletcher,
if he can provide further
information about the forth-
coming Jupiter Jolt.

Attended an organizational meeting of Texas Press
Wonien Saturday in Amarillo and got to hear a very
interesting talk by Bob Mills, public relations director for,
Pioneer Natural Gas Co. there.

Mills told his audience he was weary of scare headlines
in newspapers and on television that had no practical
application to life in the Texas Panhandle.

Said they still think we ride the horse to town on
Saturday night to buy groceries and they refuse to
believe that we leave our homes unlocked, walk the
streets after dark and are only minutes away from a golf
course.

Bryant Harris sent up a clipping of Paul Crume’s Big D
column from the Dallas paper. Crume notes that no less a
publication than the Old Farmer’s Almanac is crusading
now to restore the community names to postmarks on
U.S. stamps and get rid of the cloak and dagger zipmark.

“It is high time. People are losing interest in reading
the U.S. mail because there is nothing on the postmark to
excite their interest. When I pick up a letter, I like it to be
postmarked ‘Bovina, Texas,” where I have friends,
instead of ‘Friona’ where I owe a man money. Your
attitude toward the two places is different.

It is hard to avoid opening a
letter from Pine Lake, Ga., which is not the same as Pine
Log or Pine Mountain. I would like at any time to get
some mail from Pretty Prairie, Kan., or Gramercy, La.,
or Topinabee, Mich., or Nags Head, N.C. Towns like
Wetumka and Watongo in Oklahoma are interesting. I
would like to visit Sailor Springs, Ill.

For Ambulance

Parmer County Commis-
sioners Monday approved a
contract with Parsons-Ellis
Ambulance Service of Fri-
ona calling for an increase
in the subsidy which the
county had been paying, and
assuring continued ambu-
lance service for the county.

The City of Friona had
earlier approved the in-
crease In its monthly
subsidy, and the City of
Bovina also indicated it
would increase its payment
to the ambulance service.

Percy Parsons, owner of
the service, had asked the
three governing bodies for
an increase, citing rises in
operational costs, which
have almost doubled since

the county and local cities
have been involved in the
ysubsidy, as well as a low
* percentage of collection on
accounts as causing the
service to run in the red.

Because of state regula-
tions, the ambulance ser-
vice must maintain a
24-hour per day availability,
another factor in increasing
costs.

The commissioners ap-
proved a contract with the
ambulance service, calling
for a 30-day cancellation
clause on the part of both

y participants.

¥ Under the new setup,
Parmer County will be
paying $840 per month for
the service. The City of
Friona is now to pay $400
and the City of Bovina will
pay $200.

wellen of Precinct 1 re-
ported that he had talked to
a number of commissioners
from all parts of the state at
the County Judges and
Commissioners Assn. con-
vention at Houston last
week, and that ambulance
service was one of the

. plastic cover, and has the

The “Clear’’ signal light is
operated by means of a
small toggle switch near the
steering wheel.

Paine said he worked on
his idea for about four
years. He says it was the
result of a brainstorm he
had once while driving a
truck. ‘I was out in Arizona,
when another driver gave
me a passing signal with a
spotlight. The light bounced
off my mirror, and almost
blinded me. I decided there
needed to be a better way
for drivers to signal each
other,”” Paine says.

Residents of the Bovina
area have no doubt seen
Paine’s sign on Highway 60,
proudly proclaiming ‘‘Cour-
tesy Light, Inc.”

The set of lights Paine is
now selling ($29.95 a set)
came after several modifi-
cations in his shop. Finally,
about a year ago, Paine
recelved a patent on his
lights, and had moldings
made for his product.

The lights are manufac-
tured in Dallas by Mac
Plastic, Inc., owned by
Harold McCulloch.

Paine is just getting into
the merchandising end of
the business. El Paso Truck
Terminal at El Paso is
signed up as a distributor,
and Courtesy Light will soon
be in all of the Sheriff Truck
Stops, a nationwide chain
(Sheriff also owns Ryder
Truck Rental).

In Lubbock, McWhorter’s
Truck Repair is a distribu-
tor.

With a total of 20.7 million
trucks registered and pay-
ing road taxes for the
calendar year 1973, and a
total of 2.5 million new
trucks being manufactured
every year, Paine figures he
has a pretty fair market
potential.

Grain Men Urge
Contract Buying

Livestock producers and
other grain buyers should
contract now while supplies
are adequate to meet their
demand, according to offi-
cials of the Grain Sorghum
Producers Association.

Elbert Harp, executive
director of the national
organization headquartered
in Lubbock, said, “We do
anticipate a very tight grain
situation throughout the
coming year. But at the
same time, there should be
no problem securing the
amount needed.”

The GSPA official re-
commended that the har-
vest season would be a good
time to contract for grain
supplies. He emphasized
that contract means ‘‘book-
ing”’ for later delivery and
that it is not always
necessary to make full
payment for the grain at the
time the agreement is
made.

He also pointed out that
grain may be contracted for
later delivery either at
prices fixed at the time of
the contract agreement or
at prices based 'B'n the
market at the _time of
delivery.

‘““We continue to encou-
rage grain sorghum pro-
ducers to distribute their
sales during the year,”

Harp said. “And it s
possible to contract with
livestock producers for

grain supplies to be de-
livered throughout the year.
This type of orderly mar-
keting benefits both the
producer and the buyer.”
GSPA officials also urge
domestic consumers to take
the first opportunity to

purchase existing grain
since the supply is available
to any buyer, foreign or
domestic.

Reduced grain supplies
were the result of prolonged
drouth, followed by exces-
sive rains and early frost on
the High Plains.

that the land is inadequately
protected,”” Herb Evans,
Soil Conservation Service
District Conservationist
says. Generally losses much
higher than this occur when
rain or wind can strike bare
cropland. Very steep unpro-
tected land can lose more
than 300 tons of soil per acre
per year.”

“It is not particularly
important that the farmer is
able to tell how many tons of
soil is lost,”” Evans con-
tinued. “The important
thing is that if the farmer
can see erosion-something
needs to be done fast.

““A common misconcep-
tion is to blame all visible
water erosion on running
water, which we call
‘runoff,”” Evans said. ‘‘Run-
off does cut ditches and rills,
but is generally a sign of
advanced problems, which
actually start with rain-
drops striking bare soil. -

“There are several things
farmers and gardeners can
do about erosion,” Evans
said. “First, practices can
be used that keep a cover on
the land. Believe it or not,
this can be done even in
fields of sorghum, cotton,
corn, or soybeans with a
practice called minimum
tillage.

“For the farmer, reduc-
tion of erosion starts with
wise land use planning,”
Evans said. ‘““A conserva-
tion utilizing up-to-date
conservation methods is the
farmer’s best bet for full
production and income over
the long term with the
smallest loss of his basic soil
resource,”’
