ritory have nothing but praise for the 
men who have conquered them.

“ What the New Year will bring we 
know not. W>,ether we shall shortly 
return to take up the battle of in­
dustry or whether we shall again he 
called upon to defeat the forces of 
tyrrary and anarchy, we cannot tell. 
Whatever the event. I await it with 
my brigade in perfect confidence.“

I do not understand it, any more 
than do you. but there is something 
about this thing of giving that blesses 
us. No man has ever impoverished 
himself by giving. It cannot be done. 
Those who give most, have most left. 
No man has ever died poor because 
of that which he gave away. No 
one has ever gone hungry aft?r giv­
ing away his bread; some way, some­
where, bread has been provided for 
him.

Misery is upon the war-tom world 
as :t never was before. Want is al­
most universal in the countries that 
have been ravished. They call to us 
from every quarter'of the earth for 
help. They cry aloud, or moan in 
tones subdued. The gaunt and fam­
ished, the lean and weary, the sick 
and wounded— they hold their out­
stretched. empty hands towards us, 
and beg for he'p. And we, of all the 
people in the world aie in a position 
to relieve them.

1 believe that every one who gives 
a penny will get it back a hundred- 
fcld. ! believe that every one who 
dries n te:.r with his assistance will 
be spared the shedding o f a thousand 
tears. I bo'ieve that every sacrifice 
we make will so enrich us in the fu­
ture that our regret will be we did 
not sacrifice the more. This thing 
of giving! A glorious privilege it is! 
how meaningless now i- money that 
is hoarded. How hateful to himself 
and to his fellow? is he who does not 
answer to the call for aid. Give— and 
in the giving live the life of a human 
being is entitled to enjoy. Give— and 
let no thought of sorrow abide with 
you because you did not give. Give— 
and somewhere, from out the clouds, 
or from the sacred depths of human 
hearts, a melody divine will reach 
your ears, and gladden all your days 
upon the earth.

“ You have been chosen as part of 
the Army o f Occupation. You occu­
py a portion o f Prussia, which once 
boasted that its soldiers wer» the fin­
est m the world. You have been 
chosen to shew the German people 
what the A me re in  soldier is and 
what every sold.ei should be. You 
wer»- chosen for honor because you 
have ro faithfully displayed the high­
est qualities which a soldier can pos­
sess, and in doing this you have help­
ed to make th? reputation of the 90th 
Division.
“ The 2ath Division—“  he Kaisers 
Favorite’ the 27th Division, the 20tii 
Division, the 117th Division, the 41st' 
Division, and 5th Its varum Reserve 
Division, the 77th Division, the 123d 
Division, and the 255th Division, of 
the famous Girman army, you have 
mot and defeated, and have taken 
prise ners from their ranks. The 
names of Bo s de Frierre, Vilcey, Sur 
Prenny, Foret des Vencheres, Bois de 
Rappes, and Souleurefme in the Su 
Michiel sector, and of Bantheville, 
Bourrut. and the Aincreville road, 
Halles, Viller franche, Wiseppe and 
the ruined bridge at Sasaey, north 
o f the Argonne, and lastly Baalon 
and Stenay—all these recall the mer­
it of your achievement.

“ In your first assault o f Septem­
ber 12th you obtained every objective. 
In spite o f every possible obstacle, 
both natural and artificial you pro­
gressed.

“ Courage and fighting ability are 
not, however, the only qualiti;* de­
manded of the soldier. Equally ad­
mirable is that disciplined and cour­
teous behavior toward the civilian 
population, particularly women and 
children, whether o f friend or foe 
which retains the friendship of allies, 
and breaks down the hatred o f the 
foe. Amongst the people of France 
you were well beloved and often the 
peopl? of the town weir heard to say 
‘ these men will fight fell, the Ameri­
cans are indeed a great nation,’ while 
the population of the conquered ter­
ritory have nothing but praise for the 
men who have cor.ouered them.

“ What the New Year will bring wo 
know not. Wh ether we shall shortly 
return to take up the battle o f in­
dustry or whether we shall again be 
called upon to defeat the forces of 
tvrrary and anarchy, we cannot tell. 
Whatever the event. I await it with 
*»jr brigade in perfect confidence.”

M e s s r s G .  Maclean and Sam 
Waring paid another visit to the 
S srMan C *pei Min* m B-.rnet coun­
ty last w?ek, after receiving reports
r nm four different assay offices, El 
Par«, Texas, Denver, Colo., New Or­
leans, La., and Globe Ariz., estimat­
ing that the ore will run from $2S.OO 
to $53.00 per ton o f 2.000 pounds, and 
also on recommendation o f their min­
ing engineer, Louis K. Acker.

M. C. A. and other war funds, and in this, their first call for assistance from other members of their own 
faith, it is most fitting and proper that each and every one of us give of his means to aid the suffering and 
dying of this great race.
