In a supplementary announce-
ment the war work counell explained
that this is not a flusl report. Its war
service, having reached its maximum
in March of this year, Is being con-
tinued In the United States and for-
eign countries,

The couneil received In the perlod
covered by the report, an aggregate of
$125282850. Of this amount $123.-
254,052 was contributed by the people
of the United States In the three cam-
palgns conducted to finance Y. M. C. A.
war work,

A statement of Y. M. C, A. expendl-
tures for work In the home camps
shows 950 bhulldings constructed in the
six military departments at a cost of
$7TAOS 984, In maintaining and oper-
ating these bulldings the Y. M. C. A,
expended $3 965738,

Concerts, vaudeville and other en-
tertainment provided the men on this
side cost the Y. M. C. A, $1,160,767. Mo-
tion picture shows in the home camps
cost $2826.271. It provided athletic
supplies and physical directors to car-
ry out its athletic program at an ex-
pense of $1.503,179. It expended $923.-
620 for writing materials and for
financing eamp newspapers and pub-
Heatlons,

Religious work in home camps was
done at an expense of $2105816. Ed.
vestional lterature, lectures, French
instruction and library service cost
$1102.787; sex hygiene education and
Hterature cost $73.704. Other Items
Include $200634 for war work In the
canal zone, Porto Rico, the Philippines
and other territories, £102 388 for work
among the employees of munitions
plants and other war Industries, and |
$442.001 for work with the Students'
Army Training corps.

The Y. M. C. A's work overseas
with the A, E. F., from its Inception
to the end of last March, also Is stat-
el in detall, In this period it Is
shown $4801. %1 was spent for huts
and tents, $2050421 for furniture,
equipment and motion pletare outfits,
and £1.014337 for operation of huts
and fleld units,. The Y. M. C. A, fur-

spent $831.601; in managing a chain
of hotels for the men on leave In the
larger citles, $477.956,

On overseas religionus work the Y.
M. C. A. spent $467.584; on education
and lbrary work, 2001932, Concerts
and entertainments were given at a
cost of $850.069, and motion picture
shows at a cost of £1,086,757. Over-
seas athleties cost $1,957,301,

Through the International commit-
tee of the Y. M. C. A, $16,042605 was
expended in work with the allied ar-
wies, and £1,058501 In work with pris-
oners of war, Of the sum of these
two items the war work council con-
tributed $£14,409,175.

Expenditures with the allied armles
included $6,738,744 for France; $407.-
860 for Great Britain; $3,139,951 for
Ttaly ; $4,805,935 for Russia, and $860,-
094 for other allied countries.

For the prisoners of war In Ger-
many the Y. M. C. A, spent $117.988;
fr. Denmark, $00.087; in Austria-Hun-
gary, $146,812; in Switzerland, $247-
050: in Turkey, $56,206, and in other
ccuntries $390,545.

The grand total of expenditures was
£07,817,005. This left, on March 31,
1019, a balance of $27.465854, which,
with the payment of pledges to the

“Mr. Kirby was selected to head
the state committee because of his
popularity with the citizens of Tex
as,” Lieutenant Commander George
Wood of the Dallas Salvation Army
post declared yesterday. “His long
association with the financial inter-
ests of the state make virtually cer-
tain the success of the home service
campaign.” R

General in Scope

The home service campaign will be
general throughou! the United States.
The money asked of the nation is
$13,000,000. The share of the south-
western group of states directed from
Dallas is set at $1,000,000, On an es-
timated population of 5,000,000 for
Texas, Oklahoma and the sections of
Arkansas and Louisiana included in
the territory the amount required
will reach 20 cents per capita.

The Salvation Army funds raised
in the great cities of the southwest
will be spent in the cities from which
it Is donated. The money will be
spent entirely for the betterment of
home conditions.

“The question has been asked by
a farmer as to what his interest is
in the city development of the Salva-
tion Army is,” Lieutenant Colonel
Woods of the Dallas office said yes-

terday. “The inlerest is strong. It
affects him directly. It strikes at
his family.

City Life Protected

*“The welfare of the Salvation Ar
my is the welfare of his son o1
daughter who visits the great cities
of the nation in search of work.

“The boy who comes to the city is
given wholesome surroundings. He
is given a clean bed. He is offered a
place for healthy recreation. He is
taught to avoid the pitfalls of cit
life into which he might fall were
he permitted to go his way without
guidance.

“The daughter of the farmer or of
the man from a small town is give:
a clean lodging place in the girls’
hote] with board at a low cost. Many
girls would not be able to success
fully combat the economie conditions
of which they are ignorant whe:
they come to the cities without the
aid of the Salvation Army.

Thousands to Gities

“Thousands of such young people
flock into the cities each year. They
are employed in clothing stores, fiv¢
and tex cent shops and telephone
offices. Jn many cases the wage paid
is inswficient for their needs.

“The Salvation Army steps into the
breach at such times and extends a
helping hand.”
