After setting cas­
ing, preparations were made to move 
the rig to another location and start 
a second well, which, it is anticipated, 
will be spudded in with n the next few 
days. When the new well is com­
pleted, both NOi 1 and 2 will be shot 
and tested for oil, A. W. Cooper of 
Fort Worth, who was at the well site 
the past week, reported that, in his 
opinion, the well would make around 
lit barrels per day. Testa made of 
the oil when the well was first 
brought in, showed it was of the same 
high grade as that at Lohn. This 
well extends the McCulloch county 
shallow field something like fifteen 
miles farther northeast.

C. A. Devine was here yesterday 
aad reported that the tools for the 
cast location, G. H. & S. A. Ry. Sur­
vey No. 19, would arrive at Mercury 
Monday, and that they would be mov­
ed out at once to the location The 
tools for the west location. State 
Survey No. 2, are expected to arrive 
m Brady in about two weeks.
