That this association be permanently organized, and that
the membership consist of those who have previously signed
the pledge to support the present bond issue, together with
all other citizens who are good road boosters and who are in
favor of said Bond issue, who wish to become members,

That an active campaign be immediately put on for mem-
bership.

That the name of said organization be, “The McCulloch
County Good Roads Association.”

That the object and purpose of said organization be, To
promote the building, constructing and maintaining of roads
and highways in McCulloch county.

That the officers of this association shall consist of a
Chairman, a Vice-Chairman, a Secretary and a Treasurer.

That a similar organization be organized in each voting
precinct in the county,.and that the chairman appoint mem-
bers of this association to go into each of said precincts to as-
sist in organizing these different precinct organizations, and
also that the chairman designate at least one man from each
precinct, who shall have authority and whose duty it shall be
to organize said local organization in his precinct.

That the chairman of each precinct organization, together
with the officers of this county organization, be designated
the Executive committee of the association.

That said Executive committee meet at Brady, Saturday,
December 8, 1921, with reports from the different organiza-
tions and with suggestions and plans for the remaining days
of the campaign.
