McCrery paid a high tribute to good 
roads, placing their value above even 
that of good schools, in the enlight­
ening and educating of the masses. 
He stated that if a railway were pro­
jected into a community, ita people 
would vote bonuses, give right-of- 
way and make other concession to 
get such a railway; yet a great high., 
way was of even greater value to a 
citizenship than a railway. In their 
wisdom, the fathers of our country 
had placed in the constitution of the 
United States the clause, that the 
“ United States shall have authority 
to establish post offices and to build 
post roads.” From the davs of Je f ­
ferson on down to the present time, 
the building of roads has been a vital 
factor in extending the influences of 
civilization, and in the enlightening 
of the public.

Judge McCrory stated that the 
highway commission was composed of 
men who were giving their time for 
the love of the great work in which 
they were engaged, viz: the building 
of a system of highways throughout 
the statej. These men give 100 days a 
year active service, for which they are 
paid $1,000 each—consequently, it 
must readily be recognized that the 
office they hold is one of honor, rath­
er than of remuneration. R. J . Win­
drow, state highway engineer, alone 
has commanded a greater salary, 
having been paid $10,000 a year. The

The highway department he char­

acterized as one of the most efficient­
ly organized and most economically 
managed departments of the state 
government. Every one of the G00,- 
000 automobiles and trucks in Texas 
was registered with the highway de­
partment, and every transfer of an 
autemobile was likewise on record. As 
a consequence the ownership of ar. 
automobile might be obtained from 
the highway department in a few 
minutes time, regardless of the num­
ber of times it had changed hands. 
The highway department sends out 
the seals and numbers for all the au­
tomobiles used in Texas, and the pur­
chase of these 600,000 seals and num­
bers represents quite a sum of money. 
Some newspapers made much to do 
over the extravagance of the highway 
department, when, in fact, this sup­
posed extravagance merely represent­
ed the amount of money used in the 
purchase of these seals and numbers.

Judge McCrory read the article of 
the new Federal act pertaining to 
maintenance, and which provides that 
in case a highway is not maintained, 
when once constructed, it shall be the 
duty of the Secretary of Agriculture 
to notify the state to place such high­
way in first-class condition within a 
period of ninety days, and upon fail­
ure of the state to do so, the Federal
