REAGAN HANDS
IN RESIGNATION
AS POSTMASTER

It became known to Brady citizens
this week that A. B. Reagan, for
the past eight years postmaster at
Brady, had tendered his resignation to
the Postoffice department to become
effective the end of the month. The
report was yesterday confirmed by
Mr. Reagan, who stated that while
his appointment held until July of
next vear, with the inevitable change
which would result by reason of the
Republicans being in charge of the
national administration, he was anx-
ious to be relieved of his arduous du-
ties and take up other lines of en-
deavor

Mr. Reagan’s administration of lo-
cal postal affairs has been charac-
terized by a steadily increasing vol-
ume of business, and his discharge of

{the duties has met with popular ap-

proval. When Mr. Reagan first took
the postmastership in 1914, the Brady
postoffice was barely maintaining its
position as a postoffice of the sec-
ond class. During his S-year in-
cumbency, the business of the office
has steadily increased both in amount
of sales of stamp stock and in the
volume of mail matter handled. The
increase in parcel post business has
been little short of phenomenal. Then
during the war, the duties of the

‘office were greatly enlarged, so as to

include the sale of war savings

lsumps. the sale of Liberty bonds,
‘and recruiting service being added

as well. All of this not only added
to the duties of the postmaster, but
to his responsibilities as well. Many
thousands of dollars have been put
through the local banks by reason
of the sales of stamps and bonds, and,
in fact, is still being done. Co-inci-
dent with the great increase in bus-
iness and responsibilities, the remun-
eration has also been increased. so
that the position is now more de-
sirable than ever before, 5

While no official action has been
taken, so far as is known, upon the
resignation, Mr. Reagan states that
it cannot come too soon, and will be
welcomed as a relief from the ‘:ur-*
dens he has been carrying these num-
ber of years. Incidentally, Mr. Rea-
gan wishes to express appreciation
of the conslderation given him by
patrons of the office, whom it has al-
ways been his desire to serve in ey-
ery manner possible consistent, dnd
in keeping with postal requirements.

Mr. Reagan further states that he
has no intention of leaving Brady
but will continue as a permanent res-
ident here.
