Father Dies at Llano.
The sympathy o f the entire com­

munity is extended Messrs. Will and 
Harry Evers in the sudden death of 
their father, August Evers, which oc­
curred last Friday morning at 3:40 
o’clock at Llano, where deceased had 
been making his home with his 
daughter, Mrs. George Schuessler, 
for the past eight years, or aince the 
death o f his wife. Death resulted 
from blood poisoning, caused by a 
slight infection several weeks ago. 
At firat the infection pained Mr. Ev­
ers greatly, but during the week or 
so before his death, he suffered no 
pain, was able to be about almost as 
usual, and only experienced the in­
convenience o f a swollen throat and 
tongue. The evening before his 
death, he waa about as uaual, and 
after he retired, he fell into a peace­
ful sleep, from which the Death An­
gel summoned him. Mr. Evers was 
quite well known in Brady, having 
visited here upon numerous occasions, 
and his most recent visit having been, 
the early part of last month.

Mr. Evers was born March 22, 1842, 
in Germany, and was, therefore, 80 
yeara and 6 months of age at the 
time o f his passing. He came to the 
United States with his parents when 
12 years old, and settled with them 
near Castell in the ’50’s. He endured 
the hardships and dangers o f pioneer 
life and could tell many an episode 
of the early days, and also incidents 
of the Civil War, o f which he was 
a veteran.

He 
spent much of his time and o f his 
means for the welfare of the church, 
ard it was mainly through his e f­
forts that the Lutheran church was 
built in the home community near 
Castell.
