STAPLETON GAS 
STRIKE RESULTS 

IN NEW DRILLING
As a result o f the b ig  g a a  strike 

on the W. Z. Stapleton farm, 14 miles 
north of Brady, several weeks ago, 
four new wells have been contracted 
in the vicinity o f the gasser. The 
contract was made by O. L. Billings­
ley, who for the past several yean  
has been drilling in the Mercury sec­
tion, and the wells will be located on 
a SOO-ace block, towards which some 
thirteen farmers have contributed 
acreage. Those who have acreage in­
cluded in the block are Dr. J. G. Mc­
Call, Lem Holland. W. Z. Stapleton, 
Paul Jones, J. A. Spencer. E. H. Mc- 
Cluskey, H. H. Knight, Sam Hughes. 
C. H. Price L. L. Lay, D. A. Roper. 
T. B. Baker, W. J. McCartney. All 
four o f the wells are to b e  drilled to 
a depth of 500 ft., unless pay oil or 
g a s  is struck at a lesser depth, and 
the first well is to be spudded in at 
once.

The first well will be located some­
where near the gas well, while the 
location of subsequent welle will de­
pend upon the showings had.

Speaking o f the oil prospects, Mr. 
Billingsley said he was certain there 

j was oil there, and that with as near 
I a perfect structure as can be found.
I he believed it the prettiest proposition 
and the best chance for oil be has 
yet encountered.

The Stapleton well, originally dri’ l- 
j ed for water, struck two sands, the 

first at 369 and the second at 469 
with a gas flow that steadily increas­
ed. until at present a steam guage 
registers a pressure of 85 pounds— 
making it the strongest gas well this 
side o f Browr.wood. Mr. Stapleton 
has had the gas piped to his house 
and is using it for light, heat and 
cooking, the gas being carried thru 
a two-inch pipe. As a result, the 
well has proved o f greater value to 
him than if it had been a water well.

It 
is the plan of the company to make 
Brady the terminal o f passenger and 
freight lines which shall radiate in 
every direction from here.

Mr. Hayes is given complete 
charge of all operations out of Bra­
dy, and in addition to establishing a 
depot here, will assume full authority 
over all employes and all operations 
of the company's busses and freight 
trucks from thia point. This appoint­
ment comes as a distinct compliment 
to Mr. Hayes, since it follows a ser­
vice of but two months with the 
company, and demonstrates their 
complete confidence in his integrity, 
business ability and sound judgment.

The Union Bus Co. began opera­
tions out of San Antonio about a 
year ago, with modest quarters.
