In describing the weapons of the
cowboy of the Western range, Philip
Ashton Rollins In bis book says; The
rifle, when carried, was conveyed, not
the cowboy himself, but by his
horse, which bore it in a quiver-shaped,
open-mouthed scabbard, into which the
rifie went up to its stock., This scab-
bard sometimes hung from the saddle
horn, but more commonly was slung,
butt forward, In an approximately hori-
zontal position along the near side of
the animal, and passed between the
two leaves of the stirrup-leather, The
rifle was thus eschewed, because, be-
ing heavy, It interfered with ready
saddling and uusaddling; and, being
bulky, it materially detracted from the
rider's comfort,
