Small Port on Arabian Red Sea Coast 
Has Important Salt 

Works.

' Rallf, which has lately been taken 
from the Turks by ships of tbe British 
East Indies squadron, Is a small port 
on the Arabian Red Sea const situated 
about 200 miles north o f I’eriin. Its 
export trade wns salt obtained from 
mines In the Interior. It wns taken 
with the loss o f one man on the British 
side. Ninety-four prisoners, two moun­
tain battery guns nnd three mnehlne 
guns, with stores, harbor plant and 
baggnge camels, fell Into the hands of 
the British. Sallf was protected for­
merly by tlie Turkish fort and garrison 
of the Island of Knmernn, which lies 
opposite and within a couple o f miles 
of the promontory on which Sallf 
stnnds. This Island was annexed by 
the British resident und general officer 
commanding at Aden In June, 1915, un­
der the following circumstances:

From the outbrenk of war, two naval 
patrols watched tbe Red Sen coast of 
Arabia, maintaining a blockade, one, 
the northern patrol based on Suez, 
working from thnt port to Jlddn. the 
other, the southern patrol based on 
Aden and working from thnt port to 
JUldu. It was found that Arab dhows 
flying a neutral flag were carrying 
supplies of food for the use of the 
Turkish garrisons to Lohela and 
Hodblda ns well as to Sallf; the Ger­
man Lohela and Hodetda are situated 
respectively abont 50 miles north and 
south of Sallf. In order to put a stop 
to this traffic and maintain a more 
effective blockade the British resident 
at Aden, under whose orders the south­
ern patrol acted, strongly advocated 
the seizing of the Knmernn island as 
a much more central nnd effective bnsc 
to work from than Aden, which Is on 
the south coast o f Arabia about 130 
miles due east of Perlm, or 380 miles 
by sea from Knmpran. The British

A later 
wave of invasion—this time by the 
Danes—took place In 905, when Crlck­
lade wns pillaged, and the same town 
was taken nnd plundered by the fol­
lowers of Cnut u century later. The 
Norman Invasion seems to have been 
a more gradual affair—more like the 
“peaceful penetration”  of our own 
times. No doubt the Saxon thane and 
eorl gave place to intruding Normans, 
hut the bulk of the population, serfs 
an<l freemen, were pr»i> ably but little 
disturbed by the new order.
