Voca, Texas, Nov. 16. 
Editor Brady Standard:

In my last letter to The Standard 
I said I would tell you something 
else in my next. In the early days 
o f not only McCulloch county, but all 
West Texas, the lo g  cabin was all 
you would see as far West as the 
timber extended, and when the timber 
played out they made dugouts and 
lived in them. But the little cabin 
I spoke of in my last was somewhat 
o f  an exception, as it had a good 
puncheon floor in it; the most of 
them had only dirt floors.

Not long ago in a conversation 
with an old friend I met in Brady, 
we were discussing the ways of liv­
ing with the earlv settlers here in 
log cabins, with the ground for a 
floor. Dr. Lockhart was standing by 
and took part in the conversation.
I said, “ Doctor, I guess you have 
gone to see patients who lived in log 
houses, with dirt floors?”  "Yes," he 
said, "many times, many times.”  Then 
he related a circumstance that hap­
pened in these good old days. He said 
he got a hurried call one morning, 
some six or eight miles away. He 
mounted his horse and made a hurried 
ride before he had had breakfast. 
When he got to the place o f the sick 
he found them living in a dugout, and 
after administering aid to the sick 
1 e was invited to breakfast which 
consisted o f milk and bread; but he 
said he really enjoyed the meal, after 
making the hard ride. But you talk 
to people now of this kind of living 
and they will say, I just would not 
do it, no use talking to me about 
such a way of living. I just would 
not do it!

But someone had to blaze the trail | 
o f  civilization and the progress of 
which we are enjoying today, and 
those were as good folks and as hon- 
«st folks and some as smart folks as 
ever lived. But they were not so 
high-toned as they are nowadays. 
They traveled in ox-drawn wagons 
and a little later in horse-drawn wag­
ons, but the oxen has gone long ago 
and the horse is fast losing hig use­
fulness.

Switchboard cords are small flexible rabies o f many 
tiny wires; several of the little wires frequently snap from 
constant handling, then jour connection “cuts ou.”

The apparatus is sensitive to extremes of heat or cold, 
dust or moisture. It is constantly watched and tested, but 
no precaution can eliminate-all the trouble—these are just 
a few samples of the things that happen.

Considering all the electrical apparatus and connections 
involved in a telephone call, it is not surprising that things 
occasionally go wrong! •

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Last Carver
of  Totems

^HORSE-POWER” UNIT WRONG

William Shaitan Carving Hit "Life Work.'

T HIS tmuxual photograph shows
one of the last—possibly the 
last—of the carvers of totem 
poles. He la William Shelton, 

head of the Indian reservation school 
at Tulallp, Wash. The making of to­
tem poles Is an art and few nowadays 
are the men who can carve them. 
What a totem pole looks like when I 
completed and set up is shown In the 
aide picture.

Shelton regards this enormous totem j 
pole as his life work. He has alrendy I 
put In 3.UOO hours on It. It will set j 
forth the family history of the Snoho- j 
mlsh tribe of western Washington. > 
When set In place It will be 6 feet In j 
diameter and will rise 84 feet. Cpon j 
completion of this life work Shelton ; 
Intends to devote the rest of hla days 
to Informing the world of the true In- 
wnrdneas of totem poles. It la a large 
undertaking.

What Is a totem? Well. It would 
take a Philadelphia lawyer to figure It 
out and then he-d have hard work to 
make the average man understand the : 
true Inwardness of totcmlsm, totem , 
and totem pole.

Tutemlain, the anthropologists any., 
Is common to primitive man In many 
parts of the world, hut la far from be­
ing universal. It la found among the 
American Indians but there are tribes 
which show no trace of It. The Eski­
mos know nothing of It. Certain Afri­
can savages have It. Hie Australians 
have It.

A totem Is a class of material ob­
jects which a savage regards with 
superstitious respect, believing that 
there exists between him and every 
member of the class an Intimate and 
altogether speclnl relation. The con­
nection between a man and hla totem 
Is mutually beneficent; the totem pro­
tects the man and the man shows his 
respect for the totem In various ways. 
If his totem Is an animal he may show 
this respect either by refusing to kill 
and eat It or by making It his favorite 
diet.

Early explorers found the American 
Indian communities. Independent of 
their local distribution Into tribes, 
hands and villnires, composed of sev­
eral distinct clans. Each clan had its 
emblem, consisting of the figure of 
some bird, henst or reptile, as for ex­
ample. the dans of the wolf, deer, ot­
ter and hawk. In the langunge of the 
Algonqnlns these emblems are known 
as totems. Members of the snme clan 
were prohibited from Intermarriage; 
a man could take a wife from any 
clan hut his own. To different to­
tems attached different degrees of 
rank and dignity; those of the bear, 
tortoise and wolf were among the 
first in honor. Members of the snme 
clan, though they might dwell fnr 
apart and speak different dialects, 
were yet hound by the closest ties of 
fraternity. This kind of toteril was 
found In at least three vnrltles; the 
clan totem, common to a whole clan 
nnd passing by Inheritance from gen­
eration to generation; the sex totem, 
common either to all the males or to 
all the females In a tribe, to the ex­
clusion In either case of the other 
sex; the Individual totem, belonging 
l„  an individual and not passing to 
his descendants.

As to the totem pole. It Is hard to 
say what It Is. There Is one thing 
however, which It Is not; It Is not a 
fetish or nn Idol or a thing to he wor- 
shlped. The totem pole of one man 
may he simply his Individual totem. 
A second totem pole may also bear the 
clan totem of the owner. Then a chief 
or a rich man mny have an elaborate 
totem pole containing "all his crests 
and all the stories connected with 
them.” So that a very large and pre­
tentious totem pole may he a sort of 
family tree of the owner or even an 
autobiography.

Even In case the carvers o f totem 
poles become extinct, a number of the 
most noteworthy of these remarkable 
creations will be preserved Mf poster­
ity for several generstlon* to come. 
Uncle Sam realised quite « while ago 
the advisability of this. The result 1* 
tnat there are two national moon-

h

merits In Alaska, created In large port
with the view of preserving some very 
fine examples of these curious relics 
of bygone days.

Kllka National monument was cre­
ated In 191U. It Is about a mile from 
Sitka and contulns 37 acres. It con­
tains 18 totem poles, the highest of 
which rises <10 feet. These totem poles 
are carved from red cedar and when 
the paint weurs off the unprotected 
wood crocks badly. These totem 
poles hove recently been given two 
coats of paint by the National park 
service In six colors. Where the carv­
ings were broken or decayed they were 
replaced. This monument Is a pic­
turesque place and from It there Is a 
panoramic view of heuuty and Inter­
est ns the scene of the mnssacre of 
Itusslan fur hunters by Indians In the 
early days when all this region was 
owned by Russia.

Old Ksnsan National monument was 
created In lfltff. It contains 38 acres 
and within Its hounds are an aban­
doned Indian vjllage, numerous re- 
mnrkahle totem poles Hnd other ob­
jects of historical Interest.

WAR AND FUTURE OF ART
Fraah Creative Force May Reasonably 

Be Hoped for, le Conclusion of 
Noted Writer.

As for the action of the wndd's 
great war upon the world's 
great art. It Is a theme too vast for 
easy handling, writes Agnes Reppller 
In Art and I.lfe. New York. It wns 
said In the spring of 1915 that the 
Qunrtler Latin had ceased to prodnte, 
having nothing which breathless hu­
manity could pause to look at. Death 
took Its toll of artists nnd month after 
month saw the blighting of hope, as 
men died with their work undone.

Mr. Fennell, nn acute, hut not a san­
guine observer, says plainly that new 
Inspiration—as it result of the conflict 
— Is not to he hoped for. Yet If na­
tional fervor was fed hy the simplid- 
ties of art, hy the cartoon, the %’ersiw 
of the trench, the “hulf articulate 
songs” that set the soldier's blood 
atlngllng. It Is reasonable to believe 
that the high tide of human passion 
will not ebb before Impregnating a 
lethargic world with fresh creative 
force.

Rodin, brooding over the darkest 
hour and minimizing no peril or ca­
lamity, spoke with heroic assurance of 
the future: "Our young soldiers nnd 
onr old cathedrals fall that there mny 
flourish again n youth, pure, ardent, 
healthy, hostile to materialism, keen 
for spirituality; and that n renewed 
and sublime nrt may spring from the 
soil washed and fertilized by blood.”

Milk Consumption.
As It Is estimated that only 2.9 of 

the milk produced In this country Is 
used In making condensed milk, the In­
dustry can not have any conaldernhie 
effect upon the milk Industry of the 
cities. According to figures given for 
Inst year, 43.1 per cent of milk pro­
duced Is used ns liquid milk, 41 per 
cent for making butter, 4.3 per cent 
f o r  f e e d in g  cnlvea, 5  per cent f o r  mak­
ing cheese, 3.7 per cent for making Ice 
cream, and 2.9 for condensed milk. 
The United Slates has about 23.000.- 
000 dairy cows. It Is estimated that 
Europe lost about 22,000.000 cows In 
the last few years.

Traced to James Watt Was Never 

Officially Corrected.

“H. P„" as you know, stands for 
“ horse power,” and If, therefore, your 
motorcycle la a four and one-half h. p. 
one, you know that what Is meant la 
that the engine has a power which la 
equivalent to that of fopr and a half 
hors «s.

Not b o ! You would be Incorrect to 
the extent of no less than 40,0110 
pounds, remarks a London Answers 
writer.

The h. p. unit of power Is a fraud, 
and the lute James Watt of engine 
fame Is responsible. He was a very 
careful engineer, In theory and prac­
tice, and he discovered, by many ex­
periments, that the raising of 22 000 
pounds one foot per minute was a good 
average horse-power

But "horse-power”  today Is reck­
oned at 33,000 lbs. per foot per min­
ute— 11,000 pounds In excess! That la 
due to the fact that Watt, In his anxi­
ety to encourage business, offered to 
sell engines which would develop 33c 
000 pounds per foot as a horse-power 
—a third more than the actual.

It would seem that he meant ulti­
mately to be honest, hut he died be­
fore that happened, and so bequeathed 
to the world, which hus accepted it, 
a false unit measurement of horse­
power.

Engineers, o f course, know of the 
error, and make due allowance for It; 
but the average Individual does not. 
Your 10 h. p. car Is, therefore, in fact, 
but a 0 2-3 one, and Its power Is equal 
to raising 222,000 pounds a foot In a 
minute, and not 333,000.

IMMENSE ROOKERY IN LAKE
Blrda Find Sanctuary on Island on 

Which Hunter* Are Forbidden 
to Set FooL

Set In the middle of Great Salt lake 
Is Hat Island, 12 acres In area, one of 
the most densely populated rookeries 
In the world. Its otlidal name Is due 
to Its shape, but It Is mure familiarly 
known to westerners ns Bird Island.

Seagulls nnd pelicans live there. The 
Island Is literally covered with them, 
and since hunters are not permitted 
to disturb the fowls, visitors experi­
ence no difficulty In walking uhout 
anp>ng them and observing their habits. 
The birds have established their roosts 
among the rocky formations of the Is­
land, which Is surrounded by salt 
water more dense than that of ths 
ocean. The highest point Is about 100 
feet above the surface of the lake.

The strangest sight on the Island 
Is the. flock of young pelicans. They 
walk about like a drove of sheep. 
One acts ns leuder and the rest fol­
low. Large bodied, clumsy birds they 
are, scarcely able to waddle out of 
the way when one approaches.

A i evening approaches one may look 
out over the lake, far to the north­
east and see a cloud of tiny specks. 
It is the adult pelicans retumisg home 
from the mouth of the Jordan river, or 
from the Great Bear river, 50 to 70 
miles away. They ore laden with fish 
for tbelr young ones. The pouches 
under their beaks are filled with fresh­
water fish.

sociation, a state-wide organization 
sponsored and officered, by some of 
Texas’ most prominent and leading 
citizens. Mr. Satterwhite is spending 
a few daya in Brady in the in­
terest of good roads in Texas.

Action by Texas to avail itself of 
federal aid under the new federal 
plan o f road building ig urged by 
Mr. Satterwhite if the state is to 
continue its road building program. 
Under the present system of laws it 
ia practically i mpossibie, notwith­
standing the State Highway Commis­
sion, with an authority to give finan­
cial aid and engineerng advice to 
the various counties, to have a con­
nected system o f roads. According­
ly the Texas Highway association has 
mapped out a legislative program 
conforming to the provisions o f  the 
federal aid act, which provides that 
roads receiving financial aid from 
the government must be under the 
control o f the state both in construc­
tion and maintenance.

Mr. Satterwhite’* argument for bet­
ter highway* in Texas is as follows:

“ There are now in Texas more than 
five hundred thousand motor vehicles 
using the highways o f our state and 
this number will be increased from 
year to year. If by building the right 
kind of roads, making it possible for 
motor travel to reach from one end 
of the state to the other, touching 
all the important commercial cen­
ters, by way of a connected system 
of well constructed and maintained 
highways, we can save the owners 
of automobiles and motor trucks mil­
lions of dollars annually in fuel, wear 
and tear, besides the time saved in 
traveling from one point tA another 
and making travel more comfortable 
and pleasant, ii it not the part of 
wisdom and economy that we put in 
motion machinery that will obtain 
such ^results in the most practical 
and economical way ?

“ Since the State Highway Depart­
ment was created in 1917 many mil- 
liors o f dollars o f public funds have 
been invested in the building o f high­
ways in the state, nearly three thou- 

[ sand miles o f such roads having been 
completed according to plans of the 
State Highway engineer, and yet 
there is not a single stretch of said 
highway that ektends as far as one 
hundred miles in one connected sys­
tem. Not only do we have a discon­
nected and disjoined system of high­
ways, but we have failed to make 
provisions for the proper upkeep of 
roads after building them, million'. I 
o f dollars have been allowed to go 
to waste and many people are now 
saying that building good roads is 
too expensive, which is correct un­
less properly kept up.

Need Pract cal Plan.
“ The facts as here stated is patent 

to every person who has recently 
traveled as much as one thousand 
miles over the highways of our state 
and certainly we are all agreed that 
some practical and conservative plan 
,for correcting this situation should 
he adopted as speedily as we may 
be able to do so. So then the prob­
lem is, how best to provide for the 
changes necessary to accomplish the 
needed results.

“ In 1916 our federal government 
passed an act giving financial aid to 
the States in the construction of 
postal roads ard other purposes. The 
Act provides that states receiving 
this aid must match the federal aid 
dollar for dollar. In 1917 the Texas 
legislature passed an act orienting 
to this Act of CongTess, at the same 
time creating the State Highway De­
partment and authorized funds for 
matching the federal aid through a 
system of tax on motor vehicles and 
county bond issues. Under our pres­
ent constitution only counties are au­
thorized to issue bonds for road con­
struction and the expenditure of such 
funds is vested only in the county. 
This has resulted in a disconnected 
sy tem of highways and no provision 
made for the upkeep of the roads. 
This same condition prevails in many 
other states and as a result Congress 
has amended the original act so as to 
provide that Federal aid shall be 
extended to only such states as hyve 
their atate highways under the^  *

supervision and financing o f the state, 
so as to guarantee to every state 
connected highways with proper 
maintenance. The act provides fur­
ther that this aid shall not be ex­
tended to more than seven per cent 
shown by the records of the State 
Highway Department in November 
1921, which means approximately 
twelve thousand miles for Texas. 
But owing to our constitutional in­
hibition to meet the requirements of 
this amended act, Texas has been 
given until 1925 to conform fa> the 
act and further aid under the present 
plan under which Texas is being 
granted aid, depends upon our proper­
ly maintaining the roads after they 
have been built.

Texas Must Act.
“ So then, it is plain that if Texas 

is to continue in the participation of 
this Federal aid for roads it is neces­
sary to make some radical changes 
in our present laws and perhaps an 
amendment to our constitution. I 
know that many are opposed to the 
Federal aid, believing it an infringe­
ment on state rights, yet we are con­
fronted with the fact that we have 
such a law and Texas is paying her 
part towards such a fund, whether

we accept a dollar of it back.
“ So recognizing the fact that good 

roads are an economical and abso­
lute necessity, and that if we are to j 
get full benefit o f the millions of 
dollars being invested in highways, | 
it was necessary that for practical ; 
and concerted action on the part of 
the people of the state, several hun-1 
dred leading citizens met in Waco j 
last May and organized the State 
Highway association, the chief ob­
ject being to obtain the necessary 
legislation to enable the State govern- j 
ment to co-operate with the Federal ■ 
government in the financing of a 
connected and comprehensive system 
of highways in Texas.

“ Expert representatives o f the as­
sociation are now engaged in draft­
ing hills for such changes and laws 
as are needed to give us the desired 
system o f highways and in a few 
weeks a statewide meeting will be 
held by the members uf the associa- 

| tion for the purpose of studying the 
1 drafted bills and to provide for the j 
necessary information that members 
of the legislature will require in or­
der to give the matter proper con­
sideration, and in this the association 
is anxious to have the co-operation of

all who are interested in good roads.”
