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FATAL AFFRAY AT 
ROCHELLE COSTS 
LIFE OF SAM COLE

A most deplorable tragedy occur­
red Saturday afternoon at about 3:30 
o’clock at Rochelle, in which Sam 
Cole, aged about 66 years, prominent 
ar.d well-known citizen o f the Ro­
chelle community, received injuries 
from which he died Sunday noon at 
12:20 o’clock.

Accounts are that Cole and C. J. 
Mitchell, neighboring farmers, met on 
the streets o f Rochelle and engaged 
in a fisticu ff the outcome o f bad 
feeling between the two which had 
exi-ted for the past three or four 
years. Cole is slleged to have gotten 
Mitchell down, and was beating him 
in the face and about the head with 
a closed knife. Several bystanders 
saw the difficulty, but none ventured 
to interfere. A t this point, Oatis 
Mitchell, 21-year old son o f Mr. M it­
chell, picked up a rock weighing 914 
pounds and struck Cole on the back 
o f the head with the missile. Cole 
at once relaxed his hold upon the eld­
er Mitchell, and with a groan fell bark 
unconscious. At the time, Cole’s in­
juries were not thought to be serious, 
and he was carried to his home, where 
his death occurred the following day.

Young Mitchell at once started to 
town to surrender, being met on the 
road by Sheriff O. C. Waddill with a 
warrant for his arrest. Mitchell was 
placed in the county jail, and exam­
ining trial was begun at 10:00 o’clock 
this morning before Justice o f the 
Peace N. G. Lyle, District Attorney 
Walter U. Early coming here from 
Brownwood to conduct the examina­
tion o f witnesses.

The deplorable tragedy’ cast a gloom 
over the entire Rochelle community, 
and much sympathy is manifested for 
both families and all parties con­
cerned. Mr. Mitchell and Mr. Cole 
are said to have been boyhood friends, 
coming here together from Collin 
county seven years ago, and buying 
their land together. The trouble 
which culminated in the tragedy had 
its origin several years ago, it is said, 
over cattle breaking into one anoth­
er’s fields, etc.

Funeral o f the victim was held yes­
terday afternoon, services being con­
ducted at the Baptist church at Ro­
chelle, and interment being in the 
Rochelle cemetery. An immense 
throng was in attendance. Mr. Cole 
leaves a w ife and several children, 
including a married daughter, to 
mourn his untimely end.

Mr. Mitchell’s fam ily consists o f 
his wife  and three children, o f whom 
Oati? was the eldest.

Congressman Jas. Finlay Reports on 

Legislative Doings
Editor Brady Standard:

I have promised to let you know 
some o f the happenings here in Aus­
tin while I am attending the Thirty- 
Eighth Legislature. I will try to 
give you some o f the impressions I 
have received since I arrived.

When I got here last Friday the 
speakership race was on full blast. 
It kept getting hotter until about 
Sunday evening when the Carpenter 
bunch lost hope, got mad and blew up.; 
I supported Seagler from the start 
and he seems to be a fa ir  man. He , 
put the House to work quicker than | 
any other speaker has done lately, so 
they say, but it seems slow to me. |

The business has just started, but i 
from what I can learn the members j 
are all anxious to do something and 
I look for a harmonious session until 
the appropriations are reached. The 
sentiment seems to be for smaller! 
salaries and more efficient service to j 
the State by our employees.

The first bill presented was one 
for appropriation o f four and one- 
half million dollars to the free schools, 
but this has no chance, as Governor 
N e ff told us today he would veto all 
appropriations until we got money to 
pay o ff  with. Governor N e ff made

us a fine speech today and told us 
what a fix  we were in but he did not 
provide any remedy, so he wasted 
breath.

A  sure-enough “ Farm bloc”  was 
organized last night with thirty mem­
bers signed up. This organization 
has some o f the bosses here up a tree 
and they are asking what we mean. 
This was not the first bloc organized 
here however. The Legion men were 
first, then the School bloc, the anti- 
Con Con bloc, and then the Farm 
bloc. I don’t know how the blocs are 
going to work but think we have the 
biggest one except tile Ku Kiux.

Don’t get excited about the Farm 
bloc. Our officers, Mr. Durham of 
Uvalde and Sparkman o f Ellis, are 
good Farm Bureau members and we 
don’t intend to do anything rash, but 
to push all bills favorable to the pro­
ducer and kill o ff  any that raise sal­
aries or squander the State’s money.

I don’t know whether I will have 
time to write you much of the news 
or not after we get to work as it is 
a busy time and we haven't gotten 
started.

MUCH BUILDING 
ACTIVITY-NEW  

MACHINE SHOP

Steelhammer Machine Shop*.
A  notable improvement is the erec­

Doubtless you have done so, because very few crimes have been 
committed in Harris county during the past year that could be 
attributed to tho klan. The work of terror and intimidation ha.- 
been seemingly laid aside, and the klan has devoted its main ef­
forts to building up the organization.

A  few days ago. several men in disguise invaded a woman's 
home at Goose Creek. She and a male visitor were taken to the 
woods and cruelly flogged. The unlawful and cowardly .seizure 
was made in the presence of the woman’s little daughter. The 
pitiful cries of the child were unheeded, and the brutality of in­
human men was manifested in the attack on the mother.

Deputy Sheriff Hamilton says he is confronted by a wall of se­
crecy when endeavoring to secure information. The people of 
Goose Creek are either afraid to talk or won’t talk.

Quite naturally thousands of people in the county attribute the 
outrage to the Ku Klux Klan. That is the only order which makes 
the purchase of a mask and robe one of the requisites of member­
ship.

Perhaps an injustice is being done the organization to which 
you gentlemen belong. It may be that outsiders wore masks and 
disguises in order that the blame might fall on the klan.

Isn’t it, therefore, the duty of the Houston klan and the Goose 
Creek klan to unite with the forces of law and order to run down 
these culprits?

If you have 4000 members in Houston and 1000 at Goose Creek 
why not make every member a sleuth to get on the trail of the 
cowards ?

Your order boasts of its Americanism and its love of the con­
stitution, the law and the flag. You claim to be the protectors of 
womanhood.

Here is an opportunity to prove it.
If members of the klan were guilty of the crime in violation 

of your wishes and their oath, why not unite to run them down?
Wouldn’t their capture and exposure make people have more 

respect for a klansman? If people are too prone to lay crimes of 
masked criminals at your door why not show the power of the 
“Invisible Eye” ?

If you “know everything,” “see everything,” isn’t this a chance 
to demonstrate what the “true and tried” can do?

If the klan has been unjusty accused, isn’t the opportunity to 
place the burden of the crime where it belongs one that should 
not be overlooked?

Isn’t the very life of your order at stake?
What with Mer Rouge. Tenaha and now Goose Creek, outrages 

all attributed to klan activities, why not make an effort to stop the 
injustice you claim is being done your organization?

With a governor of Texas, who talks much but does little, and 
with a sheriff who has been unable to run down the criminals in 
this case, why not send out your 4000 or 5000 men to find the 
guilty parties?

Our new district attorney is a member of your order. He is 
just beginning his work for law enforcement in this county. He 
needs your help. Will you meet with your brother members and 
pledge him your aid day and night until this blot on Harris coun­
ty has been wiped out?

If you are an “arm of the law,” why not stretch forth that arm?

EXPLOSION DOES 
HAVOC AT JONES 

BARBER SHOP
Explosion o f the water heater 

wrought havoc at the Jones Barber 
shop in the new Ogden-Bell building 
at 7:00 o'clock this morning, in ad­
dition to alarming the citizenship, 
many thinking the Brady National 
bank vault had been blown by burg­
lars. The heater was completely de­
molished, parts of the iron being 
blown into the walls o f the building, 
testing the strength o f the steel lath, 
which prevented the iron from going 
clear through. One heavy piece cut 
nearly through a 2x6 studding; an­
other knocked a gap in the reiling 
over the heater, and still another 
piece of the stove was blown about 
f ifty  feet, knocking hole* in the wall 
about midway towards the front of 
the building.

The impact o f  the explosion was so 
great that all the windows in the 
building were broken, the window 
sashes at the rear being splintered, 
and the heavy plate glass show win­
dows being shattered into bits. The 
plate glass in the front door alone 
escaped unscathed, being slightly op­
en at the time and giving before the 
blast.

Barbers Lester Galkreath and A l­
bert Morris, and also the Shine, were 
in the front o f the shop at the time, 
Galbreath being seated at the desk. 
So great was the force o f  the ex­
plosion that Galbreath’s chair was 
moved forward and then back by the

rush of air. The Shine attempted a 
hasty exit, but was driven back by 
the fa lling o f the shattered plate 
glass windows. Fortunately, none} 
suffered the slightest injury.

John Parker, colored porter was in 
the basement o f the Brady National 
bank at the time, firing the furnace. 
The explosion caused the windows in 
the offices upstairs to drop and John 
made it out of the basement in 0:0!
flat, believing the bank vault had been 
blown. The explosion was heard and 
felt at the O. D. Mann & Sons store, 
a block and h half away, and em­
ployes rushed out armed with 30-30'a 
also thinking burglars had blown the 
bank vault. M. P. Wegner and J. B. 
Whiteman heard the explosion at 
their homes on the north aide, half a 
mile distant, ard ascribed it to anoth­

er blowing o f the depot safe.
Despite the tremendous force of the 

explosion, all damage was virtually 
confined to the interior of the barber 
shop. The Mann Bros. & Holton 
store adjoining on the south suffered 
no damage aside from a couple patch­
es o f plaster knocked from the walls, 
while the Proctor & W illis grocery 
lost only a few  bottles o f extract 
when the contents o f the shelving 
were knocked to the floor.

Cause of the disaster is ascribed 
by some to a defect in the heater, 
while others are of the opinion that 
an explosive was contained in the fuel 
with which the heater had been fired 
30 minutes previous to the explosion.
