It isn’t only the clothes that the 
well-dressed woman choosea that set 
her apart from the re»t of the crowd.

About Perfumes.
Incidentally, it isn’t  ever drenched 

with perfume, that handkerchief. 
The well-bred woman chooses a sub­
tle delicate scent and applies it in 
some way that isn’t localized. Per­
haps she puts it in her hair, or 
wears it in a little sachet, or dabs 
score of ways—but in any case, she 
keeps you guessing as to just what 
the faint fragrance is, and how she 
wears it. Frequently she blends her 
own perfume by mixing several odors, 
experimenting till she has something 
that completely satisfies her. The 
recipe is her own secret, and pleases 
her much better than the fabulously 
expensive things that merely money 
can buy—and anyone may use— or 
over-use.

Coiffures and Hats.
Wc can’t stop to talk about coiffur­

Eve­
ning coiffures, of course, may be 
quite elaborate—but then, anyth ng 
is possible after the lights are lit in 
these days.

Having done her hair for the street 
the well-dressed woman doesn’t put 
on her hat while she runs down­
stairs, as so many women in the back 
ground of the crowd appear to have 
done. She spends a concentrated 
moment before her mirror, adjusting 
it as carefully as the vendeuse did 
when she first tried it on. She knows 
that the line of a good hat is good 
just so long as it is fitted to the 
right head, at the right angle. She's 
very quick to notice when the chic 
little brim is losing its Dare, or the 
bows are drooping. There is nothing 
so tired as a tired hat. If it can't 
be resuscitated, one must regretfully 
drop it overboard and buy another.

Taking Care of Your Corset.
And, going back to clothes, how 

about your corset ? Do you take good 
care of it—or leave it all scrumped 
up in a heap at night? Better, hang 
it over the back of a chair, or some­
where else where the clean fresh air 
can blow through it. When it gets 
even the least little bit soiled, send it 
to the cleaner, or wash it yourself.

If you decide to do the latter, drop 
it into the bathtub in a warm lather 
of lux, with a dash of ammonia if it’s 
really dirty.

And—by the way—keep as many 
corsets going at a time as you have 
different occasions in your day. One 
for your street clothes—one for the 
evening—one for sport—and a neg­
ligee corset, too, if you’re a really 
luxurious lady. It costs no more in 
the end, for you wear them nil out, 
sooner or later; in fact, it really 
csots less because each one of them 
lasts longer when it has a chance to 
rest. Besides, you have the satis­
faction of knowing that you're taking 
the very greatest advantage of the 
expert advice at your disposal—not 
only for your type, but for your 
type at its most active, its least ac­
tive, and its formal best.

Your corset will look better and 
wear better if you put it on correct­
ly. When you buy your corset it will
be put on right, for you’ve had ex­
pert fingers at the laces. But what 
about tomorrow morning? Nine out 
of ten women never know how well 
they could look because they persist 
in wearing their corsets too high— 
Did you know that?

Now here’s the trick: Before you! 
put your corset on, pull the laces 
out so that there’s a five or six-inch ' 
opening down the center. Then place 
the corset round you loosely, low 
enough down and absolutely straight 
—run your finger along the middle 
bone of the back to see tha' it fol­
lows your spine. Now begin fasten­
ing at the next to the bottom clasp 
and fasten to the top, then do the 
bottom clasp and the hooks. Adjust 
the garters, beginning at the back. 
Last of all, pull the laces at .the 
waistline to set the corset to the fig­
ure, then begin tightening at the bot­
tom of the front clasp, lacing toward 
the waistline with a firm pull.

Perhaps this sounds complicated, 
but it isn’t. And—if you've never i 
done it in just this way—you’ll be i 
amazed at the comfortable, anchored 
sort of feeling your corset will have. 
It can’t creep up and bind your waist 
or make an ugly line in the front. 
The tight part comes just where it’s 
wise to have it—around the hips, and 
if you want to reduce that measure­
ment, you'll find you can do it quite 
easily, a tiny bit each day.

McCULLOCH COUNTY RECEIVES 

PUBLICITY.

McCulloch county was again placed 
in the limelight of publicity as a 
result of the recent visit here of the 
Santa Fe's Cow, Sow and Hen Dem­
onstration train, the May issue of 
“The Earth,” official publication of 
the Santa Fe railway, devoting con­
siderable space to McCulloch coun­
ty and McCulloch county projects. 
Which is merely another proof that 
McCulloch county merely needs to 
be visited in order to st once im­
press the visitor with her grsndeur. 
her achievements and her possibil­
ities.

In this issue of “The Esrth' 'a half 
page was given over to the Brady 
Chamber of Commerce proposition 
to place on the market 60,000 acres 
of land located beginning eight miles 
west of Brady, and which is now be­
ing cut up into sections for sale and 
colonization by bona fide settlers. 
The article wa- attractively illustrat­
ed, and constituted a most valuable 
bit of publicity for the "Heart of 
Texas.” On snother page, and in. 
eluded among items from various 
communities under the heading of 
“Texas Facts,” was published an ar­
ticle, entitled "McCulloch County 
Claims Attention.” This article 
speaks of McCulloch county’s pros­
perity and development as follows: 
—McCulloch’s cotton yield in 1922 
was more than 60 per cent greater 
than the crop of 1921. An abundance 
of feed crops of all kinds were rais­
ed; the range is in splendid shape, 
with the result that cattle, sheep and 
livestock of all kinds are in fine con­
dition. McCulloch County's irrigated 
truck gardens annually yield valuable 
returns. One of the greatest agricul­
tural developments, however, has 
been her turkey crop. Half a million 
pounds of dressed turkeys have been 
handled through a local produce 
house, more than doubling the output 
of a year ago. With ample range 
and abundance of food and forage, 
the turkey represents the most won­
derful of returns on a small invest­
ment. This has given great impetus 
to poultry industry, and “the cow, 
sow and the hen” offer a program 
which will be well carrie out in this 
county. The Poultry-Dairy Livestock 
campaign, inaugurated in various 
West Texascounties by the West Tex­
as Chamber of Commerce, is meeting 
with every possible support on the 
part of the farmer-citizens. The edu­
cational program carried out in var­
ious parts of the county was accord­
ed most enthusiastic support and co­
operation. With such notable pros­
perity and rural development, it is 
to be expected that Brady, Texas, 
will likewise enjoy unprecedented 
growth and improvement.

As a matter of 
fact, the ad valorem tax upon Texas 
rural lands, including mineral as well 
as agricultural, amounts to less than 
2 per cent of all taxes, upon a basis 
of figures for the last few years, 
which is a perfectly proper basis for | 
estimates of future proportional tax 
payment.

"The estimates of the amount of 
money spent annually for the sup­
port of Texas contemplate only about 
$29,650,000. The State and its in­
stitutions expend annually approxi­
mately $6,2’J4,U00 in excess of this 
amount. In the first place, the peni­
tentiary system, according to a  recent 
published statement of its auditor, 
costs the State $1,000,000 annually.

"The State also gets $2,451,187 (us­
ing last year’s figures) annually 
from interest on bonds and land sales 
of the permanent school fund, and j 
deposits. The State Highway De­
partment paid into the Treasury $2,- 
258,199 last year, outside the approx- ] 
imate $6,000,000 received from the 
Federal Government. Interest on 
bonds, land sales and other sources 
of revenue to the available Univer­
sity fund amounted to $263,000. More 
than $90,000 last year came from the 
Game, Fish and Oyster Commission, 
and $81,000 in fees from utilities,
$17,000 in revenues from various per­
manent funds for the smaller insti­
tutions, and $38,000 in fees not ac­
counted for in revenues to the general 
fund.

"This total of $6,294,000, added to 
$29,650,000 accounted for the calcu­
lations above, bring up the total an­
nual cost of operation of the State tc 
slightly less than $35.000,000—and | 
still such expenses as fees of stu 
dents at State institutions have no' 
been taken into account.

LOCATION TEXAS "TECH”  COLLEGE

COUNTY MASS MEETING HELD APRIL 4TH GIVES UNANI­
MOUS ENDORSEMENT OF BRADY AS LOGICAL S I T E -  

ACCESSIBILITY STRESSED IN THIS BRIEF.

When, on April 4th, the citizens of McCulloch county met in 
mass meeting, to discuss the matter of Brady’s entrance into the 
lists and the making of formal application to the Locating Board 
in behalf of Brady, the opinion was unanimously expressed in 
the number of spirited addresses that Brady offered the logical 
site for the location of Texas Technological college. This opinion 
was based upon the fact that Brady’s location in the geographical 
center of the state, her wonderful artesian water supply, her ideal 
climate, her soil and manifold natural resources were unsurpassed 
by any city or town In the State of Texas. In other words, Brady 
offered more from the standpoint of natural resources and de­
sirable qualities in the location of the greatest school in the U. 
S. than any other town in Texas. As an immediate result of this 
mass meeting, the following formal application addressed to the 
Honorable Locating Board of Texas Technological college, was 
drafted:

the last Legislature and recently sign­
ed by Governor Pat M. Neff, gives 
rise to growing conviction that the 
Frisco will asetend its line from its 
present terminus at Menard, 40 miles 
West of Brady, to Del Rio, traversing 
the great Southwestern section of the 
State, and giving direct connection 
with Old Mexico.
