We know' that “ All 
work nnd no play makes Jack a 
dull boy”  —  one mi^st have some 
form of relaxation from the 
cares of the day, but we do not 
believe that dancing can be 
termed “ wholesome recreation.”  
To the contrary, we propose to 
show by the inspired Scriptures 
and by the tstimony of those 
who know by experience that the 
dance is decidedly bad, that it 
leads to immorality and to the 
destruction of modesty and vir­
tue, and that it, therefore, should

be banished from human society.
We are opposed to the dance 

for the following reasons:
1. Dancing is questionable. 

Thousands of people, who seeing 
the evils of the dance, confess it 
to be wrong. Many others who 
dance have a doubt in their minds 
as to whether it is right. What 
preacher, teacher, or church 
leader, is there who has not 
been asked the question many 
times, “ Is it wrong to dance?”

2. Dancing is lasciviousness. 
“ Now the works of the flesh are 
manifest which are these: Adul- 
try, fornication, uncleanness, las­
civiousness." ( ;a 1. 5:19. Other sins 
are also named in this passage 
with the conclusion that, "They 
who do such things shall not in­
herit the kingdom of God.”  Gal. 
5-21.

Lasciviousness is defined as 
“ 1. lewd, wanton, lustful. 2. Tend­
ing to produce lewd emotions,” 
and lewd is defined: “ 1. unchaste, 
given to indulgence of lust. 2. 
Suiting or proceeding from un­
lawful sexual desire.”  Webster.

Anything, therefore, that tends 
to produce lewd emotions, create 
evil thoughts, or excite unlawful 
sexual desire, is lascivious. All 
this the modern dance does; 
therefore, it is condemned in this 
passage. In an audience of 1500 
men the question was asked as 
to how many of them could 
dance with those of the opposite 
sex and not have evil thoughts. 
Not one hand was raised. Let us 
be honest with ourselves, and let 
us think seriously on the sub­
ject.

Mr. C. F. Reid, widely known 
evangelist and reformer, visited 
a large number of houses of ill 
fame to determine why the girls 
were there. He found that 81 per 
cent of the girls questioned at­
tributed their downfall to the 
dance. The matron of a home 
for fallen women in Los Angeles 
said, “ Seven-tenths of the girls 
received here have fallen 
through dancing and its influ­
ence.” (Popular Amusements by 
Perry’ Weyland Sinks. P. 63).

Mr. T. A. Faulkner, who was 
recognized as one of the great­
est dancing instructors of his 
day, went into the houses of 
prostitution and questioned two 
hundred women to find out why 
they were tbeA*. In his report he 
found seven who were there be­
cause of poverty and abuse, ten 
were there because they wanted 
to be there, twenty were there 
because they had been taught to 
drink by’ their parents, but one 
hundred and twenty-three were 
there because they were started 
on the road by the ball-room and 
the dancing academy. These facts 
are enough to prove that the 
dance is lascivious in its nature 
and is, therefore, condemned in 
the Scriptures. But this is not 
all.

Dr. I^*ta S. Hollingsworth, of 
the Columbia University, says, 
"Dancing is thus an exciting and 
pleasurable recreation, as it af­
fords a partial satisfaction to

the sex impulse. It seems that 
partial satisfaction of a normal
craving is better than no satis­
faction.” And thus the Dr. de­
fends the dance. But why? Be­
cause “ It affords a parial satis- 
fac ion to the sex impulse!”  Think 
of it! What a reason for being 
in favor of the dance!

Mr. E. H. Mohr, author of 
"Amusements and Purity,” says 
“ With an increasingly large 
place in society, no one has 
claimed that the dance fosters 
purity. No one should . . . think 
that all who dance are immoral, 
but the chief indictment of the 
dance is its tendency and its 
results in impurity. Under the 
guise of INNOCENCY the dance 
has been creeping into our homes 

| and schools to steal the bloom 
I of modesty from the cheeks of 
our girls and undermine the 
chivalry of our boys. The public 
ball is the feeder of prostitution, 
and no sane, informed person 
will deny it. Virtue dies when 
the dance thrives, and it is not by 
chance that the dance and the 
brothel are closely linked. The 
dance has its basis in the pas- 

| sions of human nature and is an 
| enemy to the moral and spiritual 
life and is feeding on the im­
purity of the land.”

Prof. Harry Stribes, renowned 
dancing champion and originator 
of many' noted society dances, 
said, " I  will say that I do not 
believe that a woman can waltz 
virtuously and waltz well, for 
she must yield her person com­
pletely to her partner.”  (The 
Modern Dance by Clovis Chap­
pell).

Prof. William H. Holmes, a 
former dancing master, saui, “ I 
found the ballroom an avenue of 
destruction to multitudes. This 
is a truth burned into the hearts 
o f thousand* of downcast fathers 
and broken-hearted mothers, und 
husbands are legion who can 
look into deserted homes left de­
solate by wives and daughters 
who have been led captive by the 
magnificent burst of harmony 
and the laying on of hands.” 
(The Modern Dance by Chap­
pell).

Dr. E. S. Sonners, M. D., of 
Chicago, says, “ I attack the mod­
ern dance is a reversion to sav­
agery. As a medical man, I flat­
ly charge that modern dancing 
is fundamentally sinful and evil, 

i I charge that (lancing charm is 
i based entirely on sex appeal. I 
charge that dancing is the most 
advanced and the most insidious 
maneuvering preliminary to sex 
betrayal. It is nothing more 
than damnable, diabolical, ani­
mal, physical dissipation. I tell 

I you the basic spell of the dance 
is the spell of illicit physical 

• contact. Under what other shield 
’ can a man or woman, a youth or

the kingdom of God.”  Gal. 6-21. 
The Twentieth Century Diction­
ary defines "reveling” as; "A  
feast with noisy jollity; carouse; 
spectacular dance performed in 
procession and pageant.”

Dancing, then, is revelry and 
is condemned in this passage. In 
case you do not agree, remember 
that by inspiration the apostle 
added, "And such like.”

4. We are opposed to the dance 
because of the company it keeps. 
I f  there is a wicked person in 
the community, you will find him 
at the dance, and you may rest 
assured that he will try to en­
tice another, for wickedness loves 
company. Also, those who asso­
ciate with wicked people are in 
dunger of becoming wicked. "Be ; 
not deceived, evil companions ! 
corrupt good morals.”  I Cor. 15:

133. This within itself is enough 
I to condemn the dance, not to I 
speak of the lust, fornication, 
adultry, jealousy and murder 
which also accompany it. The ' 
apostle Paul commands, “ Abstain 
from all appearance* of evil.’1 
I Thes. 5:22.

It is true that we can chaperon i 
the dance; but we cannot keep 
lust and evil desires, which are 
a sequence of the dance, from en­
tering the minds of the dancers. 
Jesus said, "Whoso looketh on a 
woman to lust after her hath 
committed adultry with her al­
ready in his heart.”  Matt. 5:28.

Much more could be said; but 
from the facts herein given, one's 
conclusion must be that the dance 
is decidedly bad, that its fruits 
are evil, and that it is condemn- 

, ed in the Scriptures. And know­
ing that "They who do such 
things shall not inherit the 
kingdom of God,” how can we sit 
Idly by and not cry out against 

I it.
Citizens of Baird, let us awake, 

and let us purge our community 
of all evils that we may have 
a wholesome place in which t o ! 
rear our children, and that they 
may be kept pure in heart and 
spotless in life.

ERADICATING MESQl’ ITE 
Eradicating mesquite, the in­

vading weed tree that has taken 
over great areas of land, has 
been simplified by the use of 
kerosene, and the method has 
became so common in Texas that 
contractors can be found to pour 
this oil in the trees for $5 to 
$10 an acre, depending on the

cost $13.23 to $18.17 per acre. 
Hand grubbing cost $19.49 to 
$31.96 per acre, and was 85 per 
cent effective.

I f  care is used a consistent 
kill of 80 to 90 per cent can be 
obtained by pouring m  to 2 
quarts of oil on the ground 
around the base of the tree, 
where it will soak into the soil 
and saturate the underground 
trunk. In test work the quan­
tity was carefully measured and 
the amount varied according to 
the sire of the tree. Digging 
several feet into the ground a 
day after treatment showed 
whether enough oil was being 
used to penetrate to the under­
ground buds that are found at 
the junction of the trunk and 
roots a few inches below the 
soil surface. These buds must be 
killed, otherwise they sprout and 
increase the infestation.

It is necessary that the kero­
sene be poured completely 
around the trunk. A handy set­

LIFE  STORY OF COKE 
STEVENSON IN BOOK

Thousands o f Texas men and 
women have written ex-Gov. 
Coke Stevenson of Junction, urg- 

; ing him to become a candidate 
for United States Senator in 
1948, according to a biography 
published last week under the 
title, “ Mister Texas: The Storr 
of Coke Stevenson."

The illustrated book, by 
Booth Mooney of Dallas, traces 
Stevenson's career from the time 
he became county attorney of 
Kimble County in 1914, through 
his service as county judge, legis­
lator, Speaker of the House o f . 
Representatives, Lieutenant Gov­
ernor and Governor. The bio­
graphy also tells of his youth 
and early manhood, giving at-
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tention to his success as a con­
servative smalltown businessman 
as well as to his public ser­
vice. A number fo revealing anec­
dotes about Stevenson are in­
cluded.

“ In an age when show*manship 
seems often to have supplanted 
statesmanship as a prerequisite 
for attaining public office, he 
has steadfastly refused to be 
cast In the role of entertainer," 
Mooney writes of Stevenson. “ He 
was bom in a log cabin and he 
went to work for a living when 
he was a hoy, hut he has never 
allowed the story of his life to 
be presented in Algeresque trap­
pings. He is a true son of the 
Hill Country, but he has never 
set himself up as a hillbilly. He 
is a ranchman, born and bred, 
but no man has ever been able 
to get him to be meturesque for 
political purposes.”

Stevenson has never been de­
feated for public office. The 
author of “ Mister Texas" attri­
butes this largely to the fact 
that the former Governor has 
held steadfastly to basic prin­
ciples of sound government and 
has been successful in getting 
things done in accordance w’ith 
thoAe principles. He is known as 
an authority on constitutional 
law. He has been as frugal with 
public funds as with his per­
sonal funds. Under his adminis­
tration as Governor, a deficit of 
over 30 million dollars in the 
General Reveune Fund was li­
quidated, with no increase in j
