Pre.sident Hoover on April 16, 1929, 
more than a year ago, asked Con- 
gre.ss to make .some limited changes 
in the tariff law, especially for the. 
protection of agriculture and as a 
part of his program for Fann Re­
lief. The respon.se in Con-ress v»as 
to throw the whole subject tha 
•ariff wide open and inject r.he tariff 
issue again into national politics 

The Senate seizcil ihLs oj.poitim- 
ity to make another effort to arro­
gate all Crovei tinienlal power to itself 
and to make the President a rubber 
stamp. The Senate coalition under­
took to write into the tariff law a 
provision that all decisions of the 
Tariff Commission should be .subject 
to affirmation by Congress. Such 
a procedure would keeri the taritf 
to the front as a political issue al 
the time, at every session of Con­
gress. What the President specifi­
cally asked for in this ^esper.t w’as 
a simplification of the Tariff Com­
mission provisions of the law, cq 
that readjustments in artes could be 
made with less delay than is no\/ the 
ca.se. The Senae’s plan would have 
resulted in immensely longer delays 
and W'ould have effectually ruined 
all the efforts of leaders of both ma­
jor parties in the past ten years to 
put tariff-making on a scientific basis.

The Senate al.so inserted into the 
tariff bill a provision for a rebate 
on exported farm products.

The House of Representatives 
stood fast against those two provi­
sions of the Senate’s, and the Sena .e 
has finally yielded on both points.
It was not statesmanship entirely, 
how'ever. that dictated the House’s at­
titude. It is largely politics in the 
simple, plain sense of the word. Pv- 
erj.' member of Congress comes uo 
for re-election this year. Every 
member has got to explain to his' 
constituents how come some other 
part of the country got more out o f 
the tariff hill than his own district 
did. For the tariff is. after aJl, a 
local issue; it is bound up in sec­
tionalism and selfish interests, and 
one result o f all the agitation o f the 
subject in Congress during the past 
vear has been to increase sectional 
bitterness to a degree we have not 
known in America for decades.

The only convincing answer any 
member who voted for the tariff bill 
can make, when the schedules un­
satisfactory to his constituency are 
criticized, is that the rates in the bill 
are not permanent. The Tariff Com­
mission and the President can change 
the rates whenever it is shown that 
they should be changed in the inter­
est of international parity. Nobody 
broadly speaking, is satisfied with

Here^s Another Stab 
at A ge o f Mother Earth

One of the most remarkable dl.s- 
coveries of recent years is the radio­
active metal uranium, which grad­
ually changes into lead, says London 
Tit-Bits. The rate at which this 
process is carried on is w’ell known 
and it is iryariable. By taking rocks 
w’hich contain both uranium and lead 
and finding the proportion of each 
metal now’ existing in them, thej 
length of time necessarj*- to 
about the present state o f affairs 
not difficult to calculate.

Also note that at the first trick, if A 
refuses to play the king of clubs, Y 
should discara the trey of hearts. Z 
should then lead the deuce of hearts 
and again A B can only win three 
tricks.

Also note that the lead of the deuce 
of hearts at trick ooe jannot win four 
tricks against good defense. A should 
play the king of hearts and follow with 
the queen of diamonds.

“Ec­
onomists agree, also, that a ponder­
able factor in the higher cost of liv­
ing is the tax burden which has tre­
mendously increased the cost of do­
ing business, a cost which the buying 
public in the end assumes.”
