Iced Spiced Coffee *
Six cupfuls strained strong coffee, 

24 whole cloves, one five-inch Stic 
cinnamon, three - fourths cupful 
heavy cream, whipped and sweet­
ened. Add spices to coffee, boil five 
minutes, strain, add sugar and chill. 
Serve in slasses containing cruslied 
ice and top with cream dusted with 
powdered cinnamon.

Frosted Coffee
Six cupfuls cold, strained strong 

coffee; three-fourths pint vanilla ice 
^reara. Serve on tray with coffee in 
aitchcr, glasses and shaker a iu l^e

two heaping
teaspoons of ice cream into the 
idiafier and add cup of coffee. 
Shake till cream is dissolved. Pour 
and serve.
