line facilities were provided to the City
o f Spur, the company’s standard trans- 
snission line rate was applied to the cost 
o f pumping the city water. ThU rate 
was ONE-HALF the rate charged by the 
I^at management, which, together with 
the large saving in .energy, amounted to 
a billing approximately ONE-SIXTH that 
paid before 'corrections were made after
the utility company took over the opera­
tion«.

These savifigs, in the main affected 
by the utility company, allowed the city, 
with its high water rates, to accumulate a 
rather large operating fund in the water 
department which was later used to as- 
3i.it with the expenses toward the oil en­
gine plant venture. The city contracted 
'^ th  the oi! engine interests to pay a rate 
for pumping the city water which was 
2o PER CENT IN EXCEISS of that charg­
ed by the utility company during its last 
nine months o f service. In addition to 
this EXTRA EXPENSE OF ENERGY, the 
City o f course has the interest, deprecia^ 

and maintenance——and misses the 
taxes— on its long transmission line ex­
tension to where the water wells are lo­
cated on property for which only part 
payment has been ni^de.
