A fifteen thousand barrel oil 
refinery is imder construction at 
MeCamey.

The few months which we 
have spent in our district which 
consists o f .five counties, Garza, 
Kent, Stonewall, King and Dick­
ens, have been very busy. We 
held immunization clinics at Af- 
ton and Croton where a total of 
21 „  received typhoid serum, 124 
diphtheria toxoid and 32 were 
vaccinated for small pox.

Because two other states ask­
ed for aid, the free biologicals 
were discontinued, but the State 
made arrangements whereby the 
serums may be purchased at 
small cost. W'e held children’s 
conferences at Afton and Spur. 
Nine children were examined at 
each.

Health clubs were started at 
McAdoo. Croton, and Afton. The 
club at Afton was discontinued 
because of lack of interest. Mc- 

I Adoo and Croton asked to discon- 
'tinue during the bu.sy season.
J The Health Cade was conduct­
ed in the county during August, 

j Eighteen schools were visited 
J with a total of 289 attendance. 
J Health education in all schools 
was started during these meet­
ings. Mrs. Tw'addcll is very anx­
ious for all schools to carry out 
Ç. supervised lunches program, 
hot jar lunches; and to have 
hand washing facilities in the 
schools. We visited three
schools that were in session.

Dickens has planned an im­
munization clinic which will be 
held as soon as school reopens. 
We held a community meeting at 
Highway which was well attend- 

ied. We also met with the P. T. 
(A. at McAdoo.
: Each community has a heati-i
1 chairman who is asked to attend 
,the County Committee Meet'rig 
I Unless the communities are repre­
sented at the meetings we »'an- 
not make plans to do any w'ork 
there. Any» community tailing 
to get our services has failed lo 
ask for it. Because our territory 
is large, we plan our program 
about a month in advance. When 
a committeeman c a n n o t  
attend the meeting he should 
send someone to represent tlie 
community. If this is not po.-'.'-i- 
ble, and our services are desired, 
request may» be made by writing. 
These requests will be answered 
at the regular committee meet­
ing.

Hot Bed Suggested 
To Furnish Wintei 
Vegetables for

Famil
AA*E YOU MAKING A
< EOT-BEDf

Since we have had n o __
there will be very few fall gai 
dens this year except where thej 
can be irrigated. That is all 
more reason why we should maki 
hot beds that we may have fresl 
vegetables this winter. Now 
the time' to make the hot bed 
that it will be ready to plan] 
soon.

The hotbed should be locate^ 
on the south side o f  some builc^ 
ing, preferably the house, so thal 
it is easily cared for. and has thi 
protection from  the north wlni 
and the warmpth o f  the sim. 
winter hotbed should be start«“̂

about the first o f October, be 
cause it takes about two weeks tx 
get the bed right temperature foij 
planting and then by the Ul , 
the fall gardens are killed th« 
lettuce, radishes, carrrots, mi 
tard and parsley will be ready foi 
use from the hotbed.

In constructing the hotbed tht 
pit should be dug about 18 inch»» 
deep, and the width and lengtl 
depending on” the size o f  th« 
frame. It is well to have Uu 
bed plenty large in order to hav«, 
a variety of plants. F o r 'a  wiaj 
ter hotbed a good size is 4 feet 
wide and fifteen feet long. ’Thij 
size will provide enough grec l 
vegetables for the table all win 
ter provided successive plantings 
are made. The pit wiU then 
4 feet wide, 15 feet long and It 
inches deep. Use fresh hort 
manure which contains 1-4 pai 
straw or other litter. Fresl 
horse manure gives o ff an evcL, 
temperature. The straw is nec  ̂
essary so the air can get into the 
manure, thereby causing the rot 
ting which produces the heatj 
The preparation of the manor« 
should begin ten or twelve day. 
before you expect to plant th« 
hot bed. Pile the manure nci^ 
the pit, moisten it with warm wa 
ter. Pile it in fairly firm pilet 
and repile after two or three da.»; 
placing the inside of the pile oi 
the outside. If dry, moist«- 
again. In two or three da., 
then the manure should be reati] 
for the pit. Place the manu:. 
in the pit placing it in layers ar.< 
packing it; firm the com ers aii< 
edges well. Fill the pit to th 
level with surface of the soi 
Sometimes the pit is only fill« 
with manure to within 5 inch - 
of the surface of the soil ar 
then the layer of soil five inche 
deep is added. The back fram 
IS 12 inches high and the fron 
frames should be 6 inches higt 
By putting the manure up to th 
level of the ground then five ir 
ches of soil on top the frame wi 
be a little above the soil. Th 
manure should be banked aroim 
the outer edges of the frame s 
th^ temperature will be practica 
y the same in all parts o f th 

frame. After the hotbed is fir
by the above methods tli 

planting may be done after it h: 
set five days. Lettuce, carrot 
radishes, mustard and parsh 
are. good vegetables for the wint 
hotbed. As vegetables are usi 
new ' plantings should be mad 
A sash made of hardware cloi 
window panes, or some protect!' 
covering should be used. Wh< 
the sun shines warm the sai 
should be lifted to allow ventil 
tion.
