Considerable damage has been 
done to the cotton crop by the 
driving wind and rains. On the 
tight lands and in spots where 
the cotton had not been picked 
over, the damage has been esti­
mated between a third and ,i 
fourth.

Thunder, lightning, and hail is 
a very unusual occurence in this 
;gection at this time of year, as 
is the fact that we have not as 
yet suffered a killing frost.

Somehow in the urge to conquer 
the land foi' the plow we forgot 
that no agriculture h;is ever been 
permanent without livestock. The 
eastern half of Texas has paid 
dearly for that lapse and is now 
slowly building back toward a 
balnced husbndry. West Texas 
is recogniiiing the danger signals 
before the land has been greatly 
depleted, and forttunate indeed 
will it be if the lesson be well 
enough learned to re-esatblish 
livestock^ on the land where only 
a few years ago the last round-up 
wsa proudly proclaimed.

The slogan of West Texas— 
“The Raw Materials Capital of 
the World”—is strikingly truth­
ful, but it must be remembered 
that countries which produce raw 
materials only are subject to se­
vere handicaps in competition 
with those which also turn iout 
finished products. It is gratify­
ing to see, therefore, that West 
Texas is turning her farms into 
factories where large quantities 
of her wealth of raw materials 
are being turned into finished 
products. Dairy products and 
poultry products have naturally 
followed the production of great 
feed and grain surpluses; now 
hogs, sheep and cattle for meat 
production are recognized as the 
next logical step in building a 
permanently prosperous agricul­
ture, and instead of two raw 
products range calves and lambs 
and feed products—these farm 
factories will this year produce 
finished meat animals in quanti­
ties never before known here.

W êst Texas has been producing 
good ^ e f  cattle and sheep for 
more than a generation. While 
some of them went to slaughter 
from the pastures, millions of 
head went north to be used as 
a market for beet pulp, corn and 
other feed grains from Colorado 
to Ohio. Since the great ranches 
were broken up and largely 
planted to crops. West Texas has 
been shipping enormous - quanti­
ties of food grain to distant mar­
kets. Transportation costs and 
handling charges added. this 
grain became expensive to the 
farmer far away even though the 
West Texas farmer sold it cheap­
ly. The eastern cotton farmer 
found he could no longer afford 
to buy and began to raise more 
of his own feed. With the larg­
est feed crop in history, this year 
found the West Texan without a 
cash market worthy of the name, 
and today he is thinking in terms 
of selling that feed in a new 
package—the hide of an animal.

The 
profit per hen for the year for 
the four flocks was $1.17.

Her white leg­
horns averaged 171 eggs per hen 
Mrs. H. L. Underwood. Steel Hill, 
received 162 eggs on the average 
from her flock.

Each demonstrator has in­
creased her flock for next year 
by raising from 75 to 100 pullets 
to begin laying this fall.

Major Geo. Erath 
Early Day Texan

(Continued from last week)

peace terms with the Texans. By 
1848 more settlers came in, and 
Ĉ apt. Sbarpleigh J. Ross, with a 
company of rangers, was station­
ed near them for protection. I 
frequently passed thruogh the 
country on sarveying business. 
The lands on both sides of the 
Brazos bad been surveyed for 
some fifteen miles jjbove the W a­
co Indian village, before the rev­
olution of Texas, and was owned 
by private individuals. In 1837 
I bad been stationed at the W aco 
village and that early perceived 
how central to the territory o f 
Texas it was. I saw that a road 
running from the northwestern 
or northern boundary via San 
Antonio to Laredo would have to 
cross here, pass over Little River 
at Three Forks and cross to the 
Colorado where Austin now 
stands.”

Eĥ ath moved to Waco Feb. 1. 
1851, and opened a farm on the 
Bosque near the McLennans. The 
Legislature of 1849-50 created 
McLennan County. There were 
no lawyers around W aco at that 
time, and Brath was asked to 
act as attorney for the county 
of McLennan and the city of 
Waco. In the latter part of May 
1855, he and McLennan led a 
party of thirty pioneers into the 
territory now known as Erath 
County. “John M. Stephens 
who owned the land where Ste- 
phenville now stands, w*as among 
them. The settlers agreed to 
choose their homes there and in 
the country round about; so we 
laid off the town of Stephenville: 
finished laying it o ff on the 4lh 
of July. This settlement was 
then the farthest west of any on 
the w’aters of the Brazos. The 
settlers being strangers to the 
country were rather apprehensive 
of Indians. though the Indians 
were at peace at that time. T 
and McLennan were there several 
times that fall, givingr informa­
tion to encourage them.” Erath 
county w'as organized and named 
at the general election in August 
1865.

In 1861 Erath raised a compa­
ny of infantry w'hich became part 
<tf the regiment known as the 
Fifteenth Texas Infantr>', com­

manded by Col. Speight during 
the CivJ War. On account of 
bad health. Erath was not per­

mitted to icmain in the service, 
and he leturned home. He was 
appointed Major of the frontier 
forces of Texas. His health was 
such at times that he could not 
get into the saddle without assist 
ance. but he would ride all day 
when once mounted.

Erath was twice elected to 
Congress, and at the last election 
ror members of Congress he was 
re-elected. However, in the mean­
time annexation to the United 
States was consummated, and 
Congress never reassembled. He 
w'as elected a member of the first 
Legislature by a large majority, 
was re-elected in 1857, and 1861 
was elected State Senator. So 
great w’as his reputation for 
honesty and a thorough know­
ledge of the landed system that 
he frequently was made the sole 
arbiter by parties in preference 
to going to law. And Judge R. E. 
B. Baylor says De Cordova had 
been heard to say that he would 
perfer to take the opinion of 
Captain Erath to that of any law­
yer in Texas on land matters.

Erath’s eyesight failed during 
the latter part of his life. He 
was besieged with questions 
about surveying, and received 
many letters requesting informa­
tion as to how land came to be 
located in such a fashion. He 
dictated his memoirs to his 
daughter, Lucy, while he was 
blind. He could run off field notes 
in his mind long after he was 
blind and unable to read the let­
ters dictated on such subjects. He 
died May 13, 1891, his wife sur­
viving him but five months.

may be greater this winter than 
last year.

‘•Employment during tlie winter 
months is a very important thing 
Mr. (¡rant said. “ So far as , nr cor­
poration is concerned, in Xorem- 
ber. i)(?cember. .lantiary and Feb­
ruary we will be employing at least 
2'» many and probably more men 
than we did this past year.”

In order to gauge the outlook fo.- 
ne.xt >ears market his corporation, 
lie said, attempts to set up sale.s 
indices based ou intensive scien 
title studies in addition to obserTa- 
tion and common sense.

“ We are in the habit of looking 
upon an automobile not merely as 
an automobile but as transporta­
tion. he said. “ W’̂ e figure eacli 
automobile produced as six yeaae 
of transportation. Then by follow­
ing up records of production yearly, 
we get a graph which indicates 
what ought to be a normal inven­
tor’-' of transportation in the hands 
of the American people, and wheth­
er there are more or less miles 
than might be expected. According 
to our fi.gures, there are about 
twelve million years less transpor­
tation in this inventory at the pres­
ent time than has been considered 
normal since 1925.

The Outlook for Business
“ Consequently, if we retahi the 
same purchasing power in this 
country, it is quite evident that on 
the first upturn of business there 
will he a rush to replace that in­
ventory. In developing this graph, 
it has come out very strongly that 
every third year is a big automo­
bile year. The biggest automobile 
year was 1929 when 4.100,000 cars 
were piroductd for American con­
sumption. This year the industry 
will produce somewhere between 
J.SOO.OOO and 1.900.000 cars. As 
2932 is three years after 1929, if 
economii* conditions were normal 
we could be sure we would do a 
tremendous bu.siness, because the 
thir<I year is the time when the 
bulk of the replacing takes place.” 

He added that there are factors 
at work that make it uncertain how 
big the y 'ur v-ni he, instancing that 
‘ money is b'^ing hoarded from lack 
of coni; I'-nce and this takes a.vay 
some pnrchasin»r power that we 
would oth.erwise ' ave, while family 
budgets are being cut on account 
of changes in income conditions, 
which again moans that purchasing 
power for the automobile, like a 
good many other things, will be 
knocked down.” As a result, he 
said, it was necessary to measure 
wliat stati.stically would be a big 
year against a practical considera­
tion of the ciiriailment of e.xpendi- 
tures which is going on and deter­
mine how big the year will be un­
der these circnmstances.

“ From a long haul standpoint, re- 
gardlCi T of how manv automobiles 
are sold in 1932, we are storing up 
a big busiin ss for the future,” Mr. 
GranL sjod. “ There will be fewer 
automo.bile ; sold in 1931 than will 
go to the s-rap bean. With 12,- 
000,OOo car-years out of the inven­
tory, nine percent more gasoline 
was up to August 1, 1931, than 
was used in 1930. With fewer au­
tomobiles, the people must have 
been running them faster an 
longer to consume the additional 
gasoline.. This means that we have 
some 22,009,000 people working 
hard to make a tine business for 
our industry w’hen there is an ec(v 
nomic recovery.

No False Optimism
*T am not attempting to create any 
false optimism—I am not speaking 
without a statistical background. 
Using the best sense we can, we 
have draw’n conclusions from the 
figures we have, and la m  willing 
to make the statement tliat as far 
A3 the conduct of our business for 
the first half of 1932 is concerned, 
we shall set the indices somewhat 
higher than the actualities of 1931. 
We are willing to set our advertis­
ing budgets and our selling expense 
on that kind of indices. With eco­
nomic conditions as they are, and 
since the obsolescence is so great 
and we hs:ve sunk so low in this 
year's sale?, w’e figure that the first 
half of IS 32 must necessarily be 
better than was the first half of 
1931.”
