Operators School

W ill Be Held
Mr. L. A. Grimes, President 

of the Texas Water Works 
Association, has announced that 
the Fourteenth Annual Water 
Works School will be held in 
Mineral Wells, January 18 - 21 
1932 inclusive. This is a combin­
ed school for water and sewer 
plant operators, water superin­
tendents and city officials of 
Texas towns to acquaint them 
with the solution of problems of 
operation and management of 
water and sewer plants. Among 
the outstanding papers scheduled 
for the Mineral Wells meeting 
are such items as demonstration 
of centrifugal pump efficiencies, 
factors effecting corrosion of ser­
vice mains, ammonia chlorine 
treatment of water, evaluation 
and water rates, use of activated 
carbon for water purification, 
and taste and odor control in 
public drinking water supplies, 
papers on well water pollution, 
water sanitation, satisfactory 
water for ice making, boiler feed 
and water softening, as w'ell as 
discussion on common practices 
in making service installation and 
meter corrections, installation of 
water main, and pipe jointing 
compounds are features of the 
program.

J. W. DeWeese, State Fire 
Insurance Commissioner, issued a 
warning today to the people of 
Texas against fires caused by 
Carelessness during the Christ­
mas Holidays.

Mr. DeWeese said that past 
records reveal that ninety per­
cent of the fires that have occur- 
ed during Christmas Holidays 
was due to Carelessness on the 
part of the people by their fail­
ure to keep down the many com­
mon fire hazards that are so pre 
valent in the average home and 
place of business.

The following rules, Mr. De­
Weese said, should be adhered to 
during the Christmas Holidays to 
prevent fires of Careless orgin. 

Rule 1. It is unsafe to put 
highly inflammable materials on 
the Christmas tree; however, if 
such materials are to be used, 
every precaution should be taken 
to prevent fires in any form to 
come iï t̂o close contact with the 
tree, and especially should every 
precaution be taken to prevent 
unsafe wiring in and about the 
tree.

Rule 2. Under no condition 
should a penny or wire be used 
to replace a burnt out fuse plug. 
The fuse is the Safety Valve for 
protection against overloading, 
and to use a penny or wire to 
replace a fuse defeats the pur­
pose of the fuse as a Safety pro­
tection.

Rule 3. Lighted candles should 
never be placed on the Christ­
mas tree.

Rule 4. Lighted candles should 
not be placed in the window near 
curtains or other inflamable ma­
terials.

Rule 5. All wrapping paper; 
boxes and other rubbish, should 
be removed from the house im­
mediately when a parkage has 
been opened.

Rule 6. Small children should 
not be permitted to play with 

i matches, for it is thru this med-
• ium that many unhappy -fires
• have occured.
i Rule 7. Small children should 
i never be permitted to handle
• fireworks.
• _
J Rule 8. Under no condition 
Î should two people engage in a 

roman candle fight, for to do so 
is likely to result in ser'jus bodi­
ly injury to one of the two. Past 

( records reveal that many people 
j have been seriously burned, or 
, received an eye injury. Neither 
I should one person throw a fire- 
j cracker at another person, for 

such innocent pleasure may re­
sult in serious injury.

Rule 9. Parents are warned 
j not to leave small children at 

home to take care of themselves, 
for there are too many danger­
ous fire hazards in the house­
hold, and small children are not 
aware to such dangers. The 
lecords reveal that such pract­
ice as this on the part of parents 
has resulted in the death of small 
children not capable of taking 
care of themselves.

Rule 10. Last, but not LEAST: 
All people are urged to THINK 
in terms of SAFETY before do­
ing any act during the Christ­
mas Holidays, and if this prêt, 
caution is practiced, we are sure 
to have few fies of Careless or- 

< gin and loss casualities than 
ever before.

Plan Crops to Fit 
Livestock Needs

College Station, Dec.—Success 
in raising livestock depends a lot 
on planning cropping systems to 
give necessary feed and pajture 
of the* right kinds in the right 
amounts, declare livestock spec­
ialists of the Eextension Service 
of Texas A. & M. College and 
the United States Department o f 
Agriculture. In Circular 89 
“Planning Texas Farming—1932” 
the feed requirements for various 
classes of livestock are listed as 
f*. quide to intelligent planning of 
crop acres. Attention is also 
called to farm demonstrations 
found in most parts of the Slate 
for examples of good liv8st*:>ck 
management.

For each horse or mule 50 
bushels of corn or like grain is 
needed, and two tons of hay and 
one acre of improved pasture. 
For each dairy cow 25 bushels of 
grain, 2 tons of hay and 2 acres 
of improved pasture are required, 
and for each head of beef cattle 
10 bushels of grain if creep fed 
otherwise 30 bushels and one ion 
of hay, or 3 acres of improved 
pasture. A hog needs 14 bushels 
of corn or like grain, and 1-8 
acre of improved pasture. Every 
laying hen should be allowed one 
bushel of corn or similar grains, 
and each turkey raised should be 
alloted l*/4 bushels of corn or oth­
er grain.

It is also pointed out that im­
proved pastures are specified in 
every instance because they are 
the cheapest suppliers of juicy 
feed, and take half or less as 
many acres as ordinary native 
Bermuda or mesquite pastures to 
support a given number of live­
stock. Pasture demonstrations 
reported throughout Texas by 
county agents show that the 
sowing of clovers and improved 
grasses in native pastures more 
than doubles carrying capacity.

Attention is also called to the 
importance of providing as much 
legume hay as possible in thé ra­
tion. Alfalfa or soy bean, or 
cowpea, or clover hay contains 
many times as much costly pro­
tein as Johnson grass or sorghum 
or prairie hay, and much more 
minerals. The raising and feed- 
ing of legume hay has been found 
a good way to cut costs and im- 
crease profits.

Christmas Night
155 Years Ago

Wlien George Washington 
marched his 2400 cold, hungry 
and tired ‘‘ragged continentals” 
through the ice and snow of 
Christmas night, 1776, crossed the 
Delaware River with them in a 
Collection of small boats and 
barges, then in a whirlwind at­
tack that would not be denied, 
killed or captured the entire 
British garrison at Trenton, he 
headed an exploit which alone 
would hav'e been sufficient to es­
tablish him as a military leader 
of the first rank.

The 155th anniversary*, we are 
informed by the United States 

I George Washington Bicentennial 
I Commission, of the battle of Tren 
‘ ton, coming on the eve of a na­

tion wide celebration of the Two 
Hundredth Anniversary of Wash­
ington’s birth, turns the thoughts 

: of all Americans toward that ev- 
j ent, which some have called the 

turning point of the Revolution.
The hopes and spirits of Wash 

ington’s soldiers had been con­
siderably crushed during the au­
tumn and early winter of 1776. 
The continental troops had cniist- 
ed for a short time only, and the 
period of service for most of 
them would expire with the end 
of the year. Under the unprom­
ising conditions then prevailing 
Washington knew that few of the 
men would re-enlist. That meant 
the loss of his experienced and 
most valued troops.

What made the situation f>vrn 
worse was the fact that the en­
thusiasm of the entire country 
was waning, and with the ebb of 
possibility of obtaining new re­
cruits was correspondingly lessen­
ed.

Even Geneial Howe in his com 
fortable winterquarters in New 
York City believed that the Amer 
icans were incapable of further 
opposition and settled down to 
enjoy himself as much as possi­
ble while the Revolution was fro­
zen and starved out by the win­
ter.

General W’ ashington saw the 
need of a decisive stroke which 
would restore the confidence of 
the troops and the entire coun­
try*. He knew that England 
could never beat the patriots who 
were determined to be free, so 
he went about task of winning 
a victory which would renew the 
determination with which the w*ar 
was first undertaken.

The best chance lay at Tren­
ton which was garrisoned by 
Hessian mercenaries under the 
command of Colonel Rahl. Hav­
ing no idea that the foe across 
the Delaware River would want 
to fight during the festive Christ­
mas season, the Germans forgot 
the war and celebrated. Rahl 
so completely underestimated the 
mettle of his adversary that he 
refused even to erect fortifica-

IjjHE hear much of future economic 

planning to save the nation 
from a repetition of depression and

promote more 
stable business
a c t i v i t y .  I 
know no better 
plan to suggest 
to insure fu* 
t u r e better 
times than that 
every w a g  ̂
earner, every 
family and 
every business 
throughout the
c o u n t r y  itty 
down as soon 
as they a r e  

able a program of proper savinss as 
the foundation of their financial 
policy,

1 know of no better plan than 
this to build for the nation as a 
whole a stronger economic situa­
tion,—that is, through a common 
structure of individual working, 
earning and saving. And I know 
no better plan to revive activity in 
a depression than to spend a proper 
volume of past savings to keep the 
momentum of business going. But 
unless there arc savings in prosper­
ity there cannot he spending during 
(depression.

Those who practiced this plan 
during the past period of prosperity 
have a security and a protection 
against present adversity that could 
be provided in no other way. Those 
who did not are the ones who are 
now’ most dependent upon others. 
If there had been more preaching of 
this doctrine when it wras more 
feasible to put it into effect than it 
u  now, there would be less depres­
sion and less financial insecurity.

However, while there should have 
jDeen more emphasis on savings dur­
ing prosperity, a measure of the em­
phasis today might properly be the 
other way,—at least to the extent 
that those who can safely do so 
may well increase their spending 
instead of overdoing their saving. 
While many have seen their ^earn­
ings fail, there are millions who 
have not suffered so seriously in 
respect to the real purchasing power 
o f  their incomes. If we listened 
to all the scare stories of the day, 
one might get the impression* that 
everybody was out of a job and 
nobody’s business was earning any­
thing. Many of our people wao 
are able to continue a normal 
program of prudent buying are cur- 
l^ling their expenditures beyond 
reason.

Advisory Council, Agricultural Com* 
mission, American Bankers Association
Jk NOTED British scientist fore- 

cast thirty years ago that by 
1931 all available wheat land in the

world would be 
under cultiva­
tion, aud if the 
yields per acre 
could not be in­
creased beyond 
that which then 
prevailed there 
would be a world 
shortage. T h e  
average yield 
then was 12.7 
bushels per acre. 
During the past 
seven years, the 
world over, it 

?5n the 320.000.000 
acres in cultivation tliis increase 
would amount to almost a half bil­
lion bushels more production than 
the world standards of thirty years 
ago. In place o ' dire distress due 
to shortage, we have had distress 
due to surplus.

"Wheat farmers have shown no 
groat inclination to curtail materi­
ally their output; perhaps a 10% de­
cline compared with 70% reduction 
in steel. This unwillingness, or per­
haps inability, to adjust production 
to current needs makes the problem 
all the harder to solve.

Not only are we now growing 
more wheat per unit of land, but 
acreage has been very greatly ex­
tended. In twenty years Canada 
has increased acreage 250%, Aus­
tralia almost as much. Another 
significant fact is the materially les­
sened use of wheat. A much more 
diversified diet has developed. More 
vegetables and fruits are used than 
formerly. The reduction of 1,2 
bushels consumed per person per 
annum since the last generation 
necessitates nearly 150,000,000 bush­
els less wheat than was formerly re- 
(] lired.

Machines Increase Supply 
Tlie factor that has exerted the most 
potent influence in this rising 
world flood of grain has been the 
rapid development of the machine. 
The old days of the cradle required 
from thirty to forty hours of hand 
labor to harvest an acre of grain. 
Tiien came the binder, which re­
duced the process to four or five 
hours per acre. Now the combine 
does the work in forty-five minutes 
per acre.

Where it used to cost ten cents a 
bushel merely to thresh the grain, 
the modern combine cuts and 
tlireshes at a cost ranging from 3 
to 5 cents a bushel. With this re­
duced cost of production, the possi­
bility of acreage expansion is tre- 
1 mdous. Lan Is heretofore regard- 
( I as worthless except for grazing 
1 ive recently come into competitivOn 
V. ;th the older wheat belts.

The Russian Eifort 
Within the past two or three years 
another disturbing element has 
come into the picture. Soviet Rus­
sia is attempting a comeback 
fraught with possibility that cannot 
yet be fully evaluated. Russia Is 
eagerly utilizing the very latest of 
scientific knowledge to enlarge her 
agricultural possibilities. With 
feyerish anxiety she is literally 
pouring millions into the expansion 
of her university research institutes, 
experimental stations and breeding 
farms. Her scientists are combing 
the earth for new crops and new 
methods. No country in Europe is 
manifesting more interest and activ­
ity in laying hold of the best 
science, wherever it may be found.

It is of more than passing inter­
est that the wheat yields reported 
on the huge trust farm known as 
the “Giant” ran last year as much 
as 18 bushels to the acre. On this 
single farm the crop harvested is 
reported to have been 3,865,000 
bushels. A single farm of 427.000 
acres under government control and 
mechanized as fast as human energy 
can be applied is a new factor in 
the world’s picture.

There can be but little doubt that 
the Russian situation may yet as­
sume quite a different attitude 
from what obtained even in pre-war 
davs.

IS THERE A
SAN TA CLAUS

X-mas Celebrations 
In Other Lands

On this date of December 23, 
one hundred and forty-eight years 
ago, George Washington handed 
back to the Contenental Congress 
his commission as Commander in 
Chief of the Revolutionary Army 
und returned to Mount Vernon, a 
simple American citizen. But the 
mere statement of that fact con­
veys little of the drama that lay 
behind his act.

Only a few months before he 
became George Washington, pri­
vate citizen, he might have be­
come military dictator of Ameri­
ca, and at the lifting of a finger.
He put aside the proposal in in- 
digation, but had George Wash­
ington been other than the man 
he was, the history of the United 
States might read very different­
ly from what it does.

While the surrender of Corn­
wallis at Yorktown in 1781 had 
virtually ended the Revolution in 
victory for America, desultory 
fighting still v/ent on, and Wash­
ington wished to keep the army 
up to strength. It was never- 
Ihe less a period of inactivity, 
and the officers hnd soldiers had 
plenty of time to brood over their 
grievances at the hands of Con­
gress. Their pay was long m 
arrears. Numbers of the officers 
had sacrificed their personal for­
tunes to the cause of their coun- 
try. And now they faced th 
prospect of being turned back 
into private life, penniless an 
ignored by a country that appear 
ed to them ungrateful.

This bitter sentiment reached 
a climax while the army was sta­
tioned at Newburgh. It finally 
took shape in an open hint to 
Washington that he place himself 
at the head of this movement in 
the army to take over the gov­
ernment, and thus make himself 
dictator of America. So impov­
erished was the country, and so 
feeble had become the State and 
national governments, that noth­
ing could have stood in the way 
o f this move, had Washington 
yielded. Instead he indignantly 
rebuked his officers for this 
threatened strain on their patriot 
ism, promised once more to stir 
Congress to take up the matter 
o f payment, and in this he finally
succeeded.

Late in January, 1783, came 
news that the preliminary peace 
treaty had been signed in Pans. 
On April 17, Washington was in­
formed that an agreement for the 
suspension of hostilities had been 
signed. In due time thereafter 
came the disbanding of the army 
the triumphal entry of Washing­
ton and Governor Clinton into 
New York City, on the heels of 
the departing British, and the 
famous farewell that the Com­
mander in Chief bade his faith­
ful officers at Fraunce’s Tavern. 
Immediately afterward, Washing­
ton wont to Philadelphia, to pre­
sent an account of his personal 
expenses during the eight years 
of the war.

This business being conc-ude«!. 
Washington left Philadelphia for 
Annapolis, wehere Congress was 
then sitting. There he arrived on 
December 2C. and asked the 
president of Congress as to the 
manner in which he should re­
sign his commission. The 23rd 
was named as the day for this 
ceremony. At 12 o’clock the 
Maryland State House, where 
Congress was in session, was 
crowded for the occasion. The 
gulleries and a large part of the 
floor in the Hall of Congress 
was filled with ladles, function- i

A little girl once wrote the fol­
lowing letter to a large American 
newspaper:

"Dear Editor; I am eight 
years old. Some of rcy little 
friends say there is no Santa 
Claus.

"All minds. Vriginia. whether 
they be men’s or children’s are 
little. In this great universe of 
ours, man is a mere insect, an 
ant, in his intellect, as compared 
with the boundless world about 
him, as measured by the intelli­
gence capable of grasping the 
whole of truth and knowledge.

“Yes, Virginia, there is a San­
ta Claus.* He exisits 3S certain­
ly as love and generosity and de­
votion exist, and you know that 
they abound and give to our life 
its highest beauty and joy. Alas! 
How' dreary w'ould be the world 
if there were no Santa Claus! It 
would be ^  dreary as if there 
w'ere no Virginias. There would 
be no child-like faith, no poetry', 
.no romance to make tolerable 
this existence. We ' should have 
no enjoyment except sense and 
sight. The eternal light with 
which childhood fills the world 
w’ould be extinguished.

“Not believe in Santa Claus! 
You might as well not believe in 
fairies! You might get your 
papa to hire men to watch in all 
the chimneys on Christmas Eve 
to catch Santa Claus, but even if 
they did not see Santa Claus 
coming down, what would that 
prove? Nobody sees Santa 
Claus, but that id no sign there is 
iio Santa Claus. The moat real 
things in the world are thos© 
that neither children nor men 
can see. Did you ever see fair­
ies dancing ‘ on the lawn? Of 
course not; but that’s no proof 
that they are not there. No­
body can conceive or imagine all 
the w'onders there are unseen in 
unseeable in the world.

"You might tear apart the 
baby’s rattle and see what makes 
the noise inside, but there is % 
veil covering the unseen world 
which not the strongest man. nor 
even the united strength of aU 
the strongest men that ever liv­
ed, could tear apart. Only faith 
fancy, poetry, love, romance, can 
push aside the curtain and view 
and picture the supernal beauty 
and glory beyond. Is it all real? 
Ah. Virginia, in all the world 
there is nothing else real and 
abiding.

"No Santa Claus? Thank 
God! he lives, and he lives for­
ever A thousand yea.rs from 
now Virginia, nay. ten times ten 
thousand years from now he will 
continue to make glad the heart 
of childhood.’’- 'C a su a l Essays of 
the Sun.)

Christmas is the most nearly 
universal of holidays. Wherever 
the flags of Christian nations 
wave, and this includes more 
than half of the globe, business 
activity halts.

While the people of other 
countries do not exchange as 
many gifts as do Americans, the 
Christmas dinner basket is as 
heavily laden in Meelbourne, Ma­
drid and Oslo as it is in Miami, 
Minneapolis and Los Angeles.

A visitor from Mars might re­
ceive the impression that Christ­
mas is Earth’s day devoted to 
eating.

In England, home of many of 
our food treats, the plum pudding 
still is the climax of the Christ­
mas dinner. Piping hot, it is 
carried into the dining room at 
the end of th© meal, burning 
brandy flames licking the sprig 
of holly that always adorns its 
rounded top.

Goose, once the English piece 
de resistence, has been supplant­
ed in many English homes by the 
American turkey, although goose 
is still popular. Potatoes,
sprouts, Cheddar,' Cheshire and 
Stilton cheese, spices, fruit, wines 
and sauces fill the rest of the 
market basket.

Spanish markets present a be­
wildering selection of good things 
Gaily decorated shops offer nuts 
from Granada, fresh dates from 
Tangier, luscious oranges from 
Andalusia, and long sausages tied 
in bright ribbons. Turkeys for 
sale “on the hoof” are driven 
through the streets by peasants 
from the country. Toy peddlers 
call their wares from door to 
door.

Spanish children, however, 
must w’ait until the Feast of the 
Three Kings, in January, to re- 
ceive their “Christmas presents.’’ 
Christmas dinner in Spain con­
sists of almond soup, truffled tur­
key with roasted chestnuts, and 
Spanish sw'eetmeats and choco­
late. Odors of dishes fried in 
vegetable oil, saffron and garlic 
fill the narrow streets.

Christmas is a “business” in 
the mountains of Germany. All 
year the peasants of the rural 
districts carve wooden animals, 
which with the mechanical toys 
of German industrial towns, go 
forth to gladden the hearts of 
the world’s youth. But Germany 
keeps plenty for its own children, 
and with the bulg;ing basket, the 
German parent always brings 
home an arm-load of toys for the 
Christmas tree

In Paris the “ réveillon,” or 
Christmas Eve supper, is the gay­
est Yuletide event. Over indul­
gence in it may account for the 
general air of gloom that over­
hangs the Parisian Christmas 
Day. Oysters and ecrevisse, a 
tasty craw'fish, make up the first 
course. After that there are 
many courses, each taken in a 
different restaurant, each accom­
panied by a different kind of 
wine., A cup of coffee at home 
at breakfast time generally endd 
the celebration.

Trees Now for Ded­

ication Arbor Day
With the issuance of Governor 

Sterling on December 8 of a pro­
clamation calling upon the citizen 
ship to properly observe Arbor
Day and to combine such observ­
ance with the planting of thous­
ands of trees commemorating the 
200th anniversary of George 
Washington’s birth, the memorial 
tree planting campaign in Texas 
is fully under w’ay. The Wash­
ing memorial tree planting pro­
ject is on integral part of the
nation-wide observance to honor 
Washington’s memory. Natiital- 
ly it is sponsored by the Ameri­
can Tree Association, Washing­
ton, D. C. and in Texas by the
Texas Forest Service, Texas For­
estry Association and numerous 
civic organizations. In fact, 
:housands of trees were planted 
last year, are already registered 
with the American Tree Associa­
tion and will be dedicated on 
February 22, 1932, which is Wash­
ington’s birthday as well as Ar­
bor Day.

“Texas should plant trees,’ ’ 
states W. Goodrich Jones of 
Waco, President Emeritus of the 
Texas Forestry Association. “Mil­
lions should be planted to bring 
greater contentment to the home, 
to beautify our towns and coun­
trysides, for windbreaks and 
shelterbelts thrughout the west­
ern plains region and for again 
making productive thousands of 
acres of cut over land in the 
commercial timber belt of East 
Texas.” Circulars containing de­
tailed information on the Wash­
ington memorial tree planting 
project, together with valuable 
tree planting suggestions, can be 
obtained from the Texas Forest 
Service. College Station. Indi­
viduals and organizations plant­
ing memorial trees should notify 
the American Tree Association, 
Washington, D. C. or the Texas 
Forest Service. Such trees will 
be given a permanent national 
register for which a certificate 
will be issued that will also en­
title the planter to membership 
in the American Tree Asadciation.
