Perhaps one of the largest crop
of smiles since Harry Lauder sang
his “I Faw Down Go Boom!” sprout
ed out in Dickens County about
territory viewed the spectacle of
dawn Monday morning when this
rain falling on a sere dominion soO
long slighted for moisture.

A high percentage of crop pro-
duction ig lost by the dpought in
this section, but contrary to the be-
lief of many, much benefit will be
had from the nearly two inches of
rain that fell over some of the
country. Grain feed, much of it
planted late, will be benefitted more
than cotton, but many farmers are
cheeped by estimates that even cot-
ton will be aided a great amount.
The range land, with rains that
possibly will follow in the near fu-
ture, have a chance now of pro-
ducing a good bed of grass before
the advent of winter.

Laying plans on the probability
of more moisture, fapmers are also
in good spirits over the aid to the
soil for winter crops of wheat, and
it is expected that with grain crops
somewhat shorteneq the acreage in
wheat for winter pasturage will be
increased over former years.

Duck Creek Territory

The Duck Creek terpitory brings
in the report that the rainfall there
amounted to about two inches, with
the fall ranging in all direcfions
from the community, It is estimat
ed by some in the community that
parts of that territopy received al-
most three inches of water.

Dickens Gets Good Fall

Reports coming in from Dickens
and immediate territory give from
an inch to two inches, the heaviest
precipitation being neapy Dickens.

Afton In Heavy Strip

With the lightest fall in and
aroung Afton reported as about one
and one-half inches and much of the
area receiving about two inches,
crops in that section are greatly
benefitted.
