Had Great Career

Chas. A. Jones. 73, founder of 
Spur. November 1st 25 years ago, 
died here early Sunday morning 
following an illne::s of a month's 
duration. He had suffered an attack 
of paralysis in Los Angeles October 
21 and was accompanied here by 
his son Clifford B. Jones who had 
been called to the coast to be with 
his father. The last few weeks of 
illness were beset by an intense pain 
in the left limb and arm which he 
endured with characteristic stocism 
and 'ack of complaint until death 
relieved his suffering at 1:20 o'clock 
Sunday morning. He had Suffered 
a second strike on Saturday morn­
ing proceeding.

Mr. Jones was born near Atlanta, 
Georgia, in 1861 during the Civil 
War, but moved with his parents 
to Kansas City at the age of three 
where he receiv'ed his early school­
ing. When still a young man he 
accompanied a train load of cattle 
to southwestern Colorado and join­
ed the ranch force for a time as a 
cowboy and at 19 years of age be­
came publisher of the Delores News 
at Rico. The mining activities there 
dropped off however, and the paper 
was forced to shut down with the 
town.

On returning to Kansas City Mr. 
Jones was made assistant managed 
of the waterworks system but with­
in a few months resigned to accept

a position with Armour & Co. as
purchasing agent for all territory %
west of Chicago.

In 1907 he came to the Spur 
section to take charge of the de- 
ve'opement of the territory and the 
establisliment of the tov/n for the 
Swenson * interests who ha^ just 
completed the purchase of the old 
Spur Ranche from a London syndi­
cate. He spent two years in de­
velopment work preparatory to 
opening the section for' settlement 
and November 1, 1909, opened the 
town of Spur to a rush of home 
seekers.

Mr. Jones remained in charge of

the sale of farm, ranch and city J 
pioperties here until 1913 when he 
’vas drafted to take over the man­

agement of the ■ company’s sulphur 
mines at Freeport and in 1922 went 
to New York City to handle a de­
partment at the headquarters office.

Ho^ietiiêd in 1927 because of the 
failing health of his wife and since 
that time has made his home in 
California, with the exception of 
the interval during which his son, 
Clifford B. Jones, was regional di­
rector of • thé PWA for the states 
of Texas, New Mexico ^nd Louisi­
ana. when ho again resumed active 
duties of the Spur Farm Lands of­
fice.

lull's. Jones proceeded her hus­
band in death, she having passed 
away in the year 1931.

During his residence in Dickens 
County Mr. Jones so firmly en­
trenched, himself in the hearts of 
the people that he was loved and 
respected by all who knew him and 
it may truly be said of him that 
he had no enemies and many true 
friends. Judge Coombs, of Stamford 
an old time friend of Mr. Jones,

I paid him a most fitting and elo- 
■ quent tribute at the church Monday 
when he said that Mr. Jones’ un­
limited faith in humanity and love 
for mankind set him apart from 
most men and made him the truly 
great character that he was. And 
that the world has been made bet- 
jter by his having lived; there can 
be no doubt. It is the example set 
by such men that make us all 
realize the fullness which may be

Old Age Pension 
As A Benefit 

To The County
One way the Old Age Pension 

movement might assist present con­
ditions is to increase circulation of 
corrency. It would be a long story 
to tell how the currency of our 
country has become bottled up, but 
since it was taken out of circula­
tion five years ago times have been 
extremely hard. In 1929 we had in 
circulation $35.90 per capita in cir­
culation. If the Old Age pension is 
put in effect on the basis of $100.00 
per month of every person 60 years 
of age or more, it will increase cir­
culation about $9.60 per capita. That 
would make it about 75 per cent of 
what it was in 1929. Trading would 
be stimulated and people wouM be­
come encouraged.

As we understand the program 
anyone receiving this pension must 
give up all other means of income. 
At this time there are more than 
8,000,000 in the country who have 
no employment. Many of them are 
people who would get the old age 
pension, about 2,000,000 of them. 
This would cut the number of un­
employed to about 6,000,000 men. 
Then it is estimated that there are 
approximately 4.500,000 men who are 
60 years of age or more who have 
some means of support. These would

Thirteen thousand bales were 
pooled by Dickens County Cotton 
Producers in the National Pool, be 
fore it was closed, November 28. In 
all probability, 69 per cent of these 
certificates will be sold at the price 
of twenty do’lars per bale minus a 
small l^ndlinjl^ilpirge.

This si'mply means a sum of 
$150.000 will be in the hands of the 
cotton producers in Dickens County. 
The remaining 40 per cent unsold, 
respective ov.'ners. In the event the 
5200 bales, will be returned to their 
Bankhead Program is in effect for 
next year, this 5200 bales plus an 
approximation of 3000 bales, that 
were not pooled or used to gin cot- 
ten this year, wi’ l give Dickens 
County 8000 bales of Exemption 
Certificates for next year, but if 
the Bankhead Bill is voted down 
by the cotton' producers, these 
8000 bales of tax exempt certificates 
will be wasted.

At present there isn’t any in­
formation on hand in this office in 
regard to when we will get a return 
on {he proceeds of the pool. In all 
probability the unsold certificates 
and checks for the certificates that 
were sold wiJ not be on hand in 
this office before the first of the 
year or later.

There are numerous persons who 
have tax exemption certificates 
coming to them, but have not call­
ed tor them. We urge that every 
one call for his certificates so that 
we can clear up our record sheets 
and send reports in to the State 
Office.

“ More gi-eatly have we turned our hearts and minds to things spiritual. We can truly 
say, ‘What profiteth it a nation if it gain the whole world and lose its own soul.’
“ With gi’atitude in our hearts for what has already been achieved, may we, with the 
help of God, dedicate ourselves anew to wo I’k for the betterment of mankind.
“ In witness whereof, I have hereunto set m y hand and caused the seal of the United 
States to be affixed.
“ Done in the City of Washington this fifteenth day of November in .the year of our 
Lord nineteen hundred and thirty-four a ^d^of the independence of the United States 
of America the one hundred and fifty-ninth.

This 
woup leave about the number in 
7he country v.’ho would not work 
regardless of conditions. The coun­
try' would be able to shut down all 
relief offices for everybody' would
have jobs and be making an honest 
living.

It is estimated that 65 per cent 
of the wealth in the country at 
this time has been produced by' 
people who are now 60 y êars of 
age and more.
