This letter was dated October 25,
1828, n long years after Austin
had left his home in Missouri, fol-
lowing in his father’s footsteps, and
turned his face toward the new land
of promise, the Tex?s territory.
During those seven \oa1< he had
undergone tremendous  personal
hardships and had faced almost in-
surmountable difficulties. His fath-
er had died, leaving the whole bur-
den of the colonization project on
his youthful shoulders. He was but
24 years of age, when he received
word of his father’s death, and be-
came faced with the realization
that it must be his own courage,
his perseverance, his determination
that was to bring success or failure
to the vision of a colonized Texas.

His first step had met with quasi-
failure. The “Lively,” a schooner
carrying part of his first party of
colonists, had missed connections
with the overland group led by
Austin personally, and had landed
on the Brazos River instead of on
the Colorado, keeping ~ with them
the implements, seed and even food
desperately needed by the tourists
came by land. Too, he had
gone to Mexico City to obtain rati-
fication of his father’s land grant
in his own name, and, planning to
be away four months, had been
forced to remain for almost a yeai
and a half, a pawn in the Mexican
fight for independence from Span-
ish rule; almost hourly he had ex-
pected approval of his elaim, and
time and again received the endorse
ment of the administration, only to
have it snatched from his hands by
an overthrow of government. He
had finally received from the Mexi-
can government validation of * his
colonization grant, and returned to
his colony on the Colorado River
to find many had grown impatient
of waiting and had returned to the
«0ld South” with discouraging re-
ports. Other newcomers likewise
had either got ‘“cold feet” and de-
parted or had stayed to grumble.

Undaunted, however, he had pat-
iently laid the foundation for his
settlement and the distribution of
land. Colonists, however, had decid-
ed to protest the 12% cents per
acre fee they had agreed to pay
Austin for his services in putting
through the colonizing scheme, and
dissension among the ranks was
imminent. Indian attacks were ever
menacing. Austin was responsible
both to the colonists and to the
Mexican government, and his po-
sition at times was extremely deli-
cate.

His letter to his sister was writ-
ten from his colony at San Felipe
de Austin, and read in part as fol-
lows:

Municipalities may
also, by proper ordinance, fix a li-
cense for itinerant merchants, If
the merchant operates the store for
a longer period than six consecutive
months he will not thereafter be re-
quired to pay the license fees.

Provisions of the bill do not apply
to bona fide residents of a county
engaged in business in that county
nor to commercial travelers for the
wholesale houses.
