modern coffee table suggested in 
the accompanying illustration.

Tlie use of one-quarter inch 
pressed wood, olitainable at almost 
any Imilding supply dealer, not only 

for uniformly good appear­
ance, but also simplifies construc­
tion. Pressed wood, used in major 
construction and for line interior 
trim as well, is perhaps one of the 
most versatile and durable building 
materials ever dev<doped. It is a 
one hundred per cent wood product, 
made by explotling clean waste 
wood and then pressing the result­
ing libers into a thin hard board 
that will not split, chip, crack, 
warp, or swell, under any normal 
conditions. It saws readily, and

FRAME
screws or nails may be driven as 
closely to the corners as possible.

To make the table suggested 
above, procure framing material 
with a one-half inch tongue and 
groove for fitting. Assemble the 
top and bottom frames, then attach 
the large side pieces of pressed 
wood, screwing them to the side of 
the frame.

Next insert the hacks of the 
shelves and secure them to the 
frame, taking care that they are 
exactly plumb. The shelves may 
then be put in nailed to the one- 
qnarter inch round moulding as 
shown. The top should be put on 
last, and screwed securely to the 
frame from the underside. Wooden 
balls*, securely screwed to the bot­
tom frame, may he used for feet.

For the 21 x 21-inch top a piece 
of tempered pressed wood is sug­
gested because of its smoother 
finish and greater resistaUfe to 
moisture.

Communism Preached Openly 
By Vigorous Young>bSew 

^ork Dramatist

IN less than ninety days, toiling 
with the unrest of his times as 

a central theme, a young actor in 
the New Y'ork theater has become 
the most exciting spokesman the 
world of workers yet has produced 
and perhaps the most articulate 
dramatist available in the theater. 
Clifford Odets, almost a boy, lean, 
nervous, aflame with indiguutiim at 
what he sees around him, is the 
author of three plays which have 
made his name a new conjure in 
drama and his ^ rk  a new power 
lor the restoration of drama, reports 
The Literary Digest.

Taxi Strike Portrayed 
He had written a short play about 

the 1934 taxicab drivers’ strike in 
New York. A bitter, conteipptuous 
arraignment of the criminal forces 
which herded the deluded'drivers 
and exploited them, the Group The­
atre gave it special Sunday night 
periorinances in a downtown thea­
ter. In a few weeks the public 
clamo*- for the work of Odets had 
risen to that point where this pro- 
oucing drgauization had to bring it 
up Into Broadway for regular show­
ing. To it was added another short 
Odets play: “Till The 1 Die,’’
ai. anti-Nazi preachment based on 
the information smuggled out of 
Germany irwi letter.

Candid Propaganda, 
y This play and “ Waiting For 
Lefty,” the taxicab strikers’ play. 
Lave been nlade into a single eve­
ning s program. It is an evening ot, 
candidly, propaganda. His Nazi 
play is -the first ane to take note of 
the plight of Communists in*Ger-
Eia-ny

“ Waiting For Lefty” is Mr. Odets' 
at the sum of his best. His play 
roves the entire Jtheater. It is 
played simultaneou”sly on stage, in 
the orchestra section and from the 
gallery. The audience is, in effect, 
a meeting of desperate, goaded taxi­
cab drivers;  ̂ With theSe units, Mr. 
Odets weaves a* startling, composi­
tion, a short play as chilling as the 
front end of a machine-gun.

Mixed Audiences 
Audiences at three Odets

plitys have been imxed, mixed, that 
Is from a political point of view. 
Liberals, Communists, middle-class 
men and women with good jobs and 
men in the ranks w'hich still repre- , 
sent capitalism mingle together and 
■watch these plays. The roar and 
surge of the propaganda in them 
Inflames the Communistic patrons, 
but not once has it, also, failed to 
Impress and give pause to those 
w’iio. at heart and in their minds, 
are opposed to what the plays rep­
resent.
