retained sufficient amount to harvest 
the balance of same. Cotton Pro­
ducers must remember that Certi- 
oates can be transferred for sur­
plus cotton and for surplus cotton 
alone. Speculation in tliis matter is 
strictly a violation of the Act. All 
transfers must be recorded in the 
county office where the certificate 
was first issued at a constant price 
fixed by the Secretary of Agricul­
ture.

The National Tax Exemption Cer­
tificate Pool will operate in 1935 
practically on the same basis as in 
1934, with the exception that the 
Certificates will have the value of 
not le.ss than 5c per pound for the 
portion that is sold. The Pool is 
now open to all producers who wish 
to participate.

As in 1934 Producers have the 
same prhnlege as in 1935 to buy and 
se’l Certificates from producers in 
the county. Before any local trans­
fers can be made under this Section 
they must also be recorded in the 
County Office and the Producer cer­
tify that they are surplus to him 
and he is receiving a uniform price 
as fixed by the Sec. of Agriculture.

Transfer From One Producer To 
Another Within The Same 

State:
Any Cotton Producer may trans­

fer or assign to any other Cotton 
Producer who is a resident of the 
same State any Certificate issued or 
re-issued to him or any portion 
thereof which is not needed by him 
to procure bale tags for any cotton 
produced by or for him in the crop 
year of 1935-36 or the crop year of 
1934-35 at the uniform price fixed
