Cotton Certificates

874,820 pounds of Exemption 
Certificates usable in 1935 were re­
ceived by this office^ recently for 
the old 1934 Certificates that were 
sent in for replacement. These 
certificates are now available to all 
producers who participated and we 
will appreciate, and insist that you 
call for them at the earliest conven­
ient date.

Out of our regular 1935 allot­
ment there still remaing uncalled for 
in our office about 75 Producer’s 
Certificates. We would appreciate 
their calling for same so we can 
clear our filete and sent in a report 
to the State Office.

It might be well for the Produc­
ers of Ehekens County to know that 
this office h*as received at this date 
a total of 22,409 bales of Tax Ex­
emption Certificates usable on 1935 
crop. This County total will be in­
creased by the regulag 10 9r allot­
ment and by a portion of the unsold 
equity in the 1934 pool which is to 
come in at a later date. All indi­
cations are that Dickens County will 
hav&̂ ,̂  total of 25,000 bales to sell 
tax free when we have received our 
total allotments.— Wm. W. Gregory, 
Ass’t. in Cotton Adjustment, Dick­
ens County, Texas.

A referendum on the question of 
whether there will be a corn and hog 
adjustment program in 1936 will be 
conducted among all corn and hog 
producers on Saturday, October 26, 
the Secretary of Agriculture an­
nounced. The Secretary said that 
the investigation being made by the 
Agricultural Administration, - W’hich 
included a hearing held in Washing­
ton on September 26 and 27, has 
showm economic justification for an­
other program, but that the practi­
cability and effectiveness of a pro­
gram will depend upon the indicated 
degree of support by producers. In 
the referendum, corn and hog pro­
ducers will vote on the qüestidît: 
“ Do you favor a corn-hog adjust- 
,ment program to follow the 1935 
program w'hich expires November 
3(7, 1935?” . The referendum will 
be by secret ballot and will be con­
ducted by county and community 
corn-hog committees and by the Ex­
tension Service. Community poll­
ing places will be open at 8 a. m. un­
til 10 p. m. operator and own­
ers of farms \^ch produced corn or 
hogs in 1935 whether or not they 
are s ig n ^ ' of the 1934-35 corn-hog 
contracj^ are eligible to vote in the 
referçi^um. Ballots o f former con- 
tra,pt* signers and of those producers 
w'ho have not signed a former con­
tract and of those producers 
w’ho have not signed a former corn- 
hog adjustment contract will be tab­
ulated separately. If a substantial 
majority of those voting indicate 
that they favor a program a new 
plan for 1936 will be worked out 
and offered to producers in contract 
form. Regardless of the way they 
vote in the referendum producers 
may sign or not as they choose, af­
ter they hav’e studied the proposed 
new’ program. The decision as to 
whether or not a new’ program will 
be developed rests with the farmers 
themselves.

The referendum is intended to 
provide opportunity for full and free 
expression, both for and agçiinst a 
voluntary adjustment program on 
the part of all corn and hog produc­
ers. Evidence brought out in the 
hearing and by other phases of in­
vestigation disclosed that ir the ab­
sence of any program under the Ag-. 
ricultural Adjustment Act, a drastic 
decline in farm prices would be like, 
ly in 1936 with sharp reduction in 
hog prices commencing in 1937. If 
a program 4s developed it should 
provide for expansion of hog produc­
tion in 1936 in the interest o f both 
consumers and producers, but it 
should contain safe guard which will 
prevent an excessive supply there­
after. Before the referendum on 
October 26, county and community 
meetings of corn and hog producers 
wdll be held throughout the country, 
to permit discussion of the facts c 
the com-hog situation, so grow 
may be prepared to express ar 
formed opinion in the référé

STEPHEN F. AUSTIN
(Bj^ Arthur Curry, B. L. S.)

NOTE: This is on^ of the series re­
garding the Historical subjects and 
places portrayed on Centennial 
Thrift Stamps. The Texas Spur Stu­
dents Historical Essay Contest will 
be based on these articles.

Among the early Texans, there 
were few to whom could be applied 
that fine old descriptive expression, 
“ a gelntleman and a scholar” . Ste­
phen F. Austin was one such, and 
his good friend and secretary, Sam- 
ue’ M. Williams, was another.

Stephen Fuller Austin, “ the fath­
er of Texas,” was born on Nevember 
3, 1703, in Wythe county, Virginia. 
Only a hundred miles away, in the 
same state and in the same year, 
was bcrn Sam Houston. How differ 
ent these two men were, and yet 
how sca’viceable were their respec­
tive abilities in the development of 
Texas!

The story of Stephen F. Austin 
must begin with the comment on 
his father, Moses Austin, who was a 
promoter and a business man. At 
the time of the Revolution, he was 
operating a smelting plant at Mid­
dletown, Connecticut, some 25 miles 
northeast of New Haven. Thence 
he* moved to the southwestern part 
of Virginia, still interested in lead 
mining. Next, he made an arduous 
journey to Missouri to investigatv 
lead mining in that country. He 
was followed in due time by his fam­
ily.

When Stephen was about eight 
years old, his father sent him back 
to Connecticut to receive his ele­
mentary schooling. He was a good 
pupil, well-behaved and studious. He 
continued his education at Transyl­
vania University, Lexington, Ky. 
the earliest such school west of the 
.\lkghany Mounta.ins, endowed, by 
the way, by George Washington, 

i John Ada:ns, Aaron Burr, John Ja­
cob Astor. and General Lafayette. 
Here he finished his school attend 
ance, but not his education.

His education began in earhest 
when he returned to Missouri to 
work with his father

cupied— noĵ  to the site of the pres­
ent city of Austin on the Colorado 
( I S  many Texans suppose), not to 
the site of San Felipe de Austin cn 
the Brazos, but to the section in 
and around what is now Austin 
County, between the Brazog and the 
’̂olorado and about a hundred miles 

from the Gulf of Mexico.
Austin left his party on Septem­

ber 22, going back to Natchitoches 
(not Nacogdoches) to lead a second 
gAoup to his colony. This group 
came by way of New Orleans on the 
Lively and landed, by mistake, at 
ĥe mouth of the Brazos on Decem­

ber 23, 1821. Austin had conic 
overland, and failing to find the 
group at the mouth of the Colorado 
he wag at a loss to know what had 
become of the ship. Of the eigh­
teen men in the party, all but two or 
three lafer drifted back to the Un­
ited States.

About the beginning of 1822, Aus­
tin learned tha  ̂ the high officials of 
Mexico were inclined to question the 
agreements made between him and 
:he governor at SaaiAntonio, and so 
in the spring he went to Mexico City 
to have his claims confirmed. One 
reason for delay followed another, 
and it was April 18, 1823 before he 
left there to return to hig colony, 
during the year of his absence, Jo- 
.‘-iah H. Ha’ i h::d been serving, by 
.Austin’s appointment, as the official 
ill charge of the c( lony.

For the next ten years, 1823-33, 
Austin was truly the “ father of Tex-

by August 1, 1822 he had leanmed 
the Spanish language sufficiently 
well to write his letters to the offi­
cials in their own language. In 
writing to his mother in 1924, tell­
ing about this co’ ony in Texas, he 
said. “ We have all had a good 
Schooling in the best School in the 
World, that of Adv'ersity anl I hope 
have profited by it.”  Surely few 
men have ever had a more thorough 
coui;se in that school than Austin 
had.

Moses Austin’s mining ventures 
in Missouri, like those in Connecti­
cut and Virginia, though operator 
for some time on a large scale and 
\\dth an appearance of success, came 
up-fin periods of depression and es- 
countered difficulties insurmounta 
ble. In November, 1920, at the age 
c f 59, Moses Austin set but for his 
last frontier, Texas. He mad? this 
trip from Missouri to San Antonio 
on horseback. Ging to the Spanish 
governor, he asked permission to 
bring 300 families into Texas. Aus­
tin presented himself as a Catholic 
and a former subject of the King of 
Spain, but not without the aid of 
his old friend Baron de Bastrop, 
whom he chamced to meet in the 
city, did he secure his grant from 
the governor. The trip back to 
Missouri wag exhausting, and there 
was much business to be attended 
to before he could set out with his 
colonists. He reached home March 
23, 1821, worked hard through Ap­
ril and May, went to the home of 
his daughter, Mrs. James Bryan, at 
Hazel Run, where he contracted 
pneumonia and died on June 10, 
1821. Shortly before hig death, he 
told his wife to charge Stephen with 
the task of carrying out the coloni­
zation plan, Mrs. Austin wrote on 
June 8, to tell Stephen of his fath­
er’s request; Stephen received the 
letter and on Jung 18 wais on his 
way to Natchitoches. He was aware 
of his father’s serious illness, but 
it was July 10 when he received the 
news of his death. By that time 
he was bringing his first group of 
colonists into Texas. They travel­
ed overland, leaving Nacogdoches 
July 12, and arrived at San Antonio 
on August 12,1821.
