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ELEVATOR N fll Feeders Day Is Boon To West Texans
OPEN TO AREA
FIRST HARVESTING 
WAS BEGUN LAST 
WEEK IN AREA

Rushed to completion to accomo­
date the present grain crop, the Spur 
Grain Elevator, first to be built in 
this county, was opened for business 
the first of the week, likewise open­
ing the local market on wheat, with 
Geo. S. Link, Jr., installed as the lo­
cal manager for Graham Mill & El­
evator Company.

Car shipments of w’heat hav’e al­
ready been begun, with the first 
leaving by Denver railway yester­
day. This is one day earlier than 
movement was started of the 1937 
crop, and it is likely that by the last 
of the week, if weather conditions 
do not prevent, w’heat cars will be 
moving out of here daily.

With current comment estimating 
wheat losses, due to rain and hail 
recently falling over the country, at 
a hea\'y mark, the yield is expect­
ed to be heavier than usual, due to 
the large acreage this year. Com­
pared to the 20,000 acres in 1937, 
Dickens County has approximately 
25,000 acres drilled in this year.

The facilities of the new grain el­
evator, combined with the connect­
ions of the house with the larger 
houses at Graham. Fort Worth, and 
other points, are the beginning of a 
much speedier service for local 
wheat producers, and promises to 
place at the disposal of sellers the 
highest market price at all times. 
When loans are opened. Federal sto­
rage receipts will be issued from the 
Ipcai  elevator that umy be used U t - 

”  ttie government loans. A 
competent tester and weigher will 
be on hand at all times, insuring the 
haulers of a salvage on truck-time 
during the rush, and speeding up 
harvesting of the present crop.

Spur as a market place for graiji 
will be greatly benefitted by the 
grain elevator, giving her additional 
territory that heretofore sought ele- 
v âtor convenience at a longer haul. 
The grain plant will have a capacity 
for seevral cars of wheat, and will 
be in posFtion. with separate com­
partments, to handle both first and 
second grades of grain, as well as 
having space set aside for damaged 
grain—or smut and rust infection. 
Truckers will have the convenience 
of an electric truck-dump, through 
the pit receptacle, and full coopera­
tion through the railway system in 
car mov^ement here promises to avoid 
a choke at any stage of harv’esting.

The r^w grain house is located on 
the lots with the Hestand-Kimbell 
Wholesale Grocery, on the Denver 
siding.

Farm Foreclosures 
Can Be Averted 
By FDA Aid

Many farmers are losing their 
property or undergoing hea\'y ex­
pense to save it, because they fail 
to take advantage of debt adjust­
ment services offered by the Farm 
Security Administration, it is re­
ported by A. A. McKimmey, FSA’s 
county supervisor,

Mr. McKimmey was in conference 
recently with M. B. Oates, FSA’s 
supervisor for this district, to de­
velop plans for spreading informa­
tion on debt adjustment.

“The county advisory committee 
for debt adjustment meets every 
month, and sometimes oftener, but 
it is not necessary for a farmer to 
take his case directly to them” , Mr. 
McKimmey said. “ If he will come 
to the FSA office, I will go over his 
situation and advise him what the 
next step should be” . Wherev' êr ac­
tion is taken in time, a satisfactory 
adjustment can usually be reached 
with little expense, the supervisor 
said, but the chances of settlement 
are decreased and the expense is in­
creased when the debtor waits until 
foreclosure proceedings are about 
to be taken.

One case, recently foreclosed, 
could have been adjusted if applica­
tion to the Farm Security Adminis­
tration had been made a few weeks 
earlier, he said. The farm involved 
in this case will be saved for its 
present owner by taking advantage 
of the moratorium provided under 
the Frazer-Lemke Amendment to 
the Bankruptcy Act, but the owmer 
will have to pay $192.00 in attor­
ney’s fees, which would have been 
saved to him by earlier action. The 
supervisor cited a contrasting case, 
in which a farmer was about to be 
foreclosed on an $1800 mortgage. 
Negotiations covering several months 
resulted in the mortgage owner ac­
cepting a cash settlement of $1000.

Chart Shows Rain 4 Inches Above Average
Making a study of our annual 

rainf^l for this area, recent heavy 
rains have placed our precipitation 
thus far this year at about four in- 
ches more tlian the average for the 
first fiv’c months of the year. Not 
counting the 1.05 inches that has al­
ready fallen in the month of June, 
figures for the previous five months 
are around 10.84. The yearly ave­
rage over this five-month period is 
6.90 inches.

Rain ushered in the month of

June, and the past fortnight has 
witnessed stormy weather, with 
sweeping winds accompanied by 
both hail and rain on sev’eral occa­
sions. On Friday night, June 3rd, 
McAdoo and Afton had high winds, 
but little rain fell. Spur area re­
ceived on that night one of the hea­
viest falls in many months, and 
wass accompanied by gusts and gre- 
gales with high density lightning. 
Several shocks were reported in 
Spur from the lightning charges,

but Unlike some sections, qp fatali­
ties occurred as a result.

E^rly this week the north end of 
the county received a heavy rain 
and hail,'with reports to effect that 
much crop damage had been done. 
Wheat is estimated to have been ma- 
teriaaly damaged, and many farm­
ers will be forced to replant cotton 
—much of which was already peep­
ing through the ground. Hajwesting, 
started late last week, was halted in 
the wheat fields, and in some sec-

tions wet ground is still holding ma­
chinery out of the fields. The hail 
early this week did some damage 
to Sudan, com, and other crops. 
Gardens were reported as receiving 
sufficient hail to damage their var­
ied plants, and some property dam­
age in North-end sections.

Tuesday night of this week wit­
nessed additional stormy w'eather 
but little rain accompanied the late 
lightning-wind visitation.

State Men Praise 
Local Station 
Work

Hailed as one of the most striking 
comparisons in agricultural history 
over a score of years in West Texas, 
the All-West Texas Field Day at 
Spur Experiment Siation last Fri­
day spelled progress very conspicu­
ously in farming and ranching in a 
round of scenes witnessed by ap­
proximately 1,000 people from all 
parts of the Lone Star State.

Coming as a major ev-ent at the 
Station since the last Field Day 
that was held in 1934, and surpassing 
by far the previous meet in atten­
dance as well as introduction of 
newer methods of farming and live­
stock feeding, R. E. Dickson, head 
of the Experiment Station here, and 
his assistants, placed before Texans 
a project that is being studied 
throughout the state.

Feeding is Basic Study
With many of the problems of the 

agriculturist already far advanced 
in production, including water con- 
seivation and successful preservation 
of soil surfaces, the basic study for 
the day was livestock feeding—en­
deavoring to bring to feeders of this 
area a balanced ration for cows by 
substituting for deficiencies. Explod­
ing an old theory of “ cottonseed 
meal blindness,” J. K. Riggs pointed 
out that the fault was in a short- 
content of Vftamin A. and agreed 
with John Jones, animal husbandry- 
man of the extension service, that 
a ration of roughage and 5 1-2
pounds of meal represented the bet­
ter net-poundage for feeding pro­
fits.

Financial End Is Checked
Commission men from Fort Worth, 

given figures from the total expense 
of care and feeding, expressed the 
opinion that a fair profit would be 
realized from the entire project, us­
ing a minimum margin from prices 
at Fort Worth, where the steers were 
shipped Monday.

The steers for the feeding experi­
ment were selected from the S. M. 
Swenson & Sons herd, and profit 
figures drawn from the view of the 
private feeder on successful finish­
ing for market.

Another source of caring for feed 
deficiencies, according to statements 
issued by the Station group, is the 
addition of alfalfa to the rations 
for feeding cattle. One pound was 
cottonseed hulls, and meal, or grain 
designated as the per-head amount 
to be mixed with the varying use of 
sorghum, and is being used exten­
sively throughout West Texas by 
cattle men.

Range Conditions Discussed
Another point that was brought 

before the Field Day group, and a 
policy that has for several years been

Of the utmost significance among 

many efforts to revivify the very 
sick American cotton industry is the 
four-point program the newly or­
ganized State-Wide Cotton Commit­
tee of Texas, under the leadership 
of Burris C. Jackson, of Hillsboro, as 
its General Chairman, has charted 
for restoring cotton’s “health"— —

The four objectives outlined by 
this group—which is composed of 
men representing all phases of the 
industry from grower to spinner and 
including some of the best agricul­
tural and business talent in the 
state—are:

(1) To realize the long-held dream 
of a cotton research laboratory in 
which scientists will have opportun­
ity to use their ingeniuty in finding 
new uses for cotton and its manifold 
by-products.

(2) T o  sponsor improv’ement of 
the cotton itself as to staple quality, 
increased yields and lowered cost of 
production.

(3) to foster better ginning prac­
tices that will best preserve the 
maximum spinning quality of the 
cotton after it is delivered to the 
gin, which would be adding to tlie 
income of cotton growers.

(3) To increase the income of t’le 
farm family by sponsoring measures 
looking to control of insects that 
prey upon cotton.

It is not the intention of the wri- I 
ter arbitrarily to desgnate this last- ! 
named objective as of greater im- j 
portance than the other three, of 
course. But from the standpoint of 
the “Country Banker" who is con­
stantly brought face to face with 
cotton farmers’ problems in their el­
emental stage. I should like to dis­
cus this phase particularly, and es- ; 
pecially since it is a phase of the ' 
problem which can be attacked most 
realistically, quickly, and 1 belie\e 
effectively.

In a resolution by this con.initme 
submitted to Secretar>' of Agricul­
ture, Henry A. Wallace, aid is asked ; 
from the Federal government to car­
ry on a South-Wide cotton insect ! 
control program.

Unquestionably this action is one 
of the most definite steps in the 
right direction that b^s ever been 
taken.

Many times we have seen what • 
promised to be a bumper cotton , 
crop suddenly turn into heart- j 
breaking failure due to insect pests. ' 
How’ever, even wihtin a small area, 
such as a county, we find v/idely

varying degrees of damage. Such 
a program cannot be built up over­
night; some system should oe insti­
gated whereby entomologists could 
be trained to supervise a well bal­
anced insect conrtol program along 
this wide “southern front.”

Because much money and time 
would be spent In trying to control 
infestation in localities where the 
standard measures were not war­
ranted nor effective—and if at the 
end of the season no substantial in­
crease in yield were evident in those 
localities, it certainly would dis­
courage the co-operation of those 
growers in future control efforts.

On the other hand, unless we have 
proper super\’ision we have no as­
surance that the farmer would start 
his control measures in time to do 
what he should expect it to do. This 
is particularly true in the case of 
the cotton flea-hopper which is an 
insect so small it Ls hard for the ave­
rage person to see unless he is fam­
iliar with it. And it does its damage 
by ruining the tiny squares just 
as they are forming and are still so 
small they are hardly noticeable

For the proper application of the 
different insectides — sulphur for 
the flea-hopper, calcium arsenate for 
the bull weevil and worms—there 
must be suitable dusting i>r .‘^ p̂iayin.; 
equipment. A haphazard insect con­
trol program is worse than no pro­
gram at all.

There are other difficulties to be 
overcome, but there is one straight 
road we can follow without hesita­
ting and that is the encouragement 
of an educational program seeing 
that the grower has the righ  ̂ infor­
mation at hand as to procedure t > 
follow and materials to use.

We all realize that the logical 
source of this information is our 
state extension services. We also re­
alize that these organizations are 
undermanned to carry on such a 
broad-gauge program. But there is 
another source of information which 
most of us often overlook—the com­
mercial organizations which manu­
facture or produce the products 
which are recommended for us  ̂ by 
our Experiment Stations.

It is well known by those who 
come into close %>ntact with the re­
alistic efforts being made to bring 
more efficiency into agricultural

m
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practices that these concerns have 
capable, well-trained men who can 
and do contribute much in educa­
tional w'ork among farmers and ran­
chers. It’s part of “good business 
practice", to be sure, but in this day 
and age w’hen “high-pressure" sales­
manship has gone out the window, 
all such supplements to commercial 
promotion must be conducted on a 
strict merit basis, especially when 
done on such a broad scale as the 
recommending of comprehensive ag­
ricultural programs demands.

In this state the w’ork of commer­
cial organizations in putting at the 
disposal of college and county agen­
cies equipment, materials and the 
services of their own entomologists 
is an encouraging manife.station of 
the willingness of these concern.s to 
do their part in creating effective 
machinery for fighting farm prob­
lems. Actually these men spend more 
time in making tests to determine 
whether infestation is the cause of a 
particular section’s cotton ti'oubles— 
and advising other measures if it 
isn’t—than they do in seeking place.s 
in which to apply the control mea­
sures, both cultural and insecticidal. 
That, too. is just good business prac­
tice. but at the same time a val­
uable service to farmers.

It is going to take the combined 
efforts of all—college, county, state 
and federal agencies, comntercial 
concerns, and the farmers them­
selves—to put the piogram o\er 
And. like charity, better farming 
“begins at home". That is. with in­
telligent approach to the problems ol 
local situations.

No one hears the complaint of the 
cotton farmers more often than the 
country banker. Mostly it takes the 
form of protesting that ke can’t 
raise cotton cheaply enougkt to sell 
it on the world market in compe­
tition with other countries. The first 
step toward correcting fiat—at least 
the first step that we can take for 
ourselves, right away—is the cutting 
of our cotton-raising osts.

We all know that th» cotton farm­
er can produce 200 lbs per acre just 
as cheaply up to pi:king time as 
when the yield is only 100 lbs., thus 
increased production per acre means 
lower production cost per pound, 
and it seems to me that one of the 
surest ways of widening the margin 
between the cost of production ^nd 
the selling price of cotton is a well- 
planned insect control program. All 
economicaly feasible steps should be 
taken to insure maximum produc­
tion per acre, at minimum cost.

The part that insect conrtol can 
play in bringing this sort of net 
profits to cotton farmers—and thus 
letting the country banker sit a lit­
tle more easily at his desk—may 
be quickly illustrated by figures on 
gross and net returns from sulphur 
dusting for flea-hopper conrtoi, in 
experiments in Calhoun county in 
1936 and 1937.

According to a comprehensive re­
port by K. P. Ewing and R. L. Mc- 
Garr of the U. S. Bureau of Entom.ol- 
oRy 2nd Plan Quarantine, tests on 
10 dusted plots in comparison with 
10 parallel untreated check plots 
showed gains of from 5.6 to 88.7 per 
cent in yield, w’ith an average gain 
of 31,8 per cent. In poundage, the 
average gain per farm was 167,5 
per acre, the expiriments being made 
on fields ranging from 17.5 to 76 
acres in size. Against this average 
gain of 167.5 pounds of cotton, the 
average poundage of sulphur used 
w’as 62.1 pounds and the av’erage 
cost—materials, equipment and labor 
—was $2.69 per acre.

Thus the average net profit, in 
money, from this type of flea-hopper 
control w'as $4.75 per acre, with a 
per-acre high, for a given farm, of 
$ 1 1 . 8 6 .

Here is an obvious, ready-to-hand, 
prov’ed method for cutting the per- 
pound net costs—which gets right 
down to the elementals of improving 
the cotton situation. Vigorous pro­
mulgation of this and other known 
insect-control measures seems to me 
to be a “natural" for getting quick 
realizable results while pushing the 
whole broad cotton-improvement 
program.

No Wheat Market 
Quotas For This 
Season

The wheat crop will not be sub­
ject to the marketing quota plan in 
1938, accordnig to Geo. Slaughter, 
Wharton, chairman of the Texas Ag­
ricultural Conservation Committee.

The new farm act set May 15 as 
the latest date for establishing a 
national wheat marketing quota, 
subject to a referendum by w'heat 
grow’ers, and also provides that no 
wheat quotas can be in effect dur­
ing the marketing year beginning 
July 1, 1938, unless provisions for 
parity payments have been made.

The Texas committee received 
word at its headquarters at Texas 
A. and M. College from AAA offi­
cials at Washington that the wheat 
marketing quota would have been 
proclaimed if parity payments had 
been provided for within the requir­
ed time. Slaughter said.

The farm act provides that the 
wheat quota shall be proclaimed 
when the total supply of wheat will 
exceed the normal year’s domestic 
consumption and exports by more 
than 35 percent.

The Division of Crop Estimates 
has indicated that the probable pro­
duction of winter wheat will be 754 
millit)n bushels and spring wheat 
around 200 million bushels, and 
there is a carryover of about 200 
million bushels.

The total supply of wheat is e.x- 
pected to be approximately 1,154,- 
000.000 bushels. This amount would 
be 400 to 450 million bu>hcls in ex ­
cess of the normal year’s domestic 
consumption and exports and about 
200 million bushels in excess of the 
marketing quota level.

Stockmen Warned To 
Make Preparations 
For Screwworms

“Prepare for the screw'worm in 
great numbers,” R. R. Reppert, en­
tomologist of the E.xtension Service 
of Texas A. and M. College, has 
warned Texas ranchmen.

The Bureau of Entomology and 
Plant Quarantine of the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture has forecast 
a severe infestation, probably worse 
than that of 1935, in many parts of 

I the Southwest, especially Texas and 
' Arizona.
j The screww’orm fly has started 
[ earlier than ever before. The infes­
tation in extreme Southwest Texas 

] had been held dowm by dry weather 
dumig the firsT part of the season, 
but the weather in other parts of 
the state has favored the rapid de­
velopment of the iq^ect.

The best way to protect livestock 
from screwworms, Reppert points 
out, is to examine animals frequent­
ly so that wounds may be treated 
before they are seriously infested. 
-Many ranchmen report that they 
have found it advisable to hold 
wounded or infested animals in small 
hospital traps, located on a high, 
open part of the range where flies 
are less abundant.

AGRICULTURAL NETS ARE 
LESS FOR MONTH IN 
THIS STATE

Cash income from the sales of 
crops, live stock, and live stock pro­
ducts in Texas during April was 
sharply below both the preceding 
month and the corresponding month 
last year, according to Dr. F. A. Bue- 
chel, assistant director of the Bu­
reau of Business Research, Univer­
sity of Texas. The April index for 
the State also mdicates a substan­
tial decline when compared with 
the base period, -1928-32.

Sharp declines in April in com­
parison with the month before and 
the like month last year are espec­
ially noticeable in the crop report­
ing districts of the H i^  Plains, the 
Permian Plains, and North Central 
Texas.

Total farm cash income for the 
State as compared by the Bureau 
was $20,921,000 in April, compared 
with $16,434,000 in March, and $27,- 

* 370,000 in April last year. The ave­
rage farm cash income during the 

' base period 1928-1932 was $26,076,- 
000.

The Federatidn id an “organization 
of organizations.” It seeks to better 
unite the sportsmen of Texas so that 
constructive steps may be taken to 
get more fish for the fishermen and 
more game for the hunter. Sports­
men’s organizations and others af­
filiate with the Feedration at a cost 
of $1 per year per organization. The 
Feedration has a central office in 
Austin, where it lets the lawmakers 
know the collective wishes of Texas’ 
army of 500,000 hunters and fish­
ermen. A reorganization drive to 
strengthen the Federation now’ is 
under w’ay, and within the next few 
months Texas sportsmen expect to 
be better organized than any in the 
United States.

Tax Valuations Of 
Spur School Are 
Announced

The school ta.x valuations within 
the Spur Indep>endent School District 
have decreased more than one-third 
during the past eight years. The to­
tal valuation in 1930 amounted to 
$3,300,000 while the present valua­
tion is only $2,012,000. This includes 
the two districts of Steel Hill and 
Tw’in Wells which have recently 
consolidated with the Spur Indepen­
dent School District.

Tax valuations within the original 
Steel Hill District since consolidating 
with the Spur District have increas­
ed over state and county valuations 
in total amount to $23.80. In other 
w’ords, the Spur School District tax 
within the original Steel Hill Dis­
trict is at the present time $23.80 
more than the State and County 
taxes. There are 12 1-4 sections in 
the original Steel Hill District, and 
this means an increase in school tax­
es of $1.94 per section; or 97c per 
half section; or 49c per quarter sec­
tion. The school tax rate in both dis­
tricts has been for some time $1.00 
per $100 valuation.

Thees figures are taken from the 
tax records in the County Tax As­
sessor’s Office at Dickens, and from 
the Spur School Tax Assessor’s Of­
fice in Spur. These records, as every 
one knows, are always available for 
public inspection.

At least a mil­
lion persons are expected to attend 
what may well prove to be the lar­
gest dinner party in history The 
proceeds will be sent to the inter­
nationally recognized American Ad­
visory Committe in China to be al­
located by that body for civilian re­
lief including the purchase of medi- 
cal supplies to stem epidemics of 
Cholera, typhus, diptheria, dv«;pn- 
tary and scarlet fever.

THE C I T Y  OF SPU R
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Wheat Prices Are At 
Lowest Since 1933 
With Large Crop 
In Prospect

Domestic wheat markets dropped 
during the first week in June to the 
lowest point in nearly five years, ac­
cording to the Weekly Grain Mar­
ket Review of the Bureau of Agri­
cultural Economics. Markets were 
influenced by favorable crop pros­
pects and by trade forecasts of a 
record harvest. A somewhat firmer 
situation developed toward the close 
of the period, however, with some 
improvement in export trade and 
reports of unfavorable harvesting 
weather m parts of the winter wheat 
belt.

While domestic wheat prices drop­
ped to the lowest point since 1933, 
influenced by continued good pros­
pects for both winter and spring 
"wheat, no important changes occur­
red in the general wheat situation. 
Some trade estimators forecast a to­
tal winter and spring wheat harvest 
of over a billion bushels, which, if 
realized, would be the largest total 
crop on record. The Government’s 
official forecast of production of 
winter wheat and of condition of 
spring wheat will be issued June 
10. Prospects continued good in the 
Canadian prairie provinces with 
conditions at the first of June indi­
cating a crop about double that har­
vested last season, according to trade 
estimates. Rains benefitted European 
crops but light yields are indicated 
in Italy, Greece, and most Balkan 
countries. Wheat seeding is now 
about 75 per cent completed in Ar­
gentina with the soil in excellent 
condition and early sown wheat 
germinating satisfactorily. L i g h t  
rains were helpful in parts of Aus­
tralia but moisture is still inade­
quate.

Harvesting of the new winter 
w’heat crop started in southern Kan­
sas and was w’ell underway in Ok­
lahoma and Texas. Little change oc­
curred in the stem rust situation, ac­
cording to Department of Agricul­
ture observers. Most of the wheat in 
Texas east of the high plains is ei­
ther ripe or in hard dough and stem 
rust in general is not causing appre­
ciable damage except in a relatively 
small area near Denton. Rust was 
still light in Oklahoma during the 
last week in May. There were rela­
tively small amounts in Kansas and 
only occasional fields in which it 
could be found in Missouri. Stem 
rust has not yet been found north of 
Kansas and Missouri.

A few cars of new hard winter 
W’h e a t  from southern Oklahoma ar­
rived at Fort Worth and graded 
mostly No. 1, but with protein run­
ning lower than for the same station 
last year.

advocated by R. E. Dickson to ranch­
men of this section, was to bring 
about clearer grasslands for grazing 
stock. Mesquite growth was express­
ly pictured as detrimental to the 
grass crop, and is outlined as an 
economical move in going to the ex­
pense of removing the denser growth 
from range,

C. E. Fisher, departmental expiert 
with the Station here, gave some 
instructive pointers in his talk on 
pasture management, and grasses, 
and expressed the opinion that a 
thorough study of the relationship 
of grazing to pen feeding w’as profit­
able to the ranchman in rounding 
out his year-end profits from cattle.

B, C. Langley, the Spur Station’s 
conservation specialist, is keen for 
more attention to be given to w’ater 
storage. Pointing out disadvantages 
of run-off W’ater, w’ith respiect to 
soil as w’ell as loss of moisture, he 
terms an arrangement to hold water 
in the soil w’hcre it falls the most 
beneficial to land and plants.

Build

ONE of the most imporianl things 
to keep in mind when you are 

planning to build is the arrange­
ment of closet space. Closets are 
indispensable and should be in­
stalled wherever required as far as 
the cost of the house warrants. In 
inexpensive houses, where space is 
necessarily scarce, closets are v-ed 
sparingly. When possible each bed­
room should have a large closeL 
These closets should be provided 
W’ith high shelves and with strips 
for hooks, and may l>e fitted with 
any of the patented devices for 
hanging clothing. The doors should 
open so as to admit direct daylight 
or lamplight. Also there should be 
a good-sized closet connected with 
the kitchen, one with the laundry, 
and one lor coats, etc., in connection 
with the hall. It is desirable to have 
a closet for linen, one for china and 
cedar closets for the storage of win­
ter clothing and blankets.

» • •
If your house is to have a collar 

make it serve you well. The average 
cellar is a sort of catch-all, and is 
apt to contain a miscellaneous col­
lection of objects, many of which 
are useless. A modern cellar should 
l>e properly designed for certain 
function^. The heating apparatus, 
of course, is a prime necessity and 
should 1)6 thoughtfully located The 
laundry is frequently located in the 
cellar and should be closed off so as 
to be free from dust By partition­
ing off the cellar with tight, dust- 
proof partitions a large game room 
can sometimes be located there. 
Such a room may be used as a play 
room for the children Closets for 
storage purposes also may be built 
into any w’ell planned cellar.

West Texas Utilities 
Does Its Part In 
Rebuilding

The job of rebuilding the pictur­
esque litle town of Clyde, struck last 
Friday by a tornado which took a 
toll of 14 liv'es and nearly $100,000 
in property damage, includes con­
struction of many blocks of electric 
distribution lines, according to W. R. 
Weaver, local manager of the West 
Texas Utilities Company, who said 
speedy restoration of light and pow­
er in the unstricken portion of the 
village had been cited as “greatly 
facilitating rescue work.”

Despite the tangled jnass of poles 
and lines, uprooted and hurled into 
the jumble of splinters from some 
20 homes and 19 freight cars, lights 
were on again in Clyde only 32 min­
utes after the storm first struck the 
company’s 66,000 volt line a few 
miles north. The “juice was cut off 
almost instantly so that there vv̂ as no 
danger from “ live wires” when the 
tornado swirled into the residential 
section.

“Our service men from Baird, in 
charge of the electric system at Clyde 
were on the scene in 30 minutes,” 
W. R. Weaver said. “The first line 
went out at 8:27 P. M., lights were 
on again at 8:59 P. M., and our first 
emergency truck and crew was in 
the stricken area at 9:15 P. M., help­
ing to disentangle both liv'ing and 
dead from the debris when the first 
highway patrol arrived.”

Damage to the electric system was 
estimated *at less than $10,000, he 
said.

“While the storm’s visitation was 
one of death and destruction,” said 
H. H. Monk, WTU district manager 
of Cisco who vv'as reared at Clyde, 
“ it served to reveal the splendid spi­
rit of cooperation existing in our or­

ganization and the capable system 
built through the years to meet just 
such emergencies. Towns served by 
WTU have the protection of a train­
ed staff of men whose loyalty ex­
tends far beyond the company itself 
and into the homes of those it ser­
ves.”
