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Agricultural Assail 
Is Organized At 
Duck Creek, Friday

What is wrong with agriculture? 
Why will a bale of cotton not pay 
lor a cultivator, now, as it would 
a few years ago? These are some 
of the pxjignant questions with which 
County Agent G. J. Lone prefaced i 
his address to a group of farm fam- i 
ilies from the south side of Dickens 
County at Duck Creek school house, j 
Friday night, August 12. His furth- j 
er remarks to the effect that the 
solution to farm problerfts will come  ̂
only through adequate organization, j 
By being organized, some of the' 
dairy states of the North were able 
to influence national legislation to 
such an extent that it seemed for a 
while that farmers of the South! 
would not be permitted to feed grain 
sorghums, raised on retired acres,' 
to their livestock. Protection to 
prices, through tariff legislation can' 
be gained only by being organized. 
Through organization at least one  ̂
state has been able to cause the pass- | 
age of a law to the effect that “ tax 
free” securities must be rendered  ̂
for taxation before 3 years or b e - ; 
come void: thus equalizing taxation 
according to the ability to pay. The 
farmers of Texas may hope to shift 
some of their tax burdens, in like 
manner, when their organizations 
become as strong as some of the op­
posing industrial organizations.

Information concerning the gov­
ernment’s farm program can best be 
distributed to farmers through the 
meetings of an agricultural associa­
tion.

Miss Jean Day, Home Demonstra­
tion Agent, gave some ideas of the 
woman’s part in such an association 
and some specific suggestions fo r , 
organization. |

The above committees were chosen 
after careful consideration, for upon 
them will rest a large share of the 
responsibility for the success of the 
meetings. But each individual is in 
an equal degree responsible, and 
should respond willingly to any re­
quests for service from these com­
mitteemen.

All families from this section of 
Dickens County are urged to come. 
If is the aim of the sponsors to make 
these meetings of interest to men, 
women, and children: but in this, as 
in all other movements, “ the fellow 
who puts most into it is the one who 
will get the most out of it.”

Miss Day had charge of a recrea­
tion period after which refreshments 
of iced tea and cookies were served 
by the ladies.

Come and 
participate in furthering a program 
to promote more and better “ infor­
mation, legislation, and recreation” 
for farm families.—Reporter.

Washington—About this time of 
year merchants and jobbers in ev­
ery section of the country take in­
ventory of goods: on hand, and scan 
the business skies for possible signs 
of how much stock they should lay 
in for fall and winter trade.

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Hunting Laws Are 
Regulated More 
This Year

According to the Monthly Bulle­
tin of the Texas Game, Fish and 
Oyster Commission, Dove hunters 
of Texas will not be subjected to a 
series of conflicting regulations such 
as confused them last year.

Open season this year on both 
Ynourning and white-winged doves 
will be from September 1 to October 
31, in Dickens and nearby counties 
Some variations are made, however, 
in counties south of Kent. The sea 
son over other southern counties will 
not open until September 15.

According to Jim Cannon, State 
Game Warden for this area, pro­
visions are also made for duck hun­
ters.
f He states that under the new 
federal migatory waterfowl regula­
tions announced recently, Texas duck 
hunters will have a 45-day open sea­
son this year compared to a 30-day 
open season in 1937; and in addition 
may shoot a limited number of the 
species heretofore protected.

The open season on ducks and 
geese, Wilson’s snipe or jacksnipe, 
and coot, is from November 15 to 
December 29. Not only has the open 
season on ducks and geese been 
lengthened, but the possession limits 
have been doubled.

The bag limit on ducks, except the 
wook duck, is ten in the aggregate of 
all kinds, the same as last season, 
but the possession limit has been 
doubled to 20 in the aggregate. Now 
hunters may take three canv’asbacks 
redheads, buffleheads or ruddy ducks 
in their daily bag, or an aggregate 
of three birds of the different species. 
The possession limit for these ducks 
is si.x of any single species, or six in ' 
the aggregate.

As was the case last year, water- 
fowl and coot may be hunted in 
season from 7:00 a. m. to 4:00 p. m.

Cannon says the chief restrictions 
of baiting, etc., remain the same 
as last year, and asks that hunters 
abide by such rulings.

Dons Treat Good 
Seed Like a Step­
child, Says Expert

By T. C. RICH ARDSON, Sec., 
Breeder-Feeder .Association

At this time of the year seed for 
fall crops demand consideration. 
Whether for fall garden or field 
crops, it is easier and usually cheap­
er to buy seed ahead of the main 
planting season. It is just too bad, 
with the ground all ready and the 
season right, the seed are not on hand 
and local seed stores have sold out. 
One or two days difference in plant­
ing under the erratic weather and 
soil moisture conditions of the South­
west. often means the difference be­
tween a good stand and a poor one. 
And a poor stand means a poor 
yield. In the fall, when approach­
ing winter limits growth, planting 
at the proper time and under the best 
possible conditions, is even more im­
portant than in spring.

Getting the land ready—making 
a good seed bed is (next to good 
seed) the best insurance of getting a 
good stand and giving the seedlings 
a healthy start in life. It is not too 
much to .sry that, of all things with­
in the farmer’s control, good seed 
and a good seed-bed are the most 
important factors in production. It 
is too late to materially improve the 
condition of the soil by tilling after 
the crop is growing, and seed worth 
planting deser\-e something better 
than the treatment of a step-child.

Different crops require different 
seed-bed preparation, but no prepa­
ration fit for planting can be done 
after planting time is upon us. Crops 
which need a firm seed-bed must be 
anticipated by plowing long enough 
in advance to permit the .soil to .set­
tle. or el.se extra work must be done 
with the cultipacker or some sub­
stitute to firm the sub-surface and 
pulverize the surface .soil.

The fall garden is the most impor­
tant piece of ground on the farm, 
and will amply repay all the work 
put into it before planting time. In 
a large measure the same is true of 
field crops, with especial emphasis 
on alfalfa, sweet clover, vetch and 
small grass seeds whi.*h must bo 
covered lightly by fine .soil, and yet 
require a firm subsoil.

The Southwest is planting more 
oats, barley, wheat, rye gra.ss and 
clovers for winter grazing than ever 
before, and the earlier they are 
sown the more grazing may be ex­
pected. Where they are grown pri­
marily for the grain, the small grains 
will often pay a profit from grazing 
alone. In the colder sections of the 
Southwest wheat and rye grass, 
which are more resistant to cold 
than oats or barley, furnish most 
winter grazing. Rye grass is also 
increasing in popularity in the Gulf 
Coast region where rust often short­
ens the grazing poriod of oats and 
barley.

The Texas Experiment Station 
(Bulletin No. 539) reports that bar­
ley furnished more fall and early 
winter grazing than other crops, but 
Italian rye grass supplied by far the 

■greatest amount of grazing in March, 
April and May. The two on the same 
farm giv’e a much longer grazing sea­
son than any one crop, and the rye 
grass is at its best after livestock 
must be removed from fields which 
are cxpjected to produce a grain crop.

Green winter pastures supply the 
all-important vitamins which dry 
feed lacks, and contribute greatly to 
the health and growth of livestock 
and poultry. The time is fast ap­
proaching when every good farmer 
will sow his winter pastures as reg­
ularly as the seasons come around.

It is already a common practice to 
graze wheat, oats and barley where 
they are grown for grain, and if ju­
diciously practiced, does not reduce 
the grain crop. In fact under some 
conditions the yield of grain is in­
creased by grazing.

Dairy cows, sheep and laying hens 
probably respond most profitably to 
green winter pastures, but all kinds 
of livestock thrive better and cost 
less to produce through use of pas­
tures, winter or summer.

Some plans will require 
machinery, pure-bred sires, or other 
facilities which must be provided 
through a community or cooperative 
service loan. Applications for this 
cooperative type of loan are also be­
ing received.

Tenure arrangements which fav'or 
a program of improvements on the 
farm are being made by FS.\ bor­
rowers where possible, Mr. McKin­
ney said. Copies of a lease form 
providing for imporvements are now 
available at the supervisor’s office 
in Spur, he stated.

World’s Poultry Congress Big 
Value To Texas Poultrymen

DO YOU KNOW—

Texas poultrymen are already pre­
paring to take an active part in the 
Seventh World’s Poultry Congress 
and Exposition to be held in Cleve­
land July 28 to August 7, 1939, when 
some 500 delegates from sixty or 
more countries will assemble to dis­
cuss poultry matters and veiw ex­
hibits of the best developments in 
poultry and poultry equipment. Ad­
justments in marketing processei 
that will smoothe out the business 
end of poultry production w’ill also 
receive attention.

This great conference is held only 
once every three years. The last 
one was at Leipzig, Germany, when 
forty-one countries were represent­
ed. The first session w’as held at 
The Hague in 1921 with twenty- 
seven countries participating. Later 
sessions were in Barcelona, Ottawa, 
London, and Rome. This seventh 
session is the first to be held in 
this country and comes at a time 
when American poultrymen, and 
oarticularly Texas poultrymen can 
•?ain much advantage from the con­
gress. Just now Texas poultrymer: 
have op>en to them a brilliart op 
portunity in production of turkej 
eggs for hatching. In fact, at this 
moment one large dealer is seeking 
500,000 turkey eggs for hatching 
which means $75,000.00 worth of 
business which Texas turkey raisers 
may try for. The successful filling 
of such orders with eggs of desired 
quality would mean repeat orders of 
larger and larger proportions as the 
years go by. With natural climatic 
and geographic advantages Texas 
poultrymen hold a commanding po­
sition in securing sizeable poultry 
business and no doubt they will take 
a leading place in this session of the 
World’s Congress, both in the dis­
cussions and in the exhibits.

These congresses have stimulated 
consumption of poultry and poultry 
products wherever held and the 
forthcoming session may be expect­
ed to do no less. Teachers, exten­
sion workers, and other educational 
groups will be shown the last 'vord 
in tempting preparation of eggs and 
poultry and may be expected lo car­
ry their impressions to all parts of 
the country. Research workers of 
all countries will be in attendance 
and report the last word in theii 
findings.

The Texas Exp>eriment Station has 
maintained poultry research for a 
number of years and has mad  ̂many 
definite contributions to the know­
ledge required for successful poul­
try production as well as the effec­
tive distribution and use of these 
products. R. M. Sherwood, Ch«ef of 
the Division has participated in all 
movements to promote the industry 
and to place the business*on a suc­
cessful plane. He is a member of 
the Committee on Nutrition in the 
preparation of the program for the 
World’s Congress and is a member 
of the Executive committee, the Ex­
ecutive Board and the membership 
committee of the Texas Poultry Or­
ganization through which the indus­
try is to have definite coaching not 
only in exhibits, but in leading to 
successful sales of Texas poultry.

The Texas Baby Chick Association 
which meets in Fort Worth, August 
29-31 in its fifteenth Annual Con­
vention will devote an entire half­
day to stimulation of interest and 
planning activities leading to proper 
participation in the forthcoming con­
gress. The officers of this organ­
ization will devote much time and 
effort during the coming months to 
the encouragement of a creditable 
showing by Texas in the World’s 
Congress.
