Questions regarding the
optimum use of nitrogen and
the effect of nitrogen prices
are back again for this
production season. It
appears that the pattern for
nitrogen prices 1s following
the price pattern of 2001.

There are four things to
keep in mind regarding
nitrogen fertilization for the
2003 crop year.

I. Account for all soil
nitrogen sources. Residual
nitrogen is important when
the price of nitrogen is high
and a simple nitrate soil test
can determine the amount
and where it is located.

2. Remember that the
nitrogen fertilizer prices do
not have a dramatic impact
on profit maximizing yield
and the optimum N rate.

3. Use the best management
practices (BPM’s) that are
appropriate for the producers
operation. Fertilizer
placement and timing will
have a great effect on the
nitrogen use efficiency.

4. Make sure that all of the
other nutrients are in
adequate supply. A fertility
program that balances the
levels of all the plant
nutrients, ensures the use
efficiency of nitrogen as well
as the other imputes will be
maximized for both
economic and environmental
returns.
