First United Methodist Church marks its centennial

characterized the centen-
nial celebration of 
Dimmitt s First United 
Methodist Church fol-
lowing four days of spe-
cial services. 

Near-capacity crowds 
gathered under the big 
orange "celebration tent" 
on the church s parking 
lot for an Old-Fashioned 
Singing and Ice Cream 
Social last Thursday 
night, a Cowboy Fellow-
ship Service and Water-
melon Bash Friday 
evening, and Youth Night 
with a hamburger feed 
and dance Saturday 
night. The celebration 
climaxed with a special 
worship service Sunday 
morning in the sanctu-
ary. 

Church officials re-
ported that 239 current 
and former members 
signed the attendance 
books Sunday, along 
with Methodist leaders 
from North Texas and 
New Mexico, and that 
210 stayed for a barbe-
cue lunch following the 
service. 

Sunday s service fea-
tured an original centen-
nial liturgy written by 
Rev. Ichtertz, and sermon 
by Bishop D. Max 
Whitfield of Albuquer-
que. Lubbock District 
Supt. Jimmy Nunn also 
participated in the wor-
ship service, as did sev-
eral appointed members 
of the congregation. 

Four persons repre-
senting all generations 
took .part in a ceremony 
that climaxed with the 
baptism of Katie 
Clayton, infant daughter 
of Matt and Tori Baker 
Clayton. 

Special family guests 
were Donald and Mary 
Clayton, the child s 
grandparents; Donald 
and Ann Kelley and 
Wheat, all of Springlake. 

Other family members 
who were there included 
James and Sandra Baker, 

maternal grandparents; 
Cheryl Brown; and Frank, 
Jamie, Reagan and Brenna 
Mendoza, all of Dimmitt. 

Donald Wright, Allan 
Bradley, Ben Sides and 
Wendy Bradford read state-
ments of commitment on 
behalf of their generations 
while passing along a vial 
containing Jordan River wa-
ter, which was used by Rev. 
Rusty Dickerson, former 
pastor, for the baptismal 
anointing.

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County, DISD set budget hearings

Both the Dimmitt Independent 
School District and Castro County 
will have hearings to set the tax rate 
for the coming year. In neither 
case, is the proposed tax rate 
increased to the rollback point. 

For the DISD, their hearing is set 
for noon on Aug. 29 at the 
Administration Building. 

Castro County commissioners  

will have their budget hearing at 
5:30 p.m. on Sept. 12. 

DISD has been at a disadvan-
tage trying to set up its budget 
because the Legislature has been 
unable to decide how to finance 
public education in Texas. 

"To a degree, we ye been in 
limbo," said DISD Business Man-
ager Vicki Eaton. "Finally, we had 
to move on and base what we re 
doing on current law. 

This year is unusual, she said, in 
that the district is changing the date 
of its fiscal year from September 1 
to July 1, which means that for this 
year only, she had to come up with 
a 10-month budget. The reason for 
the change, she said, is because the 
district, like all public schools, 
receives numerous federal grants 
and the federal budgetary year 
starts on July 1. 

This year the district has lost  

about $42 million in taxable 
property, mostly because of the 
shutdown of Cargill. However, it 
gained about $10 million, giving 
them a loss of $32 million overall. 

"We re scaling back the rev-
enue as well expenses, so it s a true 
budget," she said. 

Superintendent Les Miller said 
that some of the information that s 
been getting out - mainly from 
legislators isn t exactly accurate  

about what s going on in the 
schools. 

"They re saying there s no 
teacher raises," he said. "That s 
not true. They 11 get a step raise 
until they reach the maximum. 
What they re talking about is that 
the Legislature hasn t redone the 
20-step plan and worked in 
increases there. But teachers will 
get a raise this year - not a whole

Wreck claims 
Hawkins life 

Rhonda 	Michelle 
Hawkins, 33, of Dimmitt 
was killed Friday night in a 
one-car rollover that hap-
pened on FM 1062, about 17 
miles northeast of Hereford, 
according to a spokesman 
for the Department of Public 
Safety. The accident oc-
curred about 7:40 p.m.; she 
was pronounced dead at the 
scene at 9:30 p.m. by Deaf 
Smith County Justice of the 
Peace Eileen Behunn. 

According to the DPS 
report, Hawkins was driving 
a 1999 Dodge pickup west-
bound when her vehicle 
veered off the roadway to 
the right and she over-
corrected, sending the ve-
hicle across the roadway to 
the left, crossing both lanes, 
going into the left-hand 
ditch. The pickup spun one-
half turn and rolled over 
more than once, the report 
said, ejecting Hawkins, who 
was not wearing a seatbelt. 

She was a graduate of 
Hereford High School. Sur-
vivors include her mother 
and step-father, Vickie and 
Jerry Shaffer; a daughter, 
Sandra Navarette; a grand-
daughter, Alizandria Nevaeh 
Zepeda, all of Dimmitt; a 
brother, Ronnie Hawkins of 
Hereford. For a complete 
obituary, please see Page 6. 

Gas-saving tips 
Industry analysts say our 

record high gas prices are 
likely to climb even higher 
and everyone is either 
driving around in circles to 
find the lowest price or just 
griping about them. 
According to experts, extra 
miles can be squeezed out 
of every fill-up if drivers 
followed a few simple 
rules. 

* Lighten the car s load 
by removing all 
unnecessary items from the 
trunk, such as the bag of 
sand and shovel-  from the 
winter. Every 200 pounds 
of weight reduces gas 
efficiency by one mile per 
gallon. If you have to carry 
a lot of baggage, avoid 
using a roof-top container, 
which will increase the air 
drag. If you drive a pick-
up truck, the open bed will 
have the same impact, so 
put a cover on it.

Do you know the easiest way to put in eye drops or 
ointment? Most people don't. Consequently, they feel 
awkward, or worse, they don't get the proper of medicine. 

Don't try to put in eye drops while lying down. You may get 
a drop in, but more likely, you'll just miss the eye itself. It's 
easiest if you work in good light. First, pull down the lower 
eyelid with your index finger. This will create a small 
"pocket" in this lower part of the lid. with your other hand 
hold the bottle of eye drops and gently squeeze the' drops into 
this pocket. Eye ointment also can be squeezed into the 
pocket. Do your best not to touch the tip of the bottle to 
the eye. The_drop or ointment will then spread 

:itself 'over the .eye. Vrith;you, normal blinking.

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Why are we in Iraq and are we willing to stay? 

(Editor's Note: You may 
not agree politically with 
what the General says, but 
please take the time to read it 
thoroughly and then think 
about it.)

This WAR is for REAL. 
To get out of a difficulty, one 
usually must go through it. 
Our country is now facing 
the most serious threat to its 
existence, as we know it, 
that we have faced in your 
lifetime and mine (which 
includes WWII). The deadly 
seriousness is greatly com-
pounded by the fact that 
there are very few of us who 
think we can possibly lose 
this war and even fewer who 
realize what losing really 
means. •

	First, let's examine a few 
basics: 

1. When did the threat to 
us start? Many will say 
September 1 1 th, 2001. The 
answer as far as the United 
States is concerned is 1979, 
22 years prior to September 
2001, with the following 
attacks on us: Iran Embassy 
Hostages, 1979; 

Beirut, Lebanon Embassy

1983; 
Beirut, Lebanon Marine 

Barracks 1983; 
Lockerbie, Scotland Pan-

Am flight to New York 
1988; 

First New York World 
Trade Center attack 1993; 

Dhahran, Saudi Arabia 
Khobar Towers Military 
complex 1996; 

Nairobi, Kenya US 
Embassy 1998; 

Dares Salaam, Tanzania 
US Embassy 1998; 

Aden, Yemen USS Cole 
2000; 

New York World Trade 
Center 2001; 

Pentagon 2001. (Note 
that during the period from 
1981 to 2001 there were 
7,581 terrorist attacks 
worldwide). 

2. Why were we attacked? 
Envy of our position, our 
success, and our freedoms. 
The attacks happened dur-
ing the administrations of 
Presidents Carter, Reagan, 
Bush 1, Clinton and Bush 2. 
We cannot fault either the 
Republicans or Democrats 
as there were no provoca-
tions by any of the presi-
dents or their immediate 
predecessors, Presidents  

Ford or Carter. 
3. Who were the attack-

ers? In each case, the 
attacks on the US were 
carried out by Muslims. 

4. What is the Muslim 
population of the World? 
25 percent. 

5. Isn't the Muslim 
Religion peaceful? Hope-
fully, but that is really not 
material. There is no doubt 
that the predominately 
Christian population of Ger-
many was peaceful, but 
under the dictatorial leader-
ship of Hitler (who was also 
Christian), that made no 
difference. You either went 
along with the administra-
tion or you were eliminated. 
There were 5 to 6 million 
Christians killed by the 
Nazis for political reasons 
(including 7,000 Polish 
priests). Thus, almost the 
same number of Christians 
were killed by the Nazis, as 
the six million holocaust 
Jews who were killed by 
them, and we seldom heard 
of anything other than the 
Jewish atrocities. 

Although Hitler kept the 
world focused on the Jews, 
he had no hesitancy about 
killing anyone who got in 
his way of exterminating 
the Jews or of taking over 
the world - German, Chris-
tian or any others. 

Same with the Muslim 
terrorists. They focus the 
world on the US, but kill all 
in the way - their own 
people or the Spanish, 
French or anyone else. The 
point here is that just like the 
peaceful Germans were of 
no protection to anyone 
from the Nazis, no matter 
how many peaceful Mus-
lims there may be, they are 
no protection for us from 
the terrorist Muslim leaders 
and what they are fanati- 
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cally bent on doing -- by their 
own pronouncements - 
killing all of us "infidels." I 
don't blame the peaceful 
Muslims. What would you 
do if the choice was shut up 
or die? 

6. So who are we at war 
with? There is no way we can 
honestly respond that it is 
anyone other than the Mus-
lim terrorists. Trying to be 
politically correct and avoid 
verbalizing this conclusion 
can well be fatal. There is no 
way to win if you don't 
clearly recognize and articu-
late who you are fighting. So 
with that background, now to 
the two major questions: 

1. Can we lose this war? 
2. What does losing really 

mean? If we are to win, we 
must clearly answer these 
two pivotal questions. We 
can definitely lose this war, 
and _as anomalous as it may 
sound, the major reason we 
can lose is that so many of us 
simply do not fathom the 
answer to the second ques-
tion - What does losing 
mean? It would appear that a 
great many of us think that 
losing the war means hang-
ing our heads, bringing the 
troops home and going on 
about our business, like post 
Vietnam. This is as far from 
the truth as one can get. What 
losing really means is: We 
would no longer be the 
premier country in the world. 
The attacks will not subside, 
but rather will steadily in-
crease. Remember, they-want 
us dead, not just quiet. 

If they had just wanted us 
quiet, they would not have 
produced an increasing se-
ries of attacks against us, 
over the past 18 years. The 
plan was clearly, for terrorist 
to attack us, until we were 
neutered and submissive to 
them. We would of course 
have no future support from 
other nations, for fear of 

i reprisals and for the reason 
that they would see, we are 
impotent and cannot help 
them. 

They will pick off the other 
non-Muslim nations, one at a 
time. It will be increasingly 
easier for them. They already 
hold Spain hostage. It doesn't 
matter whether it was right or  

wrong for Spain to withdraw 
its troops from Iraq. 

Spain did it because the 
Muslim terrorists bombed 
their train and told them to 
withdraw the troops. Any-
thing else they want Spain to 
do will be done. Spain is 
finished. 

The next will probably be 
France. Our one hope on 
France is that they might see 
the light and realize that if 
we don't win, they are 
finished too, in that they 
can't resist the Muslim 
terrorists without us. How-
ever, it may already be too 
late for France. France is 
already 20 percent Muslim 
and fading fast! 

If we lose the war, our 
production, income, exports 
and way of life will all 
vanish as we know it. After 
losing, who would trade or 
deal with us, if they were 
threatened by the Muslims. 
If we can't stop the Muslims, 
how could anyone else? 

The Muslims fully know 
what is riding on this war, 
and therefore are com-
pletely committed to win-
ning, at any cost. We better 
know it too and be likewise 
committed to winning at any 
cost. 

Why do I go on at such 
lengtls_about the results_of 
losing? Simple. Until we 
recognize the costs of 
losing, we cannot unite and 
really put 100 percent of our 
thoughts and efforts into 
winning. And it is going to 
take that 100 percent effort 
to win. 

So, how can we lose the 
war? Again, the answer is 
simple. We can lose the war 
by "imploding." That is, 
defeating ourselves by re-
fusing to recognize the 
enemy and their purpose, 
and really digging in and 
lending full support to the 
war effort. 

If we are united, there is 
no way that we can lose. If 
we continue to be divided, 
there is no way that we can 
win! Let me give you a few 
examples of how we simply 
don't comprehend the life 
and death seriousness of this 
situation. 

President Bush selects 
Norman Mineta as Secretary 
of Transportation. Although 
all of the terrorist attacks 
were committed by Muslim  

men between 17 and 40 
years of age, Secretary 
Mineta refuses to allow 
profiling. 

Does that sound like we 
are taking this thing seri-
ously? 

This is war! For the 
duration, we are going to 
have to give up some of the 
civil rights we have become 
accustomed to. 

We had better be prepared 
to lose some of our civil 
rights temporarily or we will 
most certainly lose all of 
them permanently. And 
don't worry that it is a 
slippery slope. 

We gave up plenty of civil 
rights during WWII, and 
immediately restored them 
after the victory and in fact 
added many more since 
then. 

Do I blame President 
Bush or President Clinton 
before him? No, I blame us 
for blithely assuming we can 
maintain all of our Political 
Correctness, and all of our 
civil rights during this con-
flict and have a clean, 
lawful, honorable war. 

None of those words 
apply to war. Get them out of 
your head. 

Some have gone so far in 
their criticism of the war and/ 
or the Administration that it 
almost seems they would 
literally like to see us lose.. I 
hasten to add that this isn't 
because they are disloyal. It 
is because they just don't 
recognize what losing means. 
Nevertheless, that conduct 
gives the impression to the 
enemy that we are divided 
and weakening. It concerns 
our friends, and it does great 
damage to our cause. Of 
more recent vintage, the 
uproar fueled by the politi-
cians and media regarding 
the treatment of some pris-
oners of war, perhaps exem-
plifies best what I am saying. 
We have recently had an 
issue, involving the treat-
ment of a few Muslim 
prisoners of war, by a small 
group of our military police. 
These are the type prisoners 
who just a few months ago 
were throwing their own 
people off buildings, cutting 
off their hands, cutting out 
their tongues and otherwise 
murdering their own people 
just for disagreeing with

lot, about 3 percent." 

Miller said the district has tightened its belt to keep 
expenses down for the taxpayers. 

"We ve lost 10 positions through attrition," he said. 
"When those people left, we ye assigned their duties to 
others in the district. We haven t cut any classroom 
programs." 

Castro County Commissioners have wrestled with 
decreasing revenues also due to the shutdown of Cargill. 
However, despite what they said last year, commissioners 
were able to retain the employees insurance program at 
the same level as last year - at a cost of more than $7,000 
per person. The county s proposed budget for the coming 
fiscal year is $3.5 million dollars, up slightly from last 
year. However, $111,000 of that money will be coming  

from state coffers to pay for the Help Americans Vote Act, 
said County Judge Bill Sava. 

"Gasoline expenses were one of the biggest items we had 
to content with," Sava said. "But we have to keep the roads 
maintained. I call it a truly balanced budget. We re asking for. 
the revenue we need but we re not asking for any more than 
that." 

The County could have asked for 7.1 cents per $100 
valuation and not exceeded the rollback numbers, however, 
commissioners chose to ask for 6.8 cents per $100 valuation 
on a 4-1 vote. The lone dissent was from Commissioner Bay 
Baldridge who had earlier asked commissioners to approve 
the 7.1 figure. His motion died for lack of a second. 

On Monday, commissioners voted 4-1, again with 
Baldridge as the lone dissenter, not to give an additional 
$11,600 to the district attorney to take the place of a grant that 
had been paying part of the salary of investigator Delbert 
Morris. The district attorney had said he could come up with  

$500 a month out of the hot check fund to help compensate 
for the lack of state funding, but Commissioner Dan 
Schmucker, who made the motion not to allow the 
additional $11,600 reminded commissioners that when the 
program was approved they were told it wouldn t cost the 
county any money. The county was already paying part of 
the investigator s salary, which was $25,392 last year - the 
grant was about $15,000. This however, doesn t mean that 
the investigator position will be eliminated, Sava said, 
noting that the district attorney may make other moves to 
accommodate Morris.
