Have Ten Days to 

Cast Their Ballot 

COUNTY TAX IS 
LOWERED ONE 

CENT FOR 1931 
County Rate Lowered One Cent 

By Commissioners Court 
This Month. 

Absentee voters in the sec-
ond, or run-off primary, to be 
held on Saturday, August 23, 
are required to file their ballots 
with the county clerk between 
August 13 and 20, and the same 
proceedure is used in this as in 
absentee voting for the July pri-
mary. 

Since the State ballot was not 
arranged until Mondy of this 
week, when the State commit-
tee met in Dallas, it will be Fri-
day, August 16, before ballots 
for absentee voting in Castro 
County are available. 

Over 50 absentee votes were 
cast in the July primary but not 
as many are expected in the 
August run-off. 

In session this week, the com-
missioners' court of Castro 
County made a reduction of one 
cent in the county tax rate for 
next year, fixing the total at 
72c on the $100 valuation, divid-
ed as follows:

State Rate Raised 

Information from Austin re-
cently conveyed the information 
that the State Automatic Tax 
Board had raised the State rate 
one cent for next year, making 
it 69c on the $100 valuation. 

This will make taxes in Cas-
tro County the same rate as of 
this year, despite the fad that 
our county rate has been lower-
ed by the commissioners' court.

Crew Working on 
Lines in City 

Construction crews started 
this week on the city gas mains 
for the West Texas Gas Co., 
who will furnish Dimrnitt with 
this natural convenience the 
coming winter. Considerable 
pipe .has arrived and been dis-
tributed over the city, and con-
nections were being made by 
welding crews Tuesday, prepar-
atory to laying the mains in 
the alleys. The ditching ma-
chine has arrived, and will prob-
ably be put on the job at an 
early date. 

Without unforseen interfer-
ences, it is an assured fact that 
Dimmitt will have natura! gas 
early next winter, or possibly 
before. 

WORK ON NEW 
SOUTH HI-WAY 

TO START SOON 
Material Ordered and Work to 

Be Started by Castro Coun-
ty at Early Date. 

According to Sam Allen, Com-
missioner of Precinct No. 1, and 
in which section the Plainview-
Dimmitt Highway will traverse, 
material for the fences were or-
deied this week, and just as soon 
as it arrives, work will be start-
ed on the right-of-way. 

Bonds in the amount of $5,-
000 were recently sold by the 
commissioners' court, with 
which to pay assessed damages 
for the right-of-way, which will 
parellel the Ft. Worth & Den-
ver from this city, thru Hart, di-
rectly into the Hale county me-
tropolis. At the July meeting 
of the court, according to Mr. 
Allen, the county clerk was in-
structed to mail checks to all 
parties entitled to damages as a 
result of this improvement. 

Information received by the 
News from Plainview this week 
shows that the Hale county au-
thorities have about completed 
the work on their end of th 
road. 

It is estimated that the work 
on this end will be finished with-
in the next forty days. 

This road will cut the distance 
from Dimmitt to Plainview to a- 
bout 40 miles, resulting in a sav-
ing of 19 miles between the two 
points, by auto. 

C.-C. DIRECTORS 
MEET TUESDAY 

FOR BUSINESS 
Treasurer and Assistant Secre- 

tary Selected and Civic 
Work Again Started. 

Meeting for the first time in 
several months, the Directors of 
the Chamber of Commerce of 
Castro County got back into the 
harness again Tuesday night 
at a special meeting. 

This meeting was held, a-
mong other things, for the pur-
pose of reviving the activities 
of the organization with the of-
ficial announcement that A. C. 
Magee would report here for 
work as county agent and sec-
retary to the body. 

Offices Procured 
Mr. Magee will have offices 

on the second floor of the cokirt 
house, in the front of the build-
ing, facing Bedford Street, the 
main thorofare of the city, and 
he will begin his duties on Sep-
tember 1. 

Treasurer Elected • 
.rilda Cox, formerly of 

Henrietta, Texas, was elected 
as assistant secretary and treas-
urer of the chamber of com-
merce, and will begin her duties 
on September 1, in the event she 
accepts the position. 
Collections Start September 1 
The pledge cards, totaling ap-

proximately $2,500 per year, 
will be collected on monthly be-
ginning September 1, the funds 
from which are to pay the 
county's share of the county a-
gent's salary_ and other expens-
es of the civic body. These 
cards were signed by business 
firms and individuals of Dim-
mitt and the county last spring, 
with the understanding that no 
money was to be paid by them 
until the county agent-secretary 
arrangement was assured.

PROPOSING A CONSTITION- 

AL AMENDMENT TO BE 
VOTED ON NOVEM- 

BER 4, 1930. 
Be It Resolved by the Legisla-

ture of the State of Texas: 
Section 1. That Section 5 of 

Article 3 of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas be amended 
so as to hereafter read as fol-
lows: 

The Legislature shall meet 
every two years at such time as 
may be provided by law and at 
other times when convened by 
the Governor. When convened 
in regular Session, the first,thir-
ty days thereof shall be devoted 
to the introduction of bills and 
resolutions, acting upon emerg-
ency appropriations, passing up-
on the confirmation of the re-
cess appointees of the Governor 
and such emergency matters as 
may be submitted by the Gover-
nor in special messages to the 
Legislature; provided that dur• 
ing the succeeding thirty days 
of the regular session of the Leg-
islature the various committees 
of each House shall hold hear-
ings to consider all bills and 
resolutions and other matters 
then pending; and such emerg-
ency matters as may be submit-
ted by the Governor; provided 
further that during the follow-
ing sixty days the Legislature 
shall act upon such bills and res-
olutions as may be pending and 
upon such emergency matters as 
may be submitted by the Gover-
nor in special message to the 
Legislature; provided however, 
either House may otherwise de-
termine its order of business by 
and affirmative vote of four-
fifths of its membership. 

Section 2. That Section 24 of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended so as to here-
after read as follows: 

Members of the Legislature 
shall receive from the public 
Treasury a per diem of not ex-
ceeding $10.00 per day for the 
first 120 days of each session and 
after that not exceeding $5.00 
per day for the remainder of the 
session. 

In addition to the per diem the 
members of each House shall be 
entitled to mileage in going to 
and returning from the seat of 
government, which mileage shall 
not exceed $2.50 for every 25 
miles, the distance to be comput-
ed by the nearest and most di-
rect route of travel, from a table 
of distances prepared by the 
Comptroller to each county seat 
now or hereafter to be establish-
ed ; no member to be entitled to 
mileage for any extra session 
that may be called within one 
day after the adjournment of a 
regular or called session. 

Sec. 3 The foregoing consti-
tutional amendment shall be sub-
mitted to the electors of this 
state qualified to vote on con-
stitutional amendments at art 
election to be held throughout 
the State on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in Novem-
ber, A . D. 1930.

Be It Resolved by the Legisla-

ture of the State of Texas: 
Section 1. That Section 5 of 

Article 3 of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas be amended 
so as to hereafter read as fol-
lows: 

The Legislature shall meet 
every two years at such time as 
may be provided by law and at 
other times when convened by 
the Governor. When convened 
in regular Session, the firststhir-
ty days thereof shall be devoted 
to the introduction of bills and 
resolutions, acting upon emerg-
ency appropriations, passing up-
on the confirmation of the re-
cess appointees of the Governor 
and such emergency matters as 
may be submitted by the Gover-
nor in special messages to the 
Legislature ; provided that dur• 
ing the succeeding thirty days 
of the regular session of the Leg-
islature the various committees 
of each House shall hold hear-
ings to consider all bills and 
resolutions and other matters 
then pending ; and such emerg-
ency matters as may be submit-
ted by the Governor ; provided 
further that during the follow-
ing sixty days the Legislature 
shall act upon such bills and res-
olutions as may be pending and 
upon such emergency matters as 
may be submitted by the Gover-
nor in special message to the 
Legislature ; provided however, 
either House may otherwise de-
termine its order of business by 
and affirmative vote of four-
fifths of its membership. 

Section 2. That Section 24 of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended so as to here-
after read as follows: 

Members of the Legislature 
shall receive from the public 
Treasury a per diem of not ex-
ceeding $10.00 per day for the 
first 120 days of each session and 
after that not exceeding $§.00 
per "day for the'rernainder of the 
session. 

In addition to the per diem the 
members of each House shall be 
entitled to mileage in going to 
and returning from the seat of 
government, which mileage shall 
not exceed $2.50 for every 25 
miles, the distance to be comput-
ed by the nearest and most di-
rect route of travel, from a table 
of distances prepared by the 
Comptroller to each county seat 
now or hereafter to be establish-
ed ; no member to be entitled to 
mileage for any extra session 
that may be called within one 
day after the adjournment of a 
regular or called session. 

Sec. 3 The foregoing consti-
tutional amendment shall be sub-
mitted to the electors of this 
state qualified to vote on con-
stitutional amendments at an 
election to be held throughout 
the State on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in Novem-
ber, A .
