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New Start On
Ambulance
Service

It’s back to square one for the 
Runnels County Commissioners, 
in their planning to lease the 
county’s ambulance service to a 
private operative.

Two weeks ago, the commis­
sioners approved a proposal sub­
mitted by Glenn Pratt of Sweet­
water. to lease the Emergency 
Medical Service. Under the agree­
ment, Pratt would have operated 
the service and the county would 
subsidize him in the amount of 
$5,500 per month.

Pratt’s proposal had been ac­
cepted by the commissioners over 
a proposal submitted by Bob 
McDaniel of Ballinger.

However, all the commis­
sioners’ work and study and final 
approval of the proposals two 
weeks ago were for naught. It 
was learned late last week that 
the commissioners had not follow­
ed state statutes in regards to 
advertising for bids for the leas­
ing of the service. So County 
Judge Bill Stultz called a special 
meeting of the commissioners for 
Monday morning, at which time 
the commissioners voted to 
advertise for bids, to be opened at 
a special meeting July 9, in order 
to meet all legal specifications.

At the meeting, held in the 
district courtroom Monday morn­
ing, both Pratt and McDaniel 
were present, along with delega­
tions from Winters and Ballinger 
who were interested in the con­
tinuation  o f the co u n ty ’ s 
Emergency Medical Service.

Pratt reiterated his previous 
proposals, pointing out that he 
would provide “the best service 
available” to the residents of Run­
nels County. He said that his 
plans call for obtaining the best 
equipment available, and employ­
ing trained and experienced per­
sonnel to handle the ambulances. 
One ambulance would be station­
ed in Ballinger, and another unit 
in Winters. He indicated that 
plans were to buy larger vehicles, 
with more sophisticated equip­
ment, to meet standards set by 
federal and state agencies. He 
also indicated he would begin and 
conduct first aid and lifesaving 
classes within the county, to bet­
ter educate the general populace 
on methods of self-protection.

Pratt also listed the fees which 
he would charge if he was granted

the lease. Base rate for ambulance 
calls would be $47.50. Nursing 
home transfers would be $30 per 
trip, plus a $15-per-hour waiting 
time fee, according to his pro­
posal. When transporting outside 
the city limits of Ballinger and 
Winters, there would be a charge 
of $1 per patient mile charge. 
Special handling charge would be 
$7.50 for cases where use of 
special equipment or situations 
requiring 30-40 minutes or more 
is needed in removing a trapped 
person, or other similar cir­
cumstances.

The average cost for an am­
bulance call is $85 according to 
Department of Transportation 
statistics, Pratt said.

Pratt has been associated with 
ambulance services and the 
Sweetwater Fire Department, 
and has conducted CPR and other 
life-saving courses throughout 
this area.

A copy of McDaniel’s proposal 
could not be obtained, but he told 
the commissioners and the group 
of interested citizens Monday 
that his base proposal of $60,000 
was “padded,” in that he had add­
ed $10,000 more than he believed 
it would take to operate the ser­
vice, when he submitted his pro­
posal. He said he could collect 
“$2,500 per month” from am­
bulance users if he w ere 
operating the service. He also 
said he would provide the “ best 
ambulance and emergency ser­
vice” available, should he be 
granted the contract.

Nelan Bahlman, of Winters, 
chairman of the board of North 
Runnels Hospital District, told 
the commissioners that the North 
Runnels board “would like to see 
the County Emergency Service 
continue to operate as it is 
presently operating,” and that 
they were well satisfied with the 
service. A spokesperson for Ball­
inger Memorial Hospital said 
they were “pleased with the pre­
sent service,” and were “well 
satisfied.”

Ballinger’s Mayor Bud Everett 
indicated the Ballinger City Com­
mission was interested in the best 
Emergency Service available, but 
did say that he was not sure that 
the police radio network now 
operated by the City of Ballinger 
and partly financed by the county 
and the City of Winters could be 
used legally by a private concern, 
such as would be the case if the 
county leases the service to 
private operators. Pratt pointed 
out that the private ambulance 
service in Sweetwater uses the ci­
ty’s radio network.

Winters’ Mayor Lee Colburn 
told the commissioners that the 
people of Winters and the north 
section of the county hoped the 
commissioners “ have the people’s 
interest in mind,” and said the 
people of this area are vitally in­
terested in the best service which 
can be obtained.

Sign Contract 
For Beacon 
At Airport

Mayor Lee Colburn Monday 
night was authorized by the City 
Council to sign contracts for pur­
chase and installation of a non- 
directional radio at Winters 
Municipal Airport.

The beacon will be installed in 
the immediate vicinity of the air­
port, and will be used by aircraft 
pilots to guide them to the airport 
during darkness or bad weather.

Cost of the equipment, in­
cluding installation, will be about 
$7,000, with the Texas 
Aeronautical Commission pro­
viding one-half of the funds.

This equipment, according to 
officials and others, will make the 
Winters airport one of the safest 
and most accessible among 
smaller airports. It was felt that 
because of the heavy traffic at the 
airport, which is growing heavier 
monthly, that the equipment was 
needed, officials noted. The air­
port is one of the biggest drawing 
cards for the area.

winters Livestock sod 
Agrienltore Assoclntlon

This story began in 
1953 with the formation of 
the Winters Livestock 
and Agriculture Associa­
tion —an organization 
founded to raise prize 
money for the annual 
Winters Livestock Show.

The idea was orginated 
by Elwood Harris, a 
teacher in the Winters 
school, and through his 
leadership the association 
was formed. It was made 
up of persons interested 
in promoting and en­
couraging agricultural 
and livestock work among 
the FFA and 4-H Club 
boys and girls of the 
Winters School District.

First officers of the 
association were Neal 
Oakes, president: L. 0. 
Byrd, vice president; J. R. 
Payne, secretary and 
Mrs. R. P. Penny, 
reporter.

The prize money was 
raised quickly through $5 
annual dues assessed each 
of the 242 members of the 
association. But a perma­
nent and covered site for- 
the show was needed, 
usually it was held out 
doors or in tents during 
the cold of January.

A suitable barn would 
cost about $15,000. The 
original plan was to set 
aside $500 each year from 
the dues as a building 
fund which would have 
taken several years to 
reach the goal of a 
suitable show barn.

It was then that the 
Winters School District 
stepped into the picture. 
Officials offered a 23-acre 
site and $5,000 to buy 
materials and to pay a 
supervisor to help erect 
the structure. The school

also agreed to maintain 
the building and pay for 
electricity and water. 
School officials asked only 
that everyone pitch in and 
build the barn.

The school had purchas­
ed the landmark “the 
Meadows Place” as part 
of an expansion program 
and the old residence was 
still on the property. W. 
F. Meadows bought the 
new house in 1906 and it 
was here that he and Mrs. 
Meadows reared their 
family of six girls.

This residence was 
given to the association 
along with the lot, and 
was torn down by the 
FFA and 4-H groups, and 
all usable material was 
saved for use in the erec­
tion of the new barn.

The general labor chair­
man was C. R. Kendrick 
and he was assisted by a 
committee composed of 
W. J. Davis, W. F. Minzen- 
mayer and R. P. Penny. In 
each of the 18 com­
munities surrounding 
Winters, a conimunity 
labot recruiting chairman 
was appointed.

Local lumber yards 
agreed to furnish all 
materials at cost and 
Harvey Dale Jones drew 
up the plans for the show 
barn.

There was never a day 
during the construction 
period that fewer than 15 
men showed up for work. 
Mor,e than 200 men are 
estimated to have worked 
on the project. In about 
three weeks, it was com­
plete. A $15,000 barn had 
been built for less than 
one-third the cost.

The official opening 
ceremony was held on 
Tuesday night Oct. 5, 
1954, and the 300 atten-

The
refrigerator, of course.”

But more than likely 
you have milk stashed 
away elsewhere in the kit­
chen, as well. Like in the 
cupboard, back there, 
maybe forgotten, among 
the other canned goods.

Chances are, you have a 
can or tw o labeled 
“ evaporated” or “ con­
densed” milk. If you’ve 
forgotten about that 
other kind of milk, don’t 
worry. It’ll keep. That’s 
the good thing about it. 
But not the only good 
thing.

Evaporated milk was 
invented  to keep. 
Napolean commissioned a 
contest to find a way to 
preserve food for his ar­
my, which was too busy 
conquering Europe at the 
time to stop and milk a 
cow. It took 15 years, but 
a lowly confectioner nam­
ed Nicholas Appert final­
ly won the prize for his 
process of producing 
evaporated milk.

Today’s version of Ap- 
pert’s invention is only 
nominally the same as his, 
but the idea lives on. 
Modern evaporated milk 
is whole milk with about 
half the water removed. 
The volume of the milk is 
reduced by cooking in a 
vacuum over low heat. 
Then the milk homogeniz­
ed, sealed in an air-free 
container, cooled and 
heated again to sterlize.

If that can in your cup­
board is labeled “condens­
ed” milk, then what you 
have is evaporated milk 
containing about 40 per­
cent sugar.

Both kinds of canned 
milk have a variety of 
uses, of course, though 
condensed milk plays its 
role largely in desserts, as 
might be expected from 
the sugar content.

' Evaporated'milk can be 
sweetened for desserts.

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Summertime fun and 
sum m ertim e sa fety  
should just naturally go 
together, says the Texas 
Department of Health.

"W hatever type of 
recreation you choose, 
there are a few ‘common 
sense’ precautions to take 
which could prevent in­
jury or death, or perhaps 
will help you if you are in­
jured,” said John P. Mur­
phy of the Emergency 
Medical Services Division 
of the State Health 
Department.

According to safety ex­
perts, water sports offer 
the m ost frequ en t 
hazards. During 1978, 596 
people drowned in water 
water-related accidents in 
Texas.

Typically, swimming 
accidents took the largest 
toll last year, accounting 
for 226 deaths, followed 
by boating and fishing ac­
cidents.

“Going into the water 
to save a drowning victim 
should be the last resort,” 
says Murphy. “Try to find 
some object to throw to 
the victim, such as a plank 
or a*rope. Even a spare 
tire mounted on a rim will 
float and you can use 
that.” Murphy also advis­
ed vacationers not to go 
diving or swimming in 
waters without checking 
them out first, and not to 
swim alone. Never swim 
when you’re chilled, over­
ly tired, over heated, or 
you ’ ve just finished 
eating, he said.

Not all drownings in­
volve swimmers and 
boaters. Many times peo­
ple will fall from places of 
presumed safety such as 
docks, bridges, or the 
edges of swimming pools. 
During 1978, 117 people 
died from falling into the 
water, and 63 perished in 
wading accidents.

Children are suscepti­
ble to these types of ac­
cidents. especially small 
children playing around 
swimming pools. Last 
year, 56 people drowned 
in swimming pools, and 26 
of these were under 10 
years of age.

Two simple safety rules 
could prevent almost all 
such tragedies. First, 
never leave children 
alone without adult super­
vision. Secondly, make 
sure everyone in the fami­
ly knows how to swim. 
Free or very inexpensive 
swimming lessons are 
available in almost every 
com m unity through 
American Red Cross pro­
grams and local agencies.

If you are a boating en­
thusiast. be sure your 
craft meets all the safety 
regulations, which include 
having a Coast Guard ap­
proved flotation device on 
board for each person. "A 
lot of people don’t realize 
it, but children under 12 
are required to be wear­
ing their veests,” Murphy 
commented. “And it’s a 
good idea to put the child 
in the water with a vest 
beforehand and let him 
play with it. The vests are 
bulky and might scare a 
child unless there is an op­
portunity to get used to it 
first.”

When pulling skiers, 
boat drivers must be on 
the watch for swimmers 
and other watercraft. It’s 
a good idea to have two 
people in a tow boat, one 
to drive, and the other to 
watch the skier. It’s also 
important to learn the 
hand signals that have 
been developed especially 
for skiers, because it’s 
hard to hear above the 
noise of a motor.

Murphy stressed that 
drinking and operating a 
boat don’t mix. “ The 
Parks and Wildlife people 
estimate that drinking is 
involved in 60 to 70 per­
cent of the boating ac­
cidents,” he advised.

An important part of 
any vacation is the family 
car. Some simple safety 
checks can be made by

vacationers before leav­
ing on a trip. Check your 
tire treads to see if they 
are thin, or maybe worn 
unevenly, indicating the 
tires need alignment. 
Also check the car’s 
hoses, belts and fluid 
levels. It’s wise to carry a 
small tool kit, a first aid 
kit. a flashlight, road 
flares, and extra fuses.

“ Anyone on regular 
medication should take an 
adequate amount with 
them on a trip or have 
their physicians make a 
copy of the prescription. 
The sames goes for 
eyeglasses: take an extra 
pair or a prescription for 
a new pair. Broken 
eyeglasses can ruin a 
trip,” Murphy said.

If camping is in your 
plans, watch out for 
spiders and scorpions. 
Two w ell known 
poisonous spiders in 
Texas are the brown 
recluse and the black 
widow. Both are retiring 
spiders and prefer dark 
places. If bitten by either 
one, seek medical atten­
tion at once and if possi­
ble kill the spider and 
take it with you to the 
doctor.

If you are in brush 
country, wear long pants 
and sutrdy high topped 
boots to ward o ff  
snakebites. “Avoid stepp­
ing over logs without 
looking first —and never 
put your hands up over a 
ledge where you can’t see 
them,” warns Murphy. 
“When walking, make lots 
of noise, because snakes 
don’t like noise. Stay on 
paths and well-cleared

Rabies
Increasing In 
Texas

Rabies a disease all but 
forgotten by many people, 
is once again on the upsw­
ing.

Cases of rabies have in- 
ci eased sharply in many 
areas of Texas, points out 
Dr. Jim A rm strong, 
veterinarian with the 
Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, Texas 
A&M University System.

There w ere more 
la b ora tory -con firm ed  
cases in Texas last year 
than any other year since 
1961. And 1979 is off to a 
rousing start.

The first quarter of this 
year produced over twice 
the number of cases 
reported in 1978’s first 
quarter, notes A rm ­
strong. He says 80 to 90 
percent of the cases are in

trails becuase snakes 
usually stay back in the 
brush where there is plen­
ty of protection.”

skunks. H ow ever, 
domestic animal cases are 
increasing.

Twenty-two rabid dogs 
have been reported to the 
El Paso area, possibly due 
to rabid stray dogs in 
Mexico, he says. As a 
result, special immuniza­
tion clinics have been set 
up to increase the vac­
cination level. Armstrong 
says intensive stray dog 
pick-up activities are 
under way on both sides 
of the river.

The veterinarian says 
the keys to rabies control 
are public awareness, pet 
vaccination (both dogs 
and cats) and stray animal 
control.

There áre 3.7 million 
dogs in Texas, yet only 
1.25 million rabies vac­
cinations are given an­
nually by Texas 
veterinarians. Armstrong 
points out. A 70 percent 
vaccination level is con­
sidered the minimum 
necessary for rabies con­
trol.

During the first four 
m onths o f 1979,

laboratory  confirm ed 
cases through the Texas 
Department of Health 
toUUed 370, compared to 
183 confirmed lab cases 
for the corresponding 
period in 1978, represen­
ting an increase of over 
100 percent.

“Of the 370 cases this 
year, 139 of them were 
confirmed in April alone. 
About 80 percent of all 
confirmed cases have 
been in skunks, and the 
Department of Health has 
announced that 46.2 per­
cent of all skunks examin­
ed have been positive,” 
notes Armstrong.

Cases con firm ed  
through the laboratory

during the first three 
weeks of April include: 
Skunks, 108; foxes, 2; 
bats, 4; raccoons, 2; cats, 
1; dogs, 6; horses. 2; and 
cattle. 7. Although the
two horses were confirm 
ed in Brazos County, they 
were brought ,here fur 
testing from the Houston

.and Hempstead areas, the 
lab report indicated.
