From Washington by
Congressman Rogérs

The threat of Communist ag-
gression hangs over the head of
every American today. Not only
faced with attack from without,
but the threat of Communist irr-
filtration within the United States
also, concerns us. And, the vici-
ous experiences of other nations
justify our concerns. In these
days of global turmoil we have to
be ever vigilant to guard against
possible infiltration irr the Gov-
ernment or outside the Govern-
ment by persons concerning whom
there is any doubt whatsoever of
their loyalty to the U. S. The So-
viet Union is ruthlessly expansive
and aggressive and the Commu-
nist Party i the U. S. is an In-
strument of Russian foreign poli-
cy. But, too, we must be careful
and safeguard the power of our
own liberty. For, it is here in
America that the citizens have
the right to discuss their prob-
lems honestly with their Govern-
ment, and should do so. Fleet
Admiral Chester Nimitz has been
named Chairman of a Commis-
sion on Inrternal Security and In-
dividual Rights to protect our
American Way of life.

The House and Senate has tak-
en the unusual step of calling
upon the United Nations to stop
dilly-dallying and to brand Red
China as an aggressor. The unam-
imity of the roll call left o doubt
as to their position and the
strength of their decision. Many
of the lawmakers indicated that
such action might be equivilant
to a declaration of war. However,
the great majority are of the
same opinion as the American

public, that the time for a firm
and definite stand has long since
passed amd further delay would
only contribute to the satisfac-
tion of Russia and her sattelites.
The world should know how the
Congress of this nation feels
about this situation, and there
should be no doubt in the minds
of the people of the world now.

General Eisenhower is expect-
ed to report soon to the Semators
and Representatives on the pic-
ture in Europe today. His press
statements have been full of con-
fidence. There will probably be
several sixty-four dollar questions
asked him. Our lawmakers know
the defense of Europe is more
than economic resources—more
than coal, iron ore, steel, as vit-
al as these are. It is a defense of
a system, a way of livimg similar
to ours, and built up over the
centuries. The loss of this system
plus loss of those resources would
be irretrievable. One question
likely will be how are the Atlan-
tic Pact countries reacting to the
idea of European rearmament —
willingly or unwillingly?

Chief Mobilizer, Charles E. Wil-
son, when he took this job, told
the President all he wanted was
power equal to his responsibilities.
No Presidemrt has ever delegated
to another such power over the
nation‘s economic life. Certainly,
on Mr. Wilson alone will rest the
blame or praise. In his office and
that of his top staff is this sign:,
“When the Devil Wanted Nothing
to be Accomplished He Named
His First Committee"”. This is
proof that Mobilizer Wilson has
no interrtion of following the old
custom of naming a commission
to study problems which he him-
self will have to solve in the long
run.

The list of Federal Agencies
to be decentralized and dispersed
may be made public this week.
The cause for delay in announcing
the permament removal of some of
these agencies from Washington
is due to the fact that the De-
fense Department and the Army
and Navy Air Forfes have been
slow in deciding which of their
activities should be transferred.
It would remove about 40,000
workers from the Capital. Also,

While
the buying SPr€€ was short-lived,
it was the most spectacular in the
history of American business. A
nation-wide 8tudy was made in an
effort to anai}«_ze this unusual
movement. It Will probably show
that excessivé DPrivate expendi-
tures since Korea have contribut-
ed measurabl.'l 1o inflation. Retail
sales jumped 20 percent over the

comparable tWo-months period in
1949. Sales of building materials
increased 40 percent, arrd indus-
trial production as a whole in
August 1950 was 37 points above
August 1949.

The Nazareth school system
will use materials furnished by
the Texas Education Agency to
make a detailed survey of the
Nazareth school and community,
according to Sister Victoria, su-
perintendent of schools.

More than 800 schools over the
state are expected to take part in
the school-community survey pro-
gram.

This material is now being used
by high schools with fewer than
100 pupils. If the results of the
program are satisfactory, all high
schools in the state may event-
ually take part in the survey, ac-
cording to J. W. Edgar, State
Commissioner of Education.

Purpose of the survey is to
gather information about the lo-
cal community which will help
school leaders in planning a bet-
ter program of education for the
school and community.

will be asked to examine the re-

Edgar recently poirrted out that
facts and figures alone cannot tell
a complete story. People who
know local conditions must ex-
press judgments in order to give
the facts their proper meaning,
he said.

Sister Victoria recently attend-
ed a meeting ir Amarillo at
which members of the Texas Edu-
cation Agency staff explained
the use of the study guides. It
was pointed out at this meeting
that collecting the desired ma-
terials should give pupils and
teachers a new knowledge of their
community and furnish the basis
for a new understanding of such
material studied in their school.

When all communities have re-
ported their findings the state
education agency will have a body
of information about education
in Texas that could not be ob-
tained from amy other source.
None of the information will be
made public as an individual re-
port but it well become part of a
general report,

Communicator Jobs

Children’s Dental
Health Day To Be
Observed Monday

Progress being made in the pre-
vention and control of dental dis-
ease through scientific and proper
care daily of the teeth was de-
scribed by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer, in urging the ob-
servance of Children's Dental
Health Day, February 5.

Dr. Cox said it was with chil-
dren that modern dentistry has
had its greatest success in pre-
venting tooth decay. He told of
the research being done by the
Division of Dental Health with
sodium fluoride iIn prevemting
tooth decay-——both by fluoridation
of community water supplies and
the application of sodium fluoride
to surfaces of the teeth by den-
tists.

A control test showed that in
one Texas city where the water
supply was fluoridated, the rate
of decayed, missing and filled
teeth among six year old children
dropped 47 percent in 29 months.
In a mearby city where no fluor-
ride was added to the water sup-
ply the rate remained at eight de-
cayed teeth per child.

The Texas State Health Depart-

ment recommends that teeth be
brushed after every meal to re-
move particles of food which may
cause decay-producing acids.
Brushing teeth a few minutes aft-
er eating candy is especially im-
portant because acid which at-
tacks tooth enamel is formed by
action of bacteria on carbohy-
drates, eSpecially sugar in a few
minutes.

Dr. Cox said children's 20 first
teeth shold be given the best of
care to permit the childrerr to
chew properly, to promote facial
development and to. preserve the
space for the 32 permanent teeth
which will come in later. Chil-
dren should pay their first visit
to the dentist when all 20 first
teeth are in and then see him
each six months thereafter.

National Dental Health Day is
a splendid time to resolve to do
your utmost every day to‘'see that
children follow simple dental
health rules arrd are given treat-
ment as required for the preser-
vation of their teeth.
