One of these days...!

Come. down town early some
morning, if you're brave, between
6:30 and 7. (Better park some
place off Main St., though, if you
‘value your life!) Along about that
time most every morning is when
things really get interesting.

The traffic lights at the in-
tersection of Main and Dale
Streets are not in operation at
that hour, and it's everyone for
himself. That's about the time
many people who work at the
local plants are going to work,
too. Also, that’s about the time it
seems that every semi-truck and
trailer in West Central Texas
decides to come through Winters.
What with all the other local traf-
fic coming and going, Main Street
Winters takes on the appearance
of the Ft. Worth-Dallas freeway.

Speed limit? The word must
have gotten out that at that time
of day, there is no speed limit
through Winters, because when
the through traffic from the north
or south on U. S. 83 hits town,
there seems to be no lessening of
speed from the 56 MPH highway
limit. Take Monday morning of
this week, for instance. I stood on
the corner of Main and Dale and
counted six big trucks coming
from the north, bumper to
bumper. The traffic lights on the
corner still had not begun to
operate, and those six trucks
went through that intersection as
if they were on an open highway.
I know it is difficult, if not im-
possible, to stand still and judge
the speed of a vehicle within a few
MPH. But I do think that I have
seen enough traffic to know when
a vehicle is exceeding a posted
speed limit. Those six trucks men-
tioned were not exceptions,
either . . . passenger cars, vans,
trucks . . . most every moving
vehicle coming down or up that
street at that time was moving
right along.

I went back up to the corner a
few minutes after 7 that morning,
and stood and watched the traffic.
By that time, the traffic lights
were in operation. However, I
counted several big trucks and
several cars, mostly coming from
the north, which actually ran the
red light. I particularly noted that
several times, as the green light
changed to warning yellow, there
were several trucks as far away
as Parsonage one block away who
paid no attention to the yellow,
and by the time they hit the in-
tersection, or sometimes by the
time they were half a block away,
the lights had turned to red. That
would have been plenty of time
for traffic on Dale to respond to
the green on their street and pull
out into the traffic. Luckily, most
drivers who are on Dale at that
time of day know of the situation,
and are very cautious when they
pull out onto Main.

Monday morning's observation
was not exceptional ... this
situation is a daily one. If you
don't believe it, come down town
and do some observing on your
own. It may open your eyes to a
few things.

Now, I don't want to give the
impression that I'm a sorehead, or
a chronic complainer. But traffic
safety —or the lack of it —is a pet
subject of mine. And in this situa-
tion, early in the morning on Main
Street, Winters, there is no
semblance of traffic safety. A
serious situation exists here, and .

... one of these days, we're go-
ing to witness the biggest pileup
of trucks and/or cars on Main
Street, Winters, than has ever
been witnessed hereabouts. And
we're liable to be picking up
bodies . . . THINK IT OVER!

The City of Winters will begin Sept. 28 advertising a call
for bids on construction of the new dam and water reser-
voir, and the pipeline from the new lake to the water treat-
ment plant, with plans to open bids Oct. 28.

This action culminates several months of intense work
on the part of city officials and engineers in an effort to
bring to Winters a more adequate water supply.

Kenneth L. Choffell, PE, engineer representing Henn-
ingson, Durham & Richardson, Inc., of Texas, the firm
employed by the city to plan the project, appeared before
the council Monday night and presented prepared bid calls
which will be published in several metropolitan
newspapers in the state. Choffell said the final reviews on
the project from federal and state agencies involved in ap-
proving the project should be ready by Sept. 22, and the bid
calls will be published the first time Sept. 28.

Bids received by the city will be opened at 2 p. m., Tues-
day, Oct. 28, according to plans. Shortly thereafter, accor-
ding to officials, the city council will announce acceptance
of the bid for the dam and reservoir construction, and also
the bid for the pipeline, which will be a separate contract.
Contracts will then be completed, and date for construction
start will be announced, it was stated.

Land required for the dam and reservoir has been ac-
quired, although there apparently will be some litigation
between the city and some property owners, it was said.
This will not prevent actual start of construction, however,
officials said.

The call for bids will be for two separate contracts. Con-
tract No. 1 will be for general construction, including rip-
rapped embankment, principal spillway and intake struc-

ture, primary emergency spillway, secondary emergency
spillway, raw water pump station and discharge line,
transfer pump station and discharge line, raw water
storage reservoir, access roads and fencing.

Contract No. 2 will be for construction of the pipeline
from the new lake to the tratment plant, including about
5Y2 miles of 14-inch and 16-inch transmission mains.

Oct. 21 has been set as a date for a contractors’ field visit,
at which time all interested contractors will visit the sites.

Copies of plans and specifications will be available at the
office of Henningson, Durham & Richardson, Inc., 300 San
Jancinto Bldg., Austin. Normal procedures will be followed
by interested contractors in obtaining copies of the plans, it
was stated.

Construction of the dam and reservoir will take about 23
months, engineers said, from date of first dirt turning. Con-
tract No. 2, for construction of approximately 5.5 miles of
pipeline, must be completed within 350 days of notice to
proceed. Because construction of the pipeline will not take
as long a. the reservoir and dam proper, pipeline contrac-
tors may not begin this part of the project until the lake
construction is well underway, it was said.

This project will be financed in part by funds from the
Farmers Home Administration, U. S. Department of
Agriculture, in the form of loans and grants. Bidders must
comply with all regulations concerning prohibition of
discrimination in employment regarding race, creed, color,
sex or national origin. Bidders also must comply with the
Anti-Kickback Act and the Contract Working Hours Stan-
dard Act, it was stated.

The board of trustees of Win-
ters Independent School District
has not had time to evaluate the
situation following defeat of the
proposed school improvement
program bond issue last week,
Gene Wheat, president of the
board said Monday. The board

was in regular session last Tues-
day evening, the day of the elec-
tion, but the improvement pro-
gram was not discussed, following
canvass of the ballot.

The proposal had been for is-

suance of $3.9 million in school
district bonds to make repairs to
existing school facilities, and to
add some new construction.

It had been indicated that some
of the repairs must receive top
priority in order for the school to
meet state standards on accredi-

tation, and to repair heating and
cooling facilities in several of the
buildings.

Wheat said the situation would
be approached by the board, but
would not hazard a guess as to
what would be done.

Texas Heritage Project

Texas is in the limelight — with England wanting
to know who shot J.R., and the movie “Texas”, plus
being in the Sun Belt and all the northerners moving
our way — so, we had best polish our Texas style
and show the world what we have.

What can we do and how do we begin?

The Texas Heritage Project, a statewide educa-
tional and patriotic program, was launched recently
during official ceremonies at the State Capital. This
program is designed to strengthen a spirit of pride
in and renewed patriotism for all Texans.

This dynamic program is a cooperative endeavor
of the Texas Historical Foundation, a nonprofit
group formed to preserve, promote and protect the
heritage of Texas, and the Texas Historical Com-
mission, the state preservation agency. Funds were
made possible by a grant from the Moody Founda-
tion of Galveston.

The organizational meeting of the County
Heritage Chairmen was held at Corpus Christi on
April 24, preceeding the State Preservation Conven-
tion — Rankin and Laura Pace and I attended this
conference. I, along with volunteers from Texas'

other counties, will be working for the Texas

Heritage Project.

Governor William P. Clements, Jr. endorsed the
Texas Heritage Project, “It is one of the finest pro-
grams to be started in Texas in many years. An em-
phasis on the rededication of Texas patriotism is
what the pg¢ople of Texas need to rekindle the uni-
que spirit of Texas, I particularly commend the in-
creased emphasis that is being placed on future ob-
servances of Texas’ patriotic days.”

To kick off this patriotic rededication, Governor
Clements proclaimed the first week in Sleptember
as Navy Week and called upon all Texans to cele-
brate the important role that the Navies of Texas
played in achieving our freedom.

The comprehensive and promotional Texas pride
project has five major goals and one of them is the
revival of interest in such other Texas patriotic days
as Confederate Heroes Day, Cinco de Mayo, Eman-
cipation Day, Texas Pioneer's Day, Stephen F.

This will bring
neglected periods of time back into focus and will
serve to illustrate the vital role that our free enter-
prise system, Texa$ style, has served in the growth
and development of the Southwest.

Frank Settle, General

Labor Day traditionally opens the last act of the
campaign drama in Texas, and last week the
players hit the stage running.

The top Democrats began traveling across the
state for Presidenr Jimmycarter...and Republican
Gov. Bill Clements stumped around for Ronald
Reagan and various candidates for the Legislature.

In Corpus Cristi the Governor pepped up a
fund-raiser for Ken Riley running against
incumbent Democrat Bill Harrison which was later
called the most successful fund-raiser in South
Texas history by GOP officials.

United Democrats

Texas Democrats have been fussing and fighting
since before the primary, but now vow they are
unified solidly behind Carter and will work to see
him re-elected.

That's probably a relief to Carter, who has said
he needs Texas to win in seven weeks.

In a two-day blitz at Houston, the top leaders
traveled in groups of twos and threes to all areas
in the State. The group included Lt. Gov. Bill
Hobby, former Atty. Gen. John Hill, Comptroller
Bob Bullock, Land Commisioner Bob Armstrong,
Jim Hightower, State Rep. Paul Ragsdale,
Mexican-American Democrats leader Marec Cam-
pos, and others. Armstrong said hes never seen
the party “this ready this early.”

Meanwhile, the Texas Democratic Party announ-
ced it will not contest the placing of Independent
candidate John Anderson on the ballot, saying a
preliminary check indicated Anderson had enough
valid signatures on his ballot petition.

Some public officials have more troubles than
simple re-election bids as several are entering and
leaving through the courtroom doors.

The most dramatic case remains, of course, the
Brilab trial of House Speaker Bill Clayton, which
was delayed because of the Jewish holiday Rosh
Hashanah last week. Clayton's case was thought to
have received a blow when a federal judge last
week overturned a ruling giving immunity to a key
witness for Clayton.

Bullock, Wayne Cleared

A Travis County grand jury returned a “no Bill”
against former Deputy Comptroller Ralph Wayne
alleged to have used state employees and
equipment for his personal business.

District Atty. Ronald Earle said the invcstigation
of Comptroller Bullock and his office is now closed.
The probe was on-going for some three years. A
relieved Bullock said he believed he was treated
fairly by Earle and the jury.

Next, A Senator

The next state official to stand before that grand
jury may be State Se. Gene Jones of Houston,
alleged to have used state employees and
equipment in setting up a Houston fund-raiser
which brought in some 860.090. ‘The alleged
wrong-doing involved the senator's aide preparing
a campaign contribution letter using a state owned
letter-writing computer.

Jones has already reimbursed the state $1,625
and claimed not to have known about the work.

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Bike riding —

it’s on the increase

Bicycles have a place in
our society, but as more
Texans bicycle for exer-
cise and to get to work
and school, accidents are
keeping pace with this in-
crease.

Many people are injur-
ed because the bicycles
they ride don't fit them
properly, they don't know
how to bicycle properly,
or they are careless, ac-
cording to the Texas De-
partment of Health.

“More than 460,000 peo-
ple in the country are ser-
iously injured each year
in bicycle-related acci-
dents,” said Harold R.
Ray, director of the De-
partment’s Product Safe-
ty Division. “In addition,
more than a thousand die
yearly .in bicycle-related
accidents,” said Ray.

In Texas last year, 69
persons were killed and
another 2,603 were repor-
ted hurt in bicycle acci-
dents, according to the
Department of Public Saf-
ety. In addition, 850 mo-
torcyclists were killed
and 9,432 injured, many
for the same reasons in-
volving bicycle accidents.
Of the motorcyclists kill-
ed, only 100 were wearing
safety helmets and 250
weren't.

Ray said there are five
major accident patterns
associated with bicycles.
These are loss of control,
mechanical and structural
problems, entanglement,
foot slippage from the pe-
dal, and collision with a
car or another bicycle.

Ray offers several saf-
ety tips.

“If your bike has sharp
edges, file these down and
then cover them with a
heavy, protective tape.
Since even a hairline
crack can cause metal to
break under a sudden jolt,
look for improperly weld-
ed joints or fractures that
can weaken a frame.”

Chain guards are so im-
portant that there are fe-
deral regulations requir-
ing them on bicycles hav-
ing single front and rear
sprockets. ‘‘Shoe laces
and loose clothing can
catch between the chain
and sprocket and cause a
serious accident,” Ray
warned.

The bicycle should be
visible from every angle
at night. It should have a
front reflector, rear
reflector, and pedal and
spoke reflectors. Other
good ideas include using a
headlight and taillight,

tape on your clothes.

When buying a bicycle,
check for two types of
clearances. There should
be at least three and a
half inches of clearance
between the pedal and
front fender or tire. This
is important to prevent a
toe from getting caught
between the frame and
the front wheel or im-
peding turning.

In addition, pedals
should not touch the
ground when the bike is
tilted at least 25 degrees
on a turn. This is to pre-
vent the pedal from strik-
ing the ground and caus-
ing a spill.

“You should always
road test a bike before
buying it,” Ray warned.
“Be sure the brakes give
you quick, smooth, easy
stops. If the bike has
handbrakes, be sure the
levers move easily. If the
handbrakes have exten-
sions, be sure they brake
the bike before the levers
touch the handlebars.”

Ray cautions against
buying a bicycle that can-
not be adjusted to fit or
one that the rider “will
grow into” later. This is
extremely important for
youngsters in avoiding ac-
cidents, he said. “The
rider should be able to
straddle the bike with
both feet flat on the
ground, leaving no less
than one inch between the
rider's crotch and the
frame’s top tube,” he said.

When riding your bicy-
cle, stay alert to the traf-
fic around you. Ride slow-
ly enough to avoid the un-
expected, such as car

Ride
near the curb in the same
direction as traffic, and
observe all traffic laws
and signals.

‘‘Intersections can
cause problems for bike
riders,” Ray said. “Walk
— don't ride — your bicy-
cle through busy intersec-
tions and left turn cor-
ners. In fact, it's better to
find alternative routes
than to ride through busy
intersections with high-
speed traffic.”

Bicycle maintenance is
important. Replace all
missing, damaged, or
worn parts such as chain
links, screws and bolts,
handlebar grips, seats,
brake pads, and cables on
handbrakes. Wheels that
are “wobbly” may need to
be aligned or the spokes
may need to be adjusted
or replaced.

Tires are safer if pro-
perly inflated as recom-
mended by the manufac-
turer. The recommended
tire pressure can be
located on the wall of the
tire. Since tires are used
for braking, they should
have good tread.

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A bill to provide for tightly-restricted electronic
surveillance — wiretapping — in felony narcotics
cases will be a fundamental part of the complete law
enforcement package that I will submit to the Legis-
lature next January.

I respect and fully support the right of individual
privacy, and the legislation I will offer will protect
that basic right of law-abiding citizens.

An effective wiretap law is essential to the suc-
cess of state and law enforcement officers, however,
in detecting, apprehending and prosecuting the
criminals who mastermind and finance the narcotics
traffic.

Texas, with 644 miles of coastline and 1200 miles
of border with Mexico, is a major trans-shipment
state in the drug traffic. Drug use in the United
States generates $50 billion to $60 billion a year, and
drug operations in Texas alone constitute a $3
billion annual business.

Two thirds of the heroin which comes into the
United States moves through Texas. Drugs
generate a major amount of other crime, and take a
terrible toll in human lives. We are long overdue in
providing our law enforcement officers with tools to
stop this traffic.

The U.S. Supreme Court has upheld constitution-
ality of the federal wiretap law which was passed by
Congress 12 years ago. Twenty-four states and the
District of Columbia have adopted wiretap legis-
lation since 1968, and none have repealed them.

I propose a state law patterned after the federal
act but with even more stringent limitations. Under
my proposal, wiretaps would be permitted only in
felony narcotics cases. These safeguards against in-
vasion of privacy would be written into the act:

—The Texas Department of Public Safety alone
could inst:1l, operate and monitor wiretaps.

—Only nine judges in Texas — one in each of the
nine administrative judicial districts named by the
presiding judge of the Court of Criminal Appeals —
could authorize the taps on finding they are
necessary to get information in cases where there is
probably cause to suspect felony narcotics involve-
ment.

—Just 30 days of surveillance would be permitted
by initial court orders, with additional 30-day exten-
sions possible after judges review progress reports
on the taps.

—Those whose communications were interrupted
would have to be notified within 90 days after
surveilance is terminated. Notifications also would
be required where a wiretap is denied.

—Information obtained from an illegal wiretap
would not be admissible in court.

—Illegal wiretapping would be punishable by two
to 10 years imprisonment and fines up to $5,000.
Civil damages could be recovered in event of illegal
taps.

I am convinced that this legislation would give
law officers an important new weapon which could
be used after other investigative techniques have
been tried unsuccessfully.

(USDA) Screwvworm Lab-
oratory, says the sample
was collected in Kinney
County, 22 miles north-
east of Brackettville,
Aug. 20. The only other
known screwworm infes-
tation in U.S. animals this
year was identified April
15 in worms taken from
lambs in Coleman County,
Texas.

The Kinney County
sample, collected Aug. 20,
arrived at the Animal and
Plant Health Inspection
Service (APHIS) operated
Screwworm Lab and was
identified Aug. 27. En-
tomologist Bob Richard
and a team of fly trappers
immediately drove to Kin-
ney County to begin ef-
forts to learn how many
fertile, or wild, screw-
worm flies may be in the
area, and to monitor ef-
fectiveness of screwworm
fighting efforts.

Dr. A. A. Belcher of the
Texas Animal Commis-
sion and several livestock
inspectors immediately
joined the effort to find
and suppress the Kinney
County screwworm popu-
lation.

APHIS veterinary epi-
demiologist Dr. Steve
Smith had been working
in the Del Rio area and im-
mediately began studying
the year's second screw-
worm find.

At the Mission Lab
Novy said preparations
were made to disperse
Screwworm Adult Sup-
pression System
(SWASS) pellets in the
area of the case from air-
craft August 28. First
aerial release of sterile
screwworm flies in the
area was also set for
August 28.

Adult female screw-
worm flies deposit their
eggs on the edges of open
wounds in warm blooded
animals. As eggs hatch
the tiny larvae (screw-

worms) enter the wound
to feed on living flesh.

Since 1962 millions of
screwworm flies have
been reared each week on
an artificial medium at
the Screwworm Lab, ren-
dered sexually sterile by
exposure to radiation, and
then released among wild
populations. Eggs
resulting from a sterile to
fertile mating will not
hatch, ending the screw-
worm'’s life cycle.

Since 1976 the U.S. ef-
fort has been matched by
a joint Mexico-U.S. Pro-
gram to eradicate the par-
asite from all the south-
western U.S. and most of
Mexico. Successes this
year had pushed the most
northerly known edge of
the wild screwworm
population 200 and more
miles south of the inter-
national border — until
identification of this sam-
ple from Kinney County.

For some time no ster-
ile screwworm flies had
been distributed in the
U.S. All flies produced at
the Mission insectary had
been released in Mexico.

With screwworms
again known to be in the
U.S., Novy urges pet own-
ers and stockmen to care-
fully watch animals for
signs of screwworm infes-
tation. He asks that sam-
ples of any worms found
in wounds be sent to the
Screwworm Lab for iden-
tification by specialists.

This is especially im-
portant now since almost
the entire area at risk has
received rain, says Novy.
“This has greatly impro-
ved the habitat for screw-
worms.”

“Due to the season-long }
drouth, most producers R

must try to develop
winter pastures to ease
feed bills,” contends Don
Dorsett, a forage special-
ist with the Texas A&M
University System.

Keys to successful win-
ter pastures include good
seedbed preparation, ear-
ly planting and a good fer-
tility program, says Dor-
sett.

He advises planting ad-
apted varieties of wheat,
oats, rye or ryegrass in
September so that live-
stock will have grazing in
both fall and winter.

“Early planting is es-
sential if pastures are to
provide grazing before
Christmas,” says Dorsett.
“Winter pastures make
their best growth during
optimum temperatures
and plenty of sunlight in
the fall months. Once cold
weather hits, winter pas-
tures make only limited
growth.”

As far as fertility is
concerned, the specialist
recommends at least 70 to
80 pounds of actual nitro-
gen and 40 to 50 pounds of
actual phosporus per acre
at planting and a top-
dressing of 50 pounds of
actual nitrogen in late
February. He points out
that adequately fertiliz-
ing winter pastures can
be money well spent.

“An acre of winter pas-
ture can produce three
tons of high protein,

to be okay."”

Standing at the back of the stage with movie and
TV star Rex Allen, I looked at Rex and smiled:
“Up with the curtain for the next act.” He looked
back at me and said, “Shelley sure has a lot of
witnesses here who will hold him to that.”

Well, the next day it started raining. My
hometown of Junction had over 15 inches and still
raining at this writing. Joanne Molesworth at the
Junction Eagle said that the Wilson White home
on the North Llano was flooded for the first time
in 30 years. The Dairy Queen in Junction had 8
feet of water inside.

Before we took Rex Allen to the San Angelo
airport for his flight back to Hollywood, he walked
up to Shelley, put his hand on his shoulder and
said, “Thank you, God. West Texas needed this. I
always knew you had a direct line.”

Smith, denying such concrete connections, smiled
and replied, “It is a political year, but I have lived
in West Texas for 30 years and know when rain is
coming.”

Moisture on West and Central Texas rangeland
certainly has been more than just breaking the
drought. Fences have washed out for miles in the
Texas Hill Country. Flooding was heavy in
Menard, Kerrville, and along the rivers.

Dr. Travis Smith, native of
Wingate, died in Abilene

Dr. Travis-Smith, 68, of
Abilene, longtime leader
in city and state medical
activities, died at 8'a. m.
Wednesday, Sept. 10, at
Hendrick Medical Center
in Abilene after a long il-
Iness.

He was the brother of
Mrs. George Lloyd of
Wingate and a brother of
T. A. Smith of Winters.

Funeral and memorial
services were held in Abi-
lene last Thursday.

Dr. Smith was born Ju-
ly 31, 1912, at Wingate,
and spent most of his life
in the Big Country. He
was reared in Winters,
attended Texas Tech Uni-
versity for two years and
received a degree from
the University of Texas in

1936. Three years later,
he received his medical
degree from the universi-
ty's medical branch at
Galveston.

After a 1939 internship
at King's Daughters Hos-
pital in Temple, he prac-
ticed medicine in Temple
between 1941 and 1948,
interrupted by a 1942-46
tour with the U. S. Navy.

He left the Navy as a
lieutenant commander
and had served at Auk-
land, New Zealand, and
aboard the destroyer
“Woodworth,” as well as
on stateside service at
Corpus Christi.

While in Temple, Dr.
Smith was president of
the Bell County Medical
Society.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution
35 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would
authorize the Legislature
to permit banks to estab-
lish and operate un-
manned teller machines
within the county or city
where the banks are lo-
cated and to share the use
of teller machines on a
basis consistent with anti-
trust laws, if it finds such
operation will serve the
convenience of the public.
The Legislature has al-
ready passed enabling leg-
islation (H.B. 1510) for
this proposed amendment.

The proposed amend-

ment will appear on the

ballot as follows:

“The constitutional

amendment permitting

the legislature to au-
thorize banks to use un-
manned teller machines
within the county or the
city of their domicile on

a shared basis to serve

the public convenience.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2

House Joint Resolution

Get ‘knee-deep’

in carpet care

Get “"knee-deep” in car-
pet care, a home econo-
mist urges homeowners.

Many savings are the
reward of learning how to
clean your own carpet —
significantly longer car-
pet life and aesthetic
“face-saving” too, says
Jane Berry, a housing and
home furnishings spedial-
ist.

Dr. Berry is with the
Texas Agricultural
Extension Service.

Carpets need shampoo-
ing, she stresses.

Shampoo rugs every
year or two to get rid of
heavy dirt and grime.

Vacuum or sweep the
rug, of course, before
shampooing.

Furniture should pose
no problem, as you can do
half the rug one day and
half the next.

Before shampooing,
though, check to see if the
rug fades. Simply “test” a
spot using the shampoo.
Use clear warm water to
rinse the suds by rubbing
the spot with a clean
damp sponge.

Be sure the test spot is
a place usually nnt seen —
such as a spot under a
piece of furniture or in a
closet.

Rinse the sponge and
rub the patch again. Do
this several times to make
sure all dirt and deter-
gent are out — but don't
use too much water.

Let the spot dry. If the
color looks the same, but
cleaner, after it's dry, go
ahead and shampoo the
rest of the rug.

Any fiber with fast col-
or should withstand sham-
pooing.

Some twists and
weaves are more difficult
to shampoo since rubbing
and agitation of the pile
may affect appearance,
and, again, that's the
reason for testing a spot:
to answer all of those
kinds of questions.

For the job you'll need
the vacuum cleaner, a
special rug shampoo or a
light-d;uty synthetic
detergent and a mixing
bowl.

For the mechanical
method, you'll need a
shampoo applicator or an
electric polisher-scrubber
with a rug-cleaning ac-
cessory.

For the hand method,
you'll need a soft brush,
spatula, sponges and
cloths.

Thoroughly yacuum the
rug.

Either use the special
rug shampoo or whip one-
fourth cup light-duty de-

tergent with one pint
warm water until a stiff
foam is formed.

Apply the foam with
the shampoo applicator or
the polisher-scrubber.

Be sure to follow the
manufacturer’s directions
for use of equipment.

If you don’'t have de-
vices, apply the foam with
a soft brush to a small
area at a time. Remove
soiled lather with a spa-
tula and rinse with a clean
wet cloth.

Repeat this using over-
lapping circles.

Use an electric fan or
reverse warm air blast
from the vacuum cleaner
to speed the drying. If the
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Ahead-of-time
sandwiches

If you hate to make
sandwiches and pack lun-
ches every morning, take
heart.

Here are a few sugges-
tions for making sand-
wiches ahead of time from
Dr. Cass Ryan-Crowe, a
foods and nutrition spec-
ialist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Ser-
vice.

Most sandwich fillings
will freeze, when properly
packaged.

The old standby of pea-
nut butter is an excellent
choice for the freezer.
Also cheese, sliced meat
and fish are good choices
for sandwiches you pre-
pare ahead of time.

In addition, when you
have leftover meat such
as roast, and everyone in
the family is tired of it,
slice it and make a few
sandwiches out of it.

For freezing, be sure to
wrap the sandwiches in a
moisture-proof material.

Labeling and dating are
also recommended if you
plan to make a large supp-
ly.

Sandwiches can be safe-
ly stored for three to four
weeks in the freezer.

They defrost overnight
in the refrigerator or in

approximately three .

hours at room tempera-
ture.

Here are some special
suggestions:

Vegetables lose crisp-
ness in the freezer, so
avoid using them as a
sandwich filling. If a slice
of lettuce is desired, add
it to the sandwich on the
day it is defrosted for use.

Cooked eggs become
rubbery or undesirable
upon freezing.

Sandwich fillings that
contain a lot of mayon-
naise or salad dressing
may cause the bread to
become soggy.

Next time you are pre-
paring sandwiches for all
the members of your fam-

carpet is loose laid, drying
time can be lessened by
directing the air under-
neath the carpet.

When the rug is thor-
oughly dry, vacuum to re-
move any residue and sus-
pended soil.

Recent rains bring

‘skeeters by

Recent rains have be-
gun to bring a mosquito
problem to many Texas
communities.

Standing water from
these showers makes an
excellent breeding place
for mosquitoes, noted
County Extension Agent
Dale C. Brandenberger.

Mosquitoes can lay
eggs wherever standing
water is available for a
week or longer. "“Old
tires, tin cans, birdbaths,
roadside ditches, rain
gutters, temporary wat-
er containers and swam-
py places all can hold
enough water to provide
breeding sites for mos-
quitoes,” the county ag-
ent warned.

If mosquitoes are a
problem, the county ag-
ent advised, the first
thing to do is eliminate
their breeding sites.

Empty out old tires
and place them where
they cannot collect addi-
tional water. Flatten and
discard tin cans. Change
the water in birdbaths
every week. Clean out
rain gutters, remove wa-
ter contianers and see
that rain barrels and

Control of adult
quitoes offers the most
ilnmediate relief. Inside
the home, aerosol bombs
containing pyrethrin of
fer quick knockdown of
adult mosquitoes, the
Extension agent said.

The killing
pyrethrin is very short-
lived, so frequent appli-
cation will be necessary
to control adult mosqui-
toes inside the house.
The “pest strip” offers
effective indoor control
for long periods. “One
pest strip for each aver-
age size room is necess-
ary to control mosqui
toes,” the agent said.

“Persons who are act
ive where mosquitoes are
a problem should use re
pellents,” the agent ad
vised. “These repellents
will protect you from
biting mosquitoes for
from one to three hours,
depending upon your
type of activity.”

Adult mosquitoes ar-
ound the home can best
be controlled by space or
residual treatments of
insecticides such as ma-
lathion, Dibrom, metho-
vychlor, or Dursban, he
suggested. Space treat
ments, generally fogs,
have very little residual
activity and require re
peating at frequent in-
tervals. Space treatment
should be done during
the cool hours of the
night or early morning
and when wind velocity
is less than five miles an
hour.

Residual treatment,
whick is applied as mists
or sprays, to the resting
sites of adult mosquitoes
gives longer-lasting con-
trol than space treat-
ments, the county agent
noted. These should be
applied to vegetation,
eaves of roofs, under por-
ches and similar shaded
areas.
