The last time he was seen he
was headed ifor a wild plum
thicket, looking as if he'd just
been caught in a hay rake!

The increase, if granted in its
present form, would mean a jump
of about 8.27 percent for local con-
sumers, it was explained.

It was pointed out that the city
had four options in responding to
the utility company’s request: It
may approve the increase, deny
the increase, or suspend action

Our Intelligence Personnel Deserve
Every Protection We Can Give Them

American intelligence operations have been compromised —
and the lives of our personnel jeopardized — over and over again
in recent years by the identification of our key agents.

Congress now is attempting to clamp a tighter lid over the
protection of our intelligence personnel by applying criminal
penalties to those who willfully breach security by naming names
or otherwise exposing U.S. intelligence agents.

It is long overdue.

The exposure to harm of individuals who are performing a
delicate and dangerous task in hostile foreign countries — and
who are outside the protection of the law and the police power of
the United States — simply must be minimized.

We have seen what happens in too many instances when the veil
of secrecy has been lifted. Following the disclosure of his name,
his home address, and his telephone number in a Peruvian
newspaper in 1975, alleging CIA connections, an American was
murdered in front of his home. Just last July, the home of a
U.S. Embassy employee in Jamaica was fired on only days after a
highly publicized news conference disclosed the names, addresses,
license plate numbers, and descriptions of cars of embassy
employees alleged to be CIA officers in Jamaica.

Effective intelligence gathering is an essential component of the
national security interests of the United States. Those who risk
their lives to do the job required deserve every protection we can
provide them.

Currently, no statute clearly or specifically makes it an
offense to disclose the identities of undercover intelligence
personnel. This has left the door open for disaffected agents, or
others working in concert with them, to undertake a deliberate
campaign aimed at destroying our intelligence gathering capa-
bilities by exposing as many undercover intelligence officers and
assets as possible.

Legislation we are now considering will make such actions a
violation of law, punishable by fines and prison terms.

Persons who have authorized access to classified information,
and who intentionally disclose the identities of our intelligence
personnel, are subject to a $50,000 fine, and a ten-year prison
term.

Those who deliberately disclose classified or unclassified
information which then leads to the identification of our under-
cover agents are subject to lesser fines and prison terms —
depending on the circumstances.

This legislation also recognizes the importance of guaranteeing
first amendment protections. It is narrowly drawn so as not to
overstep constitutional limitations.

The burden of proof still rests with the government. It must
prove the exposure of our undercover personnel was the result of
a deliberate effort to ‘‘identify and expose covert agents with the
intent to impair or impede the foreign intelligence activities of the
United States.”’

The legislation strikes the proper balance, it seems to me,
between doing everything we can to protect our intelligence
personnel, and at the same time, recognizing the importance of
the rights of those in a free society to information about the
activities of government.

Of overwhelming importance, this legislation represents a
major step forward in assuring the effectiveness of an activity
vital to American security interests.

In today’s troubled international environment, few concerns
are more important.

“Expanding Horizons”
challenge to 4-H youth

Seeking new know-
ledge and skills to become
better citizens and lead-
ers — that's the challenge
extended to all youth by
the theme of this year's
National 4-H Week, “Ex-
panding Horizons.” The
weeklong observance is
set for Oct. 5-11.

More than five million
youth between the ages of
9 and 19 are currently en-
rolled in 4-H throughout
the United States, Puerto
Rico, Guam and the Vir-
gin Islands. Texas boasts
a 4-H enrollment of some
140,000 boys and girls.

“4-H is the nation’s lar-
gest out-of-school educa-
tional youth organiza-
tion,” points out Dr. John
T. Pelham, state 4-H and
youth leader with the
Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, the par-
ent organization of 4-H in
Texas.

“4-H continues to offer
unique learning ex-
periences for youth
through its time-tested
‘learning-by-doing’ ap-
proach,” says Pelham.
“4-Her's hecome involved
in a variety of practical,
real-life activities that
range from agriculture
and clothing to health and
wood science. Programs
vary according to youth
needs and community re-
sources.”

The theme, “Expanding
Horizons,” challenges all
4-H members to seek new
knowledge, acquire life
skills and build on per-
sonal strengths. Members
are encouraged to streng-
then their citizenship and
leadership abilities and to
assume positive roles in a
free democratic society,
notes the 4-H leader.

“The 4-H program in-
volves youth from all so-
cial and economic back-
grounds and gives them
an opportunity to key in
on such vital issues as

energy conservation, bet-
ter human nutrition, wise

use of natural resources
and combating inflation.

In addition, 4-H helps
youth gain knowledge and
skills for their future car-
eers,” adds Pelham.

Whils 4-H is still a
mainstay with rural
youth, participation of ur-
ban youth has tripled in
the past 10 years. Today,
23 percent of all 4-H mem-
bers nationwide live in
suburbs or cities of more
than 50,000 population.
Nineteen percent live on

What a joy to drive in just about any direction in
West-Central Texas and the Hill Country and view
green grass waving at you. The rivers and creeks
are running again and most stock tanks have

captured some water.

Bobbie Sayles of Tuscola, president of the bank
there, was all smiles the other day as he watched
the rain fall. “This is what we have been needing
for a long time,” he said. “Since I run a country
bank, it helps my business because it helps my

Edsel Newsom with Producers Livestock Auction
in San Angelo said the cattle market took a jump
forward following all the rains in West Texas. “We
still have some time to grow some winter grass
before frost,” he added. “And there is no telling
how many thousands of dollars in feed bills this old

rain is going to save.”

I overheard some stock farmers in the Ailene
Livestock Auction the other day talking about
their grain fields. It seems as they were among a
few of the lucky ones who planted wheat and oats
between rains. “With three weeks of good autumn
sunshine, I'll be able to start getting some off
those patches,” said one. “Why, I believe I will be

set up for Winter.”

Other farmers and ranchmen acroos the country
are anticipating planting of small grain in a week
or so when topsoil dries out. Of course, they will
be looking for another rain after that.

Already, the oldtimers around the auction rings

and coffeeshops are

predicting what kind of

winter we have in store for us. Will it be a hard or
mild one? Will it be wet or dry?

For several years, some years back, I heard from
oneof those cldtimers out in the Davis Mountains.
He predicted all these things by the length of a
horse's hair. Also, I used to hear from a little lady
down in the Hill Country who would make her
prediction from the color of a caterpillar’s hair or

coat in the fall.

Well, at any rate, the old timers tell us if the first
cold front of the season comes in the form of a
duststorm, we are in for a dry winter. I did notice
the first two cold fronts were wet!

Jack Herring of Ballinger says his county is in top
shape. Well, in the last week or so, everyone is
saying that...and that’s what makes driving across

the country such a joy.

Contract let for
construction

of sewer line

Winters City Council
Monday night awarded a
contract to Mullin Con-
struction Co. of San Ange-
lo for construction of 1276
feet of sewer line, to
begin at the corner of
Floyd and South Arl-
ington streets, and con-
nect with a line on FM 53

south of the city.

Cost of the project will
be $21,170.22, according
to the contract.

Construction of this
sewer line will be one
more step in the “loop”
which was recommended
several years ago by an
engineering company
which presented a com-
prehensive survey of the
water and sewer situation
in Winters.

Time to cull
cows for

‘winter feed

~ Although the cattle
market is strong at the
present time, it's wise to
“clean up” herds by cull-
ing open cows and giving
more attention to a con-
trolled breeding program
by culling late-calving
cows.

There’s no need to put
expensive winter feed in-
to unproductive cows,
points out Allen Turner,
county agent with the
Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas
A&M University System.
Culling the cow herd now
will also help you plan on
hay and feed supplies for
the winter months.

Also, pregnancy testing
cows this fall may be a
more profitable manage-
ment tool than ever
before.

Since it's difficult for a
cow to produce a calf
large enough to pay her
annual maintenance bill
and leave some profit for
the producer, we know an
open cow is surely losing
money, emphasizes
Turner. In addition, cows
calving during the sum-
mer months wean calves
30 to 90 pounds lighter
than their herd mates
which calve at other
times. For this reason it's
advisable to cull cows
which will calve late next
year and buy a replace-
ment which will calve ear-
ly.
Whoever does the preg-
nancy diagnosis (usually
your veterinarian) will be
able to estimate the calv-
ing date on each animal
and make it easy to identi-
fy next year's late-calving
cows. Your definition of a
late-calving cow should
change every year until
your calving season has
been reduced to 60 days
preferably, and certainly
no longer than 90 days.

Removing barren and
late-calving cows from the
herd will increase both
the herd’'s reproductive
potential and pounds of
calf weaned, contends the
Agent.

Besides his $200,000 tax-
able salary, the U.S. Pre-
sident gets $100,000 in
nontaxable travel and
entertainment expenses,
plus a $50,000 a year
taxable expense allowance.

WHAT GOES
WITH HOUSE?

Real estate is usually defin-
ed as the land and everything
attached to it, such as: build-
ings, trees, shrubs, etc. The
buyer normally gets all of the
real estate, but none of the
owner's personal property.
The problem arises when per-
sonal property has become a
part of the real estate. This is
called a fixture and does pass
with the real estate.

There are three usual tests
which must be satisfied. Has
the personal property been
permanently annexed to the
real estate? And finally, what
is the local custom? Usual fix-
tures might include: shades,
heaters, ranges, screens,
storm windows, lighting fix-
tures, etc.

It is important that the sell-
er spell out specifically in his
sales agreement exactly what
he intends to give to the buy-
er as part of real estate. This
will save misunderstanding

It wasn’t an offensive night for either the Winters
Blizzards or the Merkel Badgers last Friday night,
as the two 8-A A teams knocked heads for 48 minutes
without anyone crossing the goal line. The
scoreboard showed the same figures at the end of
the time limit that were lighted at the beginning —
0-0.

The Badgers came close to crossing into counting
territory at least twice, as they moved down to the
one-yard line once, to be held by the Blizzards, and
then down to the six-inch line, only to have Winters
hold them up again.

At the opening whistle, there were indications
that it would be a wild night, as Jeff Butts took the
initial kickoff and almost got loose, gaining 45 yards
on the return. But then the game settled down to a
long 48 minutes of defensive action.

Coach Les Fisher said, “We had some good plays,
offensively, but couldn't get off the ground. We
were'nt as consistent Friday night as we had been in
previous games.” Merkel played as expected, he
said, but “a probable lack of determination on our
part, offensively,” was the cause of not scoring.

“Overall, offensively and defensively,” the coach
said, “we played poorly. We're capable of better
playing."”

“Merkel’s defense kept us in the hole a big part of
the night,” Fisher said. The Blizzards lost two
fumbles which came close to putting numbers on the
scoreboard for the Badgers, had not the defense
held. “Our defense was probably the best we've had
all year.”

Scott Billups had 0 for 4, with one interception.

Joe Escalona, RG, received the highest lineman
grade for the evening from the coaches. Ricky Tor-
res also had a good grade for offensive backfield
work. Bryan Davis had the “hit of the week,” Davis
and Gerhart each got 10 tackles; Scott Hall, 7
tackles; and Robert Johnson, 6. Johnson was leading
ground gainer, with 66 yards on the evening.
