TAXPAYERS ARE 
GIVEN NOTICE OF 
CHANCE TO SAVE 
Sheriff Garland Brown and his 

dupities in the Assessor-Collector's 
office announce in this reek's 
paper that the House Bill No. 76, 
passed recently by the Legislature 
releasing the penalty and interest 
on State and County Ad Valorem 
Taxes, both real and personal, that 
were delinquent before July 1, 
1940, will expire November 1. Aft-
er November 1, the original pen-
alty and interest will go into ef-
fect again. 

If a lien holder desires to pay 
the delinquent taxes on property 
on which he holds a lien, it will be 
necessary for him to pay a penalty 
of 6 per cent, unless all other prop-
erty tax, both real and personal', 
are paid at the same time. This 
also applies to the owner of the,  
property. 

The law expires November 1,, 
1941, and does not effect 194G 
taxes, Sheriff Brown states. 

Another item of importance to 
taxpayers—auto taxpayers—is the 
matter of ownership certificates on 
all cars registered before car tags 
can be issued. The new law pro-
vides a penalty for driving an auto,  
without ownership certificate is-
sued at Austin, effective January-
1, 1942. Moreover, no "county can 
issue tags to auto owners who do 
not have these certificates. 

In other words—nay all back 
taxes before 1940 and save 
yourself money, and get your 
ownership certificates before 
January 1, 1942.

While the mud and rains were 
keeping rre out of the field, I tried 
to rest up and get in good shape 
for the work which I will have to 
do in finishing sowing the wheat 
on the north place and gathering 
this crop of feed. 

I listened to the radio some 
while I couldn't work as the time 
sure got boresome with nothing 
much to do and part of the time 
the roads were too muddy to go 
anywhere. I heard Boyce House 
on his Sunday 'program and he 
sure had some good tales. 

I found out some things in the 
last week or two about what is 
expected of me and my neighbors. 
It looks like the Secretary of Ag-
riculture is going to call on us 
for an all-out up in our milk an l 
egg production and in the raising 
of foodstuffs. He is going to let 
us have our crop allotments for 
1942 several weeks ahead of time 
in order that we can-  plan our 
crops for next year. He wants us 
to include plans for foods and 
foodstuffs. 

I got my wheat allotment three 
months ago and if I get my cot-
ton allotment by November 1, I 
think I can plan ahead and be in 
better shape to raise more of those 
foodstuffs which are needed in na-
tional defense. My AAA commit-
teeman tells me that there prob-
ably won't be any feed grain al-
lobrents for 1942 because of the 
need for food and feed. 

Well, I believe that we farmers 
can raise more food and feed 
stuffs on the land which we have 
without breaking our necks plow-
ing out more sod which was done 
in the last war. We can increase 
our milk and egg production, too. 

Those cotton stamns which I got 
over at the AAA office last week 
helped out. The madam bought 
several things which we had need-
ed for a lone time in cotton goods 
and I came o"t xrith two pairs of 
overalls. I sure like the new sup-
plementary cotton program be-

This is the 
second time in two years' try that 
the boys have ranked third on 
their booth among strong compe-
tition. Third place carried a ban-
ner and a $29 cash award. 

The Farwell FFA booth won the 
first prize blue banner and $36 in 
prize money. Second place honors 
went to Miami. The other teams 
besides Dimmitt in third place, 
were judged in this order: Claren-
don, Shamrock ,White Deer, 
Groom, Tulia, Canyon, Mobeetie, 
Paducah, Panhandle, Childress and 
Quail. 

There was a little "queer quirk" 
to the FFA boys' winning. By 
some means the banner was placed 
on Shamrbck's booth and stayed 
there all the week. From the 
sound and similarity of the names, 
perhaps, there is no doubt but 
that it was placed there by mis-
take, or some one might have 
thought it would look better on 
"an Irishman's booth." But the 
judges didn't see it that way, 
since there were 11 other places 
at which they could have placed 
the banner.

1% cups hot water; 14 teaspoon 
salt; lh cup sugar; 34 cup lemon 
juice; 	cup heavy cream. 

Dissolve gelatin in hot water; 
add salt, sugar, and lemon juice. 
Chill until cold and syrupy. Fold 
in cream, whipped only until thick 
and shiny, but not stiff. Turn into 
large serving dish or individual 
molds. Chill until firm. Serves 6 
to 8.

Follow Rules Governing 
The Use of "Old Glory" 

N this of all years the place for 
I "Old Glory" is not in your 
cedar chest but outside your home, 
flying free and triumphant. 

But when you show your colors, 
remember, warns Paul W. Kearny 
in the August issue of Cosmopoli-
tan magazine, that there's a rigid 
etiquette governing flag displays. 
When disputes arise involving the 
display of the *flag, the best sug-
gestion, Kearney says, is to write 
either to the Adjutant General's 
office, War Department for a copy 
of the Flag Manual or to the 
United States Flag Association. 
Both agencies are located in Wash-
ington, D. C. 

Kearney, however, gives a few 
simple rules to cover most uses of 
the flag. Here they are:— 

Never use the flag as a covering 
for a ceiling or as a drapery in any 
form: use bunting. Do not use the 
flag as a portion of a costume or 
uniform or for any advertising pur-
pose. Do not drape the flag over 
any part of an automobile, boat or 
float: it should be carried erect on 
a staff on all such vehicles. Never 
allow the colors to touch the 
ground when being raised or low-
ered. As a general rule, in public 
ceremonies, no other flag should 
ever appear to the right of, in 
fiont of or higher than the Ameri-
can Flag. When a flag is flown at 
half-staff to denote mourning, it 
should be run up to the peak of 
the staff first, then lowered half-
way.

of more whole wheat: Peanut but-
ter and spice whole wheat cook-
ies, whole wheat muffins, whole 
wheat recipes Were given to each 
person who visited the demonstra-
tion. These recipes were also sent 
to every other club in the county 
not participating in that particu-
lar demonstration. 

Fourth — The grocerymen of 
Castro County cooperated by plac-
ing a copy of the Food Standard, 
which, of course, states that a 
serving of whole wheat products 
is needed daily in grocery bags 
for several Saturdays. In this way 
we reached many people whom we 
could not contact otherwise. 

Fifth—We plan to have a small 
grist mill available for everybody 
to grind their own wheat free. In-
terest has increased in whole 
wheat products. Merchants tell us 
that they sell 40 to 50 percent 
more wheat than they did before 
this series of demonstrations." 

This is briefly what Miss Mer-
ritt told the assembled club 
women of Texas: 

"Miss Lida Cooper, District 
Agent, at a Castro County Land 
Use Planning Meeting inspired us 
to plan to do some extra work on 
whole wheat with one simple ques-
tion, 'Can't Castro County, a lead-
ing wheat-producing county in 
Texas, do something to increase 
the use of whole wheat?'

Miss Hazel Merritt told 600 
Home Demonstration Club women 
from all over Texas about Castro 
County's work on Whole Wheat 
Products in connection with the 
Food and Feed Program. The Tex-
as Home Demonstration Associa-
tion Meeting was held in Beau-
mont in Seplmber. 

Miss Merritt was asked to give 
this talk in connection with State 
Home Demonstration Agent Mil-
dred Horton's address on "Hidden 
and Hollow Hunger." 

Some of the fine things that 
Miss Horton said in her address 
were: 

"Some 105 years ago Texas 
heed herself from the bondage of 
Mexico; 105 years hence we hope 
to free ourselves from the bondage 
of hunger. 

"Forever, we have recognized 
Hollow Hunger, but only recently 
have we recognized hidden hunger. 
By hidden hunger we mean the 
minerals and vitamins we need 
each day. 

"The Texas Food Standard is 
made to take care of every need 
of the normal individual and if 
followed will prevent hollow and 
hidden hunger. This standard must 
reach all the people. Texas was the 
first to have such a standard, but 
now it has been adopted on a 
nation-wide basis. 

"Hitler is fighting his war with 
food. In giving his people the 
proper food and taking it away 
from his victims and those he 
hopes to conquer, he hopes to win. 
Hitler requires his people to eat 
whole wheat bread. 

"In the United States we are 
encouraging people to eat whole 
wheat bread for a Stronger Amer-
ica. Castro County has done an 
outstanding piece of work along 
this line. I am asking Miss Hazel 
Merritt, Castro County Home 
Demonstration Council Chairman, 
to outline in five big points the 
program that has been given in 
Castro County recently along this 
line."

factory. Then he got ambitious to 
become bigger, and in the process. 
suffered a good many growing 
pains. 
• Sometimes it isn't easy to see 

Where running a big business—or 
a big farm—differs from running 
a small one. The difference is a 
great deal more than merely deal-
ing with larger figures. Success 
and profit are not always in direct 
proportion to the size of the en-
terprise. 

Let's look, for example, at the 
man who makes a success out of a 
family farm of 100 to 200 acres. 
He does well with it because his 
management gets into the details 
of the farm's work. He can watch 
everything. He has only one or 
two hired helpers to oversee. Often 
all the work is done by members 
of the family. The whole opera-
tion is flexible 'and adaptable, be-
cause it is always under the direct 
eye of the owner—under control. 

Now put the same man on a 
farm of 500 acres. The picture 
changes.• Parts of the farm are a 
mile away from headquarters, a 
mile away from the house and the 
main barn. There is more help to 
be watched—more planning to be 
done.

No matter how good a farmer 
that man is, he can no longer 
watch everything, and still find 
time to do his share of the work. 
Important small things_ are likely 
to be overlooked or get away from 
him. It is harder to get the work 
done on time. It is harder to pre-
vent the small losses and wastes 
that mean so much •in the year's 
profits. 

The job of bringing the crops to 
market is bigger. There is more 
investment of time, work and 
money in a single crop than be-
fore. Therefore a greater part of 
the farmer's stake is at the mercy 
of the weather, or of changing 
market conditions. 

We have heard of a good many 
successful small farmers who were 
pretty thoroughly disappointed 
with the results of bigger opera-
tions. They found that profits did 
not always increase with the size 
of the farm, even though the cares 
and the worries did increase. And 
the hazards, too. 

Of course, there are many in-
stances of successful large farm 
operations. We are not presuming 
to advise anybody against "taking 
in more territory." 

But we do want to advise you, 
if you are thinking in terms of 
making more money with a larger 
farm, to think it over pretty care-
fully before you take the jump. 
Look at every angle, and be sure 
you don't "bite off more than you 
can chew." 

The multiplication table that we 
all learned in primary school is a 
mighty useful invention. The trou-
ble is that you cannot always ap-
ply the multiplication table to 
farming operations and be sure of 
getting the right answer. 

A great big share of the farms 
in America are average size fam-
ily farms. There is a reason for 
that. Such farms represent about 
all the average farmer can take 
care of, and do it well. 

And remember this: There is no 
better place to live, and to bring 
up a family, than the American 
family-size farm.

HERE Is America's oldest fire 
engine, built in England forty-

five years before the Revolution-
ary War. This old hand-operated 
"pumper" was first used in New 
York City and later in Schoharie, 
New York, where it is now a treas-
ured possession of the Historical 
Society. The engine is pictured in 
front of a building built in 1713, 
which served successively as an 
Indian fort, church, state arsenal, 
and museum. 

Standing beside the engine and 
pouring water into its tank, is Mead 
.1. Vroman who has been a member 
of the Schoharie Volunteer Fire-
man's Association for nearly half a 
century. Mr. Vroman remembers 
the time when he used to run to 
fires on foot, beside a pumper quite 
similar to the one shown above. 

Looking back over fifty years of 
Ore fighting, Fireman Vroman com-
mented on the splendid work being 
done by various agencies in pre-
venting fires, and highly endorsed 
observance of Fire Prevention 

Week, which this year is the week 
of October 5-11. He praised pap 
ticularly, the work of Electric*) 
Inspectors in combatting tbs. ik 
creasing number of electrical flrea 

"I can remember," said Mr. Vro 
man, "when electricity first came 
into use. In those days we didn't 
realize that by 1941, electric power 
would be running our factories ane 
doing most of our work. 

"While mis-use of electricity 
causes a considerable fire loss, : 
think many of these fires could be 
prevented if more householders 
were familiar with the common 
causes of electrical trouble. I think 
the work of the Underwriters' 
Laboratories has done a great dean 
to eliminate hazards in electrical 
equipment by setting up standards 
by which they determine which 
equipments are properly safe. Foi 
example, applying a small label to 
every length of approved electric 
cord, has been a real contributioi 
to home safety. This label enables 
anyone to distinguish easily be 
tween approved and unapproved 
cords, and to avoid trouble and an 
noyance when buying cords for use 
with household appliances. Here in 
Schoharie our Fire Department is 
working with the local Board of 
Trade to stress the significance of 
this bracelet-like label by which 
every citizen can help to reduce the 
hazard of electrical fires."
