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The precedent-setting report 
(recommendations) made by the 
Citizens Advisory Committee to 
the Winters Independent School 
District board of trustees last week 
dealt with generalities in three 
areas — facilities, curriculum and 
finance — instead of many specifics 
as outlined by the three separate 
committees in a previous report to 
the overall committee. But the 
school board should be able to read 
the wishes of the community in 
regards to the financial structure, 
operation  and curriculum  
priorities, inasmuch as the board is 
aware of the extended previous 
report and recommendations.

If these reports and recommen­
dations are truly representative of 
the thinking of the community — 
and there is no reason to believe 
otherwise — the school board 
should have a clear map to follow in 
future planning. The committee, 
formed at the request of the school 
board, has done an exemplary job 
on this project — as a group, as 
smaller groups, and as individuals. 
They dug deeply into the problems 
besetting the school district, and 
came up with some tangible infor­
mation and then recommendations. 
They represented a cross section of 
the community.

The ball is in the court of the 
school trustees now, and the action 
they take — within the guidelines 
of the report and the recommenda­
tions of the CAC — should receive 
the support of the community. 
There is a great need for an up 
dating of our school system, in the 
areas of facilities and curriculum, 
and the board should show no ner­
vousness when taking action.

In general, as contained in the 
final report, the area concerning 
teacher pay is of utmost impor 
tance. Specifics can be dealt with 
directly by the trustees, but to put 
it bluntly, the quality of the pro­
duct of our schools is dependent 
upon the quality of the producers 
(teachers); and the quality of the 
producers is dependent upon the 
amount of monetary consideration 
they receive. We can get two-bit 
quality teachers ... or we can get $1 
quality teachers. It all depends 
upon how much value we put on the 
future of our kids.

Teacher/student ratio also is a 
wide open area, and should receive 
every consideration.

The committee recommended 
that “a structured program of 
physical education" (for all grades) 
should receive the highest priority, 
followed by a “choir or structured 
music education (program)."

Other specifics of the curriculum 
have been dealt with, but space at 
the moment prevents a thorough 
analysis, and these can be dealt 
with at a later date.

The condition of our school 
facilities also comes under close 
scrutiny in the list of recommenda­
tions from the CAC. As seen 
through the collective eyes of the 
committee, there is a demanding 
need for more work on the present 
school buildings, remodeling, etc. 
They also recommend that "ex­
isting surplus funda ’ be used for 
construction of a central music 
center for band and music educa­
tion classes, and to repair the field 
house roof. They recommend an im­
proved system of scheduled 
preventative maintenance on a 
pay-as-you-go basis, to save money.

To do all these things, the com­
mittee has recommended a bond 
issue of $2.2 million. This is the key 
to the whole report and list of 
recommendations. Without this, 
we may as well forget the forego­
ing, It will cost some money to br­
ing our schools up to par, and we’d 
better get used to it.

All in all, the Citizens Advisory 
Committee to the Winters In­
dependent School District board 
has done a good job, and should be 
commended. They’ve made no 
bones about what they think

CAC presents final report 
to WISD board, disbands

The Citizens Advisory Commit­
tee to the Winters School District 
last Thursday presented to the 
school board recommendations call­
ing for a bond issue in the amount 
of $2.2 million, a tax increase of 10 
cents for provision of top priority 
curriculum needs, and a tax in­
crease of 10 cents for maintenance 
and for building improvements.

In making the presentation of 
the recommendations, committee 
chairman Rev. Bob Holloway told 
the school board that the measures 
should be begun as soon as possible 
because of the increasing interest 
rates and the increase in cost of

materials.
Gene Wheat, school board presi­

dent, expressed the appreciation of 
the board for the work done by the 
committee and asked the members 
of the school board to keep an open 
mind as they looked at and attemp­
ted to accomplish the recommenda­
tions of the Citizens Advisory Com­
mittee.

The recommendations include 
the remodeling of the present high 
school and auditorium, and the pre 
sent elementary school, and to 
repair the two gymnasiums with 
remodeling according to cur 
riculum needs. Also the committee 
suggests the building of a central 
music center for band and music 
education classes and to repair the 
roof on the field house using ex­
isting surplus funds.

A number of changes are sug­
gested in the curriculum including 
a lower teacher to student ratio, 
structured physical education pro­
gram from kindergarten through 
high school, structured choir or 
music education program. Also the 
committee cited a need for im­
mediate attention in areas such as 
faculty/administration consultation 
and communication, social promo­
tion and community involvement.

Overall the Citizens Advisory 
Committee said that cooperation 
from the school board and faculty 
and administration was excellent.

and that the committee was im­
pressed with the administration 
and the faculty for it’s committ­
ment and professionalism.

The school board accepted and 
looked over the list of recommen­
dations and scheduled a second 
meeting last Tuesday evening to 
continue work in the areas pointed 
out by the committee. School board 
members gave no indication when 
action might be taken by the board 
on the proposals.

The bid submitted by 
Merrill was the only bid received 
by the council and totaled $8,250. 
The price is for a “ turn key” job 
with construction time expected to 
be seven or eight days. At the pre­
sent time city administrator Glenn 
Brown is using the council chamb­
ers for office space and J. C. 
Hodnett, municipal judge and 
justice of the peace has moved to 
temporary quarters in the city 
street building on East Broadway.

The council named city ad­
ministrator Glenn Brown to serve 
in the capacity of City Sanitarian 
after Brown requested the addi 
tional duties. Brown .said that state

law required cities to have a health 
officer/sanitarian and that a city 
employee would help the health of­
ficer by taking care of the necess­
ary paper work and leg work. Also
Brown said the move would help 
with the city-wide cleanup cam­
paign that kicks off next week.

After a presenation by the city 
administrator and a request to 
advertise for bids for the bulk pur­
chase of gasoline for the city 
vehicles t'. s council decided to con­
tinue with their present program 
of purchasing fuel from local sta­
tions while several methods of bulk 
purchasing were examined. Aider- 
man E. J. Bishop told the council 
that the city could not exercise 
enough control over the city gas 
pumps and recommended that the 
present credit card system be con­
tinued. Also the council suggested 
that a key system might be a solu­
tion to the problem. The city ad­
ministrator said that he felt that it 
would save the city money to pur-

duled preventative main­
tenance and building im­
provements be instituted. 
This would save the tax­
payer money by repairing
and remodeling on a pay- 
as-you-go basis, rather 
that depending solely 
upon bond issues.

CURRICULUM: The bas­
ic concern for our educa­
tional system has been im­
proving student skills in 
basic areas such as 
reading, writing, math. 
We believe that increas­
ing these skills depends 
heavily on good teachers 
and low student/teacher 
ratio. We recommend:

1. The school board 
steps to pay teachers 
above the state scale as a 
means of competing with 
other schools of our size 
and area, and for express­
ing our appreciation for 
the important role they 
play.

2. Follow the guidelines 
set by the state for 
student/teacher ratio in 
the lower grades as close­
ly as possible. This refers 
specifically to grades 
K-1-2.

It is also important that 
our school offer other 
skills and experiences 
that teach children  
resp on sib ility , se lf 
discipline, and productive 
life styles. The priorities 
of the curriculum commit­
tee reflect the fact that 
physical education, music 
and band, and other areas 
are needed in order to
develop well rounded 
citizens. In tlje order of 
the highest priority, the 
committee recommends:

3. A structured pro­
gram of physical educa­
tion be initiated in K-12. 
We recommend the hiring 
of a physical education 
specialist, separate from 
the athletic department, 
to coordinate this pro­
gram.

4. Choir or structured 
music education be added 
where practical.

5. Some present faculty 
members might be willing 
to develop skills in art, 
foreign language, or voca­
tional electives, with the 
incentives being provided 
by the school system.

6. The board seriously 
consider a person serving 
in the dual role of faculty 
member/assistant prin­
cipal to give leadership in 
the formation of the 
junior high program, pol­
icy, and discipline.

The Russian Bear's G rip?
From the start o f  the Polish crisis, the specter o f  a Soviet 

invasion has loomed on the horizon. But just what is in the mind 
o f  the Soviets regarding Poland no one knows for certain. 
Meanwhile, the high tempo o f  Soviet military activity continues. 
This could be an attempt to press Polish leaders to crack down on 
the Solidarity labor movement, to coerce the labor leaders 
themselves, or simply to continue large-scale military maneuvers. 
A  lot o f  what happens is consistent with their usual pattern o f  
coercion and intimidation.

One development is cleat, however. The Reagan Administration 
has put virtually the whole range o f  its bilateral relations with the 
Soviet Union, including arms-control talks and arms-building 
restraints, into focus. It has put Moscow on notice that an 
invasion would kick o f f  an accelerated campaign o f  diplomatic 
encirclement, ircluding especially the Chinese.

A Soviet invasion would produce new restrictions worldwide on 
the whole Soviet bloc’ s access to foreign goods, technology and 
credits. An invasion would, furthermore, contribute to tendencies 
already evident in the Administration to Find places outside 
Poland where the Soviet position is exposed.

Regardless o f  the ultimate outcome in Poland, the long- 
established Brezhnev Doctrine — never explicitly acknowledged 
by the United States — is in decline. It has been "respected”  for a 
number o f  years by Western nations because frequently it was 
focused on Soviet bloc countries. It is now a matter o f  history 
what Russia did to East Germany in 1953, Hungary two years 
later and Czechoslovakia in 1968 with little more than pro forma  
protests by the West.

What we are now saying to Russia is that we will no longer 
acquiesce in Eastern and Central Europe while the Communist 
influence is expanded militarily.

The days o f  multilateral acceptance or tolerance o f  Soviet 
aggression appear to be on the wane in Western Europe as well. 
This could lead eventually to a more benign world or, on the other 
hand, in the worst case it could trigger a major confrontation.

Look at the world map: The Soviets must now deploy at least 
44 divisions on a hostile Chinese border, rather than enjoy the 
domination o f  another time. The Russians have been ejected from 
Egypt and lost Indonesia. Afghanistan, Ethiopia, Angola, and 
Cuba are constant financial and strategic drains on the Soviet 
economy. A  crackdown in Poland could mean virtual global 
isolation and lead to what the Russians fear most — encirclement 
by NATO, Japan and possibly even China.

To complicate Russian policies further, however, is that they 
can expect to have more "discipline”  problems like Poland. 
Virtually all the communist parties in free Europe have asserted 
their independence o f  Moscow and now the Soviets may have 
to face the prospect o f  having its own Warsaw Pact allies turn

This may well be the most excruciating dilemma faced by the 
Soviet Union since the end o f  World War II. In making its final 
decision, the Russians must choose between preserving its 
political domain at any cost or deciding to pursue a less ambitious 
policy o f  world domination. They may even have to promote 
detente and disarmament as a matter o f  national policy!

The United States posture in this lest o f  nerves is necessary — 
and long overdue. We have sat too long on the international 
sidelines and watched Moscow expand its inHuence around the 
globe. If the Soviets do invade Poland, it will not be because the 
United States turned its back.

Poe’s Corner

Donald Chapman’s memories of Winters
When I saw in The Winters Enterprise that the 

First United Methodist Church was celebrating there 
10th anniversary of the Chapman organ it brought 

. back pleasant memories of Donald Craig Chapman, the 
handsome little boy with blue eyes and bland curly 
hair, who grew up in Winters and who became an 
'Outstanding musician.
t Having heard that Donald was in failing health, I in­
quired of the Paces if they had heard from him recent­
ly. Laura told me they had seen him and his wife 
Gloria, soon after Christmas this year at Hemphill- 
Wells in San Angelo and that he was thin but in good 
spirits and glad to see them.

The gift of an organ to his home town church by 
Donald and his wife, in memory of both sets of grand­
parents, who were pioneer citizens here, was such a 

^beautiful tribute that I sent him a copy of “Runnels is 
' My County" in appreciation. He wrote a warm and 
•friendly letter in response and also told some of his ear­
ly memories of Winters, that I should like to quote in 
part. This letter was written in April of 1971.

“Charlsie, I am not a literary critic, but I sat down 
- and read straight through the book and finished it 

around two the next morning — even if I had not 
known many of the persons you wrote about, it makes 
interesting reading and is highly informative. Mother 

.- and Dad had an apartment in a house along with Lola 
v*nd John Hall at the time I was born. They tell me that 
'^Loreta and Faye Donham pushed me up and down the 
■sidewalk in a baby carriage. A year or so later, my 
parents took another apartment at Mrs. Kate Vancil’s. 
You can see the intertwining of my life and the lives of 

..countless others that one can recall upon reading “Run- 
‘ nels is My County” .

“ If you can bear my reminiscing some, let me tell you 
of some of my recollections that came to mind that I 
hadn’t thought of in years until I became engrossed in 
your book.

“George’s mother (whose name always fascinated 
me — Jerusha, if I’m correct, was always most kind to 
my mother and me after my Dad died. We would go 
over to visit her, and I can just see her in my mind’s 
eye now with the long hair done in a knot and wearing 
a long dress. What a sense of humor she had. We 

' stayed for lunch one day and George’s sister, Eva, was 
home visiting. In 1933, Mr. Poe bought a new Buick, 
dark blue in color with the spare tire on the back of the 

¡« trunk. Not many people could afford new Chevys and 
Fords, but a Buick! I thought it was the most beautiful 
car I had ever seen. I’ve always been car-crazy. Broyles

• Hall lived next to the Poes and I would go visit him. 
Mrs. Poe would give us cookies.

“ . . .  There are vivid recollections of Mr. Graham (my
* father) at work in the grocery store. In those days, the 

children were given jelly beans when the parents shop-
* ped. Mr. Graham gave me candy and so would Mr. T. E. 

McAdoo when my dad stopped at the station to 
dispense gasoline.

“Being back in Winters was fun for me and a com­
pletely new experience for Gloria.

Runnels 4-Hers take 
Sweepstakes Trophy 
at ASU last Saturday

Sheep numbers in the United States show gains for 
he second year. The sheep census indicates nearly 13 
nillion sheep accounted for which is about a two per­
cent increase over one year ago.

Two percent really doesn’t sound like much of an in- 
rease perhaps. But if one stops and thinks back to 
vhen we recorded a decrease of five and six percent 
.nnually, it is significant.

I was in Denver, Colo, when the American Sheep 
»roducers Council unveiled the Blueprint for Progress 
hallenge. What the Blueprint set out to do was en- 
ourage folks with small acreages of even 5 or ten 
icres to raise a few head of sheep. By doing so, they 
would increase their income in several ways from 
»hearing twice a year and marketing lambs.

Our main thrust was in the midwest and east where 
people had jobs in cities but commuted to a ranchette 
home. Focus on this type of lifestyle would increase the 
sheep numbers overall.

A statement issued by Don Meike of Wyoming, 
:hairman of the National Wool Growers Association, 
shows the Blueprint is working. “ We expect a modest 
gain in sheep numbers based on the apparent retention 
[)f ewe lambs last year,” he explained.

Meike believes the increase is due to the economics 
surrounding the movement during the past couple of 
years and the general widespread interest in sheep 
husbandry nationwide.

South Dakota registered the largest increase, mov­
ing from 550,000 stock ewes to 615,000. That makes the 
state fourth in the nation in sheep numbers. Texas is 
still ranked number one followed by California and 
Wyoming. They all showed gains as well. Nebraska 
showed the largest percentage increase, boosting their 
numbers by 28 percent ot 115,000 of stock.

NWGA and ASPC officials expect another modest 
increase next year. Meike added that the plunging 
lamb market during the fall of 1980 may have “shaken 
some people out.”

“There is something funny about the whole market 
situation,” Meike continued. “ We’ve seen the pro- 
iucers price drop nearly 40 percent with no substan- 
Lial price change in the retail sector at all. We’ve seen a 
iamb sale one week at less than half of what the carcass 
would sell for a few days later.”

Well, where sheepmen maybe loosing on the lamb 
market, they will make up in federal incentive pay­
ments on wool they sold in 1980. The U. S. Department 
jf Agriculture released figures which show growers 
will receive about $36 million. This compares with $32 
million paid last year on 1979 marketings.

The current shorn wool support price is $1.23 per 
jound but the 1980 national average market price for 
(horn wool was 88.1 cents a pound, a difference of 34.9 
;ents. Producer payments are determined by multiply- 
ng the payment rate (39.6 per cent) times the net 
lollar return received from wool sales.

Producers will receive $1.40 per hundredweight in 
ederal payments for unshorn lambs they sold or 
daughtered in 1980. This payment is to compensate 
growers for wool on live lambs they marketed.

When payments are computed, 2Vi cents a pound 
from wool payments and 12Vz cents per hun­
dredweight from lamb payments will be deducted. This 
money will be forwarded to the ASPC to finance adver­
tising, sales promotion and related market develop­
ment activities.

This brings us back to where we started: The 
Blueprint to increase sheep numbers. The Bluepring 
campaign is financed through the ASPC, so through 
advertising and promotion the growers nationwide are 
looking after their industry.

Farmers and ranchers 
in the North and North­
western portion of Run­
nels County need to be 
aware that their area will 
again be under “ Hor­
mone-type Herbicide” re­
gulation in 1981. The 
boundaries of the regula­
ted areas will remain the 
same as last year; 
however, there are some 
changes that persons liv­
ing in the area should 
become familiar with.

In regulated areas, no 
permit is required from 
October 1 to May 24 of the 
year following. Use of 
high volatile and low 
volatile ester formula­
tions of regulated herbi­
cides is prohibited bet­
ween the date of May 24 
and October 1 of each 
year. And further. Amine 
and other non-volatile for­
mulation may be used in 
the regulated area bet­
ween the dates of May 24 
and October 1 each year 
provided that the user ob­
tain a permit as prescrib­
ed by the law prior to 
such use.

The main differences 
between this years regu­
lations and those of 1980 
are (1) the cut off date for 
use of regulated her­
bicides was moved from 
May 15 to May 24 and (2) a 
person can — with permit 
— use the Amine and 
other non-volatile for­
m ulations in the 
regulated area during the 
May 24-October 1 period.

To re fresh  your 
memory is the location of 
the regulated area:

That portion of Runnels 
County beginning on the 
west county line at the 
point of intersection with 
the Colorado River, east- 
southeasterly along the 
Colorado River to its in­
tersection with U. S. 
Highway 83, thence north 
along U. S. Highway 83 to 
its intersection with FM 
382, thence northeasterly 
along FM 382 to its in­
tersection with FM 2647, 
thence northerly along 
FM 2647 with its intersec­
tion with FM 1770, thence 
westerly along FM 1770 
to the intersection with 
U. S, 83, thence northly 
along U. S. 83 to its in­
tersection with the north 
county line, thence 
westerly along the north 
Runnels County line to 
the northwest corner of 
the county , thence 
southerly along the west 
county line to the Col­
orado River, the point of 
beginnings, is regulated 
by the Texas Herbicide 
Law. Persons within the 
above described
regulated area may use 
regulated herbicides 
without permit fees bet­
ween the dates of October 
1 and May 24, each year.

If you have any ques­
tion, you should contact 
the Texas Department of 
Agriculture or the Coun­
ty Extension office.

At least 75 plants that 
grow  in Texas are 
poisonous and can cause 
extreme discomfort, il­
lness, and death to people.

Terry Thomas, soil con­
servationist for the Soil 
Conservation Service, US 
Department of Agricul­
ture said parents should 
be concerned because 
many of the plants are 
common in flower and 
vegetable gardens; in or­
namental landscaping; 
and in range, pasture or 
forest lands. Bulbs, roots, 
seeds, leaves, beans, 
stems, or berries may con­
tain poison, depending on 
the species of plant.

“Chewing, swallowing, 
or otherwise contacting 
the toxic parts of these 
plants, trees, and shrubs 
takes a heavy toll,” 
Thomas said. “ Each year 
health services report 
that about 12,000 children 
are poisoned or injured by 
these sources.

“ In fact, we have 
already heard of two chil­
dren in Texas ages 2 'A 
and 3, who ate deadly sil- 
verleaf nightshade ber­
ries earlier this year,” she 
continued. “Thanks to a 
concerned parent who 
took the plant to an SCS 
office for identification, a 
doctor was alerted and he 
treated the children suc­
cessfully.”

Thomas said the 
beautiful oleander bush is 
one of the most poisonous 
plants in Texas and is 
grown all over the state. 
It contains a deadly heart 
stimulant similar to the 
drug digitalis that is so 
strong that a single leaf 
can kill a child. People 
have died merely from 
eating steaks speared on 
oleander tw igs and 
roasting over a fire.

Jimson weed, some­
times called thorn apple 
and stinkweed, grows 
almost everywhere and 
causes many poisonings. 
Growing from 2 to 5 feet 
tall, it has large leaves 
and white funnel-shaped 
flowers. All parts are 
poisonous, especially
seeds and leaves.

Dieffenbachia, or dumb 
cane, is a beautiful house 
plant grown in millions of 
homes, but merely biting 
its stalk can cause swell­
ing of the mouth and 
tongue that can be deadly. 
It is called dumb cane 
because of its power to 
strike its victim s 
speechless. The stalks 
contain needlelike cry­
stals of calcium oxalate 
that become imbedded in 
the tissue of the mouth 
and tongue causing 
severe swelling and pain.

Castor bean seeds are 
also deadly. Each seed 
contains enough ricin, a 
powerful blood poison, to 
kill a child.

Mescalbean, or moun­
tain laural, is also

dangerous. It has a poison 
bean with a hard coat. If it 
is swallowed whole there 
may be no ill effects, but if 
chewed or crushed it can 
be lethal.

Other common plants in 
Texas that have 
poisonous parts include 
poinsettia, mistletoe, ele­
phant ear, larkspur, 
azaleas, lantana canana, 
yew, oaks, water hemlock, 
poison hemlock, poison 
ivy, poison oak, and poi­
son sumac.

“More detailed infor­
mation on these and other 
plants can be secured 
from health and plant 
authorities,”  Thomas 
said. “However, SCS of­
fices in our state's 201 soil 
and water conservation 
districts are trying to 
cooperate fully with the 
National Safety Council in 
keeping the public alerted 
to poisonous plants.”

An 18-minute slide 
show entitled, “Poisonous 
Plants in Texas” can be 
borrowed through local 
SCS offices to show dan­
gerous plants. The Texas 
Health Department in 
Austin also has a publica­
tion listing 39 of the most 
dangerous plants found in 
Texas as well as symp­
toms of poisoning from 
each.
