Drive down most any country
road . . . or highway or alley or
street in town, for that matter . . .
and chances are you'll come across
evidence of some people’s complete
disregard for orderliness, for
cleanliness, for safety, for human
decency; evidence of a total un-
concern for those around them.
These people live in a different
world; their only concern is for
themselves, and their actions, in
their own opinion, should not be
questioned by anyone.

I'm talking about those people
who dump their garbage and rub-
bish by the side of the road, and in
the alleys and streets, creating
health and safety hazards and
ugliness in the countryside, with
their castoffs. Some observers
might — and do — reply that these
people “were just not thinking,”
that they “thoughtlessly threw
their rubbish on the side of the
road or on someone else's
property.” My reply, “that old dog
won't hunt!” Does a person load up
a pickup truck with trash and gar-
bage and drive miles out on a coun-
try road, or across town, and dump
it so “thoughtlessly?” I can't buy
that excuse. They know what they
are doing; they plan it that way.
Much of the time, they go out of
their way, and go to a lot of trouble
to scatter their trash and garbage
about the countryside. My own
theory is that the minds of those
who scatter their litter about are
so cluttered, their heads are so
disorganized, that the trash they
scatter about is only an extension
of their own rubbish-like per-
sonalities. Confront one of them,
and you're liable to get such an
answer as, “Well, it's a free coun-
try, ain't it?”

Not too long ago, someone in the
community demolished a building
or curbing. I don't know where
most of the debris was hauled, but
one load of it was dumped in an
alley in Sunlawn Addition. There it
is — big chunks of concrete, in a
pile of caliche and gravel, with
asphalt mixed in. It must have
been a building next to an asphalt-
paved parking, or a curbing on a
street. There is a paticular color
about the chunks of concrete which
could be traced, with a little
legwork and looking around . . .
which probably will be done. Some-
one went out of their way to dump
that load where they left it.

Then there are those who throw
their garbage and empties from
cars onto the streets. I'm not talk-
ing about the “Urban Cowboys and
Cowboyettes” — most of them will
grow out of that habit. I'm talking
about adults who have a good many
years behind them, and who should
know better. They don’t do it
“thoughtlessly” — they just don’t
give a damn! Not too many moons
ago, I observed one of the ladies of
the town roll down her car window
and toss out an empty soft drink
can as she drove down Main Street.
Unthinking? I still don't buy that;
what a howl she would raise if you
crushed out a cigarette on her liv-
ing room floor! And . .. recently, I
pulled up behind a car at the traffic
signal downtown. Two men in the
car; the passenger opened a win-
dow, and tossed out a six-pack of
empty beer bottles — the bottles
and the cardboard container were
scattered to here and gone about
the street, and in the gutter. You ..
. and you over there saying to
yourself, “He was one of the riff-
raff; the untouchables; the trash.” .
..don't bet your grandma’s feather
duster on it . . . you probably have
recently and since associated with
him, commercially and socially.
These people are not from any par-
ticular social or economic strata . ..
they're from all ways and walks of
life.

City Council approves
fiscal 1981-82 budget

The Winters City Council gave
it's approva' Monday to the propos-
ed budget for the upcoming fiscal
for the City of Winters. The council
also approved the tax rate for the
next year in the city. Both items
were slated for a public hearing
Monday, but, no one other than
council members, the city
secretary, city administrator, and
the news media were in atten-
dance.

The budget for the 1981-82 fiscal
year, as presented by city ad-
ministrator Glenn Brown calls for

total resources for the city of
$1,100,569 and total requirements
of $883,959. As proposed and ap-
proved by the council the budget
will have an ending balance of
$266,610.

The council also gave the nod of
approval to the setting of the tax
rate for the next fiscal year. The
tax rate was set at 90 cents for
each $100 valuation as required by
state law and does reflect an in-
crease to the tax payer. The
previous tax rate was $1.20 at 75
per cent of assessment.

Zip Plus 4 a 1983 reality

In the past week per-
sons who rent boxes from
the Post Office received
notification of their of-
ficial *‘Zip +4" code.
Winters Postmaster Ann
McDorman said that
although the new nine
digit zip code will not be
fully utilized until Oc-
tober of 1983, the Post Of-
fice has already started
making plans to start the
program.

The additional four
numbers added to the end
of the present five digit
zip code will help route
mail directly to the door
of the person to whom it
is addressed, according to
the Postmaster. Mrs.
MecDorman says that with
this new system, when
fully operational, mail will
arrive at the Winters
Post Office already sorted
and bundled for each
block on the letter car-
rier's route.

This new system is sup-
posed to streamline and
make more efficient the
nation’s mail delivery
system by using more
machines and eventually
less people. The local
Postmaster said that no
postal employees will be
laid off due to the new
equipment, that the ex-
cess of people on the

from 5-7 p.m. and Coach
Slaughter invited football
fans to come and watch
the practice sessions also.

Postal Service payroll
will be reduced by attri-
tion.

The new ‘‘Zip+4"
system will operate like
this: an envelope with the
address and the nine digit
zip code will be “read” by
optical scanning devices,
an optical character
reader (OCR) and a bar
code reader (BCR). The
OCR will read the
numbers in the code and a
companion machine will
imprint with magnetic ink
a bar code. The bar code is
not at all unlike what can
be found on boxes, canned
goods, and bottles and
such found in a super-
market. A similar bar
code is used on checks to
identify accounts and
bank identification
numbers. The bar code is
passed over the BCR and
is sorted not only to a par-
ticular section of a city,
but to the street and
specific block.

When mail arrives in
Winters under the new
system, it will be in
bundles separated down
to individual blocks on in-
dividual streets. At the
present time, the
Postmaster said, three
persons are required to
just sort and separate the
mail for the Winters Post
Office.

Recently a special crew
from the Midland Post Of-
fice was in Winters to set
up the city for the new

program. The first two:

digits in the additional zip
code numbers will
designate the sector or
street and individual
blocks will have an addi-
tional two digits to
designate the segment.
Houses on the even
numbered side of the
street will be in one seg-
ment and the odd number
houses will be in another

segment.

When asked if the new
“Zip+4" will be man-
datory, the Winters

Postmaster said that it is
optional. Also only letters
addressed with a
typewriter or other
printer will be read by the
new machines. Handwrit-
ten addresses will not be
read by the equipment.

The U. S. Postal service
is expecting to recover
the cost of the new equip-
ment within three years.
The savings would come
from reduced manpower
and by limiting the
chances of mis-handling
the mail.

Postmaster Ann
McDorman said the new
nine digit zip code is
“very simple, once you
understand it. Winters

residents who receive
their mail at their
residence will be notified
next spring on their new
zip code, all nine digits of
it. The Postmaster also
said that use of the new

system could help keep
the cost of mailing a first
class letter at 18 to 20
cents.

If you haven't seen it
yet, the zip code plus four
for a box at the Post Of-
fice will be like this
79567-0037. If you have
any questions or would
like assistance in conver-
ting to “Zip + 4" you can
contact the local Post Of-
fice.

Lura Lee Garrett in 1959 to the Sorosis Club in Fort
Worth of whick she was a member)

It would be impossible to talk of highways without
bringing my husband as well as myself into the picture
as George was with the State Highway Department 31
years and has been connected with an allied organiza-
tion for the past five years as a highway engineer.

Being born in Winters, Texas some 45 years ago, I
have had the experience of knowing just what it is to
come from a.muddy lane to a gravel road then to a good
surfaced road. Perhaps there are others who can share
in those memories.

My father was a general practitioner, formerly
known as a ‘‘good old country doctor.” To me he was
just that. I can remember him telling about the horse
and buggy days when going from house to house in
town and in the country was quite an ordeal, especially
in muddy weather. Then when he got his first car the
traveling on dirt roads was not so bad, but come a
rainy spell he would stick in the mud and be unable to
reach the patients homes. So, good highways were
very welcome to dad as well as others.

We did a great deal of shopping in Abilene and San
Angelo as Winters was 40 miles south of Abilene and
60 miles Northeast of San Angelo. Before good
highways it was a special occasion to go shopping. It
took more than one day for the trip to either place and
if it rained, oh, how we wished we had not started at
all.

In the early thirties there was a crew from the State
Highway Department making a survey from Ballinger
to Winters, connecting the highway's from Abilene to
San ANgelo. In that crew was a young man whom I met
and married a year later. I can literally say, George
pulled Winters as well as me out of the mud.

In Austin, the State Highway Department is located
just across the street from the Capitol grounds. It is a
very pretty building and it is interesting to know that
the first highway department was organized in 1917. It
is the largest of the State’s departments and employs
more than 13,000 persons in its 25 districts over the
state. Each of the districts comprise approximately 10
counties and 2,000 miles of the state maintained
highways.

The highway building houses the State Highway
Engineer, head of bridge division, also heads of
maintenance, planning and license division. Here the
commissioners hold public hearings and once a month
there is held a highway letting, where contractors br-
ing their bids.

In Washington every January, we have engineers
who go to highway research board meetings. There,
the exchange of ideas in design, and materials is
discussed for the building of better and more uniform

highways in the U.S.

If a group of citizens or a county
commissioners court or city council believe that there
is need for a certain road to be improved to a higher
standard or a new route should be opened, they may
appear before the highway commission and express
their need. The proposal is then investigated by the
district engineer in charge of the area where the re-
quested improvement is located. The engineer then
makes his report and recommendation to the State
engineer and then all of this is placed before the state
highway commission for its consideration. If the rout is
approved the district engineer is authorized to make
the necessary surveys and plans. As money becomes
available the project is set up for taking of bids for con-
struction, after the county and state have provided the
necessary rights-of-way.

The period of time from the inception of a project to
its completion will vary. If it is a small farm or ranch
highway it might be constructed in three years or a
military access highway could be built in 18 months.
But an interstate route from one large city to another
could take from five to 15 years, due to difficulty in

securing rights-of-way and money.

the City of Winters for
future grants from the
Texas Aeronautics Com-
mission. Brown said the
ordinance would restrict
the construction of
towers and other tall
structures near the
municipal airport. The
next step for the or-
dinance would be to ask
the county to participate
by naming two members.

Approval was given to
applying for a 70-30 grant
from the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department for
the construction of boat
ramp facilities at the
Winters City Lake. Ad-
ministrator Brown said
the proposed ramp would
be constructed in an area
just east of the new dam
at the lake. The proposed
cost of the boat launching
ramp is $23,000. The city's
share of the cost could be
partially covered by work
done on the ramp.

According to the city
administrator, the Parks
and Wildlife Department
would have a 25 year
lease on the ramp and
after that time the ramp
would revert back to the
city. The council sug-
gested also looking into
the possibility of camping
and picnic facilities in the
area of the proposed boat
ramp. That area would be
on the east side of the
lake about a half-mile
from F.M. 53.

The state agency had
initially suggested two

ramps but changed it's
recommendation to one
ramp at this time and for

the City of Winters to ap-
ply for a second ramp at a
later date, depending on
how much the ramp is us-
ed.

City Administrator
Glenn Brown was given
the go-ahead by the coun-
cil to employ Tom Ham-
ner, a local certified
public accountant to con-
duct the annual audit of
the City of Winters.
Brown told the council
that Hamner had agreed
to use a format that is
standard for most cities in
the audit and to charge
approximately the same
as was charged last year
for the audit. The audit
would be completed in
either mid November or
early December.

On a request from the
city adminstrator, the
council approved the hir-
ing of a planning engineer
to oversee the construc-
tion of and seét specifica
tions for streets in the ci
ty. The council noted that
in the past the city has
had no specifications for
street construction and
that this has resulted in a
number of problems.

The council also dis-
cussed the paving of
streets around the new
housing project and noted
that the Department of
Housing and Urban dev
elopment would pay for
their half of the cost of
the engineer. The council
said that property owners
across the street from the
housing project would be
responsible for the other
half of the cost while the
city would be responsible
for the cost of the in-
tersections. The council
said that if property
owners did not want to
participate in the paving,
the city would assess the
cost and take leins
against the property.
patrol car for the police
department and a new
pick-up for the water
department.
